PRESIDENT MACLAURIN REGISTRATION TOTAL
WELCOMES FRESHMEN BREAKS ALL RECORDS

Address Followed By Adoption Nearly Nineteen Hundred Stu-
Of Constitution And Call dents Are Enrolled At

For Candidates. The Institute.

At the first meeting of the fresh-
men as a body, held in Huntington
Hall last Monday, President Mac-
laurin gave a short address, welcom-
ing the entering class, and congrat-
ulating them upon their entry into
the Institute at a time so favorable
to engineering work as the. present,

PRESIDENT MACLAURIN

Doctor Maclaurin spoke of the ad-
visability of making plenty of friends
and emphasized the necessity of
keeping in good health, a point which
is sometimes neglected in technical
schools, and also spoke of the im-
portance of not neglecting studies.

He said that the opportunities
which would soon be open to grad-.
uates of such schools as the Institute
will be greater because of the Euro-
pean War than ever before in the
history of the world. "The next few
years will be, as never before, the

INSTITUTE COMMITTEE

The Institute Committee will hold
its first meeting of the year tomor-
row afternoon at five o'clock in 8
EDg. C, the usual meeting place.
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Once more Technology opens its
doors for the school year with an in-
crease in the student body, the regis-
tration reaching 1855 against a figure
of 1765 last -year at this time. It is
he eleventh consecutive year with
in increase and the full registration
this year will reach 1900. This is
about one hundred more than last
yrear which was itself seventy more
han 1913.

The increase is due to a numberof
facts, one of them being the return
of a very large ratio of the students.
More than eleven hundred of the
former students are back, and in ad-
dition many others have returned to
take ulp post-graduate or special
work. The fact that 85 percent of
the freshmen are back again to con-
tinue their work as Sophomores will
be a surprise to those familiar with
the "mortality" of classes in college.
This, however, is the rule at Tech-
nology for of the 1917 men there are
80 percent again registered, and of
1916, 85 percent.

Another factor that makes for in-
crease at Technology is the constantly
growing number of men who come to
the Institute after a year or more at
some other college. The number this
year is 220, or ten percent more than
a year ago.

Thle whole number of first class
men in Technology is above 400, not
counting more than 250 others who
are in the Institute for the first time,
entering in upper classes. Of the

last Spring the Institute Committee
voted favorably on the recommenda-
tion of its Blanket Tax Committee to
adopt the three dollar athletic ticket.

Last Thursday
a handbill was distributed in the
Rogers Building which conveyed the
information that the Institute Com-
mittee voted " that every student.

($3.00), to be known as a Blanket
Tax, etc., etc." This is false, in spirit
if not in fact. Furthermore, the action,
has the odium of' being a deliberate at-,
tempt to take an advantage of the
unsophistication of the incoming
freshman not only by misusing the
good name of the Institute Commit-

but also by introducing the title
. -; Bursar's Office to lend official
sanction.

Furthermore the harm done by this
action of the Blanket Tax Committee
is of a pernicious nature because it
undoes, to a lalrge degree, the pains-
taking efforts and deliberations of
the Institute Committee last spring.

Without attempting to criticize the
Blanket Tax proposition it is clearly
evident that the Institute Committee
owes an immediate reparation for the
grossly misleading wording of its

freshmen, Boston supplies 60 and
other places in Massachusetts, about
eighty in number, send 220 more, so
that the Commonwealth is getting
good return in educational value for
the generous support that it has af-
forded the school.

Of the New England states, out-
side of Masssachusetts, Connecticut
leads with 12, with New Hampshire
represented by 7 students, Rhode
Island by 5, Maine 4 and Vermont 2.
The Middle States have altogether 52
freshmen, New York leading with 20.
Most of the Southern States have one
representative. In the west, Illinois
has 10 students in the first year, and
Ohio, 9, while the other men from
this section come from a dozen dif-
ferent states.

In foreign students there has been
a diminution from the nations at war,
but the missing number is more than
mhade up by men from the Far East.
Of Chinese there are .41, four of them
registered as freshmen, and 12 for
advanced, post-graduate work. The
Japanese have come again into the
field and are represented by six men
who are post-graduates. There is
one from Siam, while Mr. Basu, a
Hindu, who received his degree last
year has returned for further study.

WVith reference to woman at Technol-
ogy,' the number is also increasing,
there being 17 in the registration al-
ready; and they follow the gen-
eral wideness of distribution, one
from Utah, two from Illinois, one
from South Carolina, three from
Pennsylvania and ten from Massa-
chusetts, three of the latter coming
from Boston. Two are registered as
freshmen and eight are new to the
school.
