The firgt call for cross-country
candidates produced most all of last
vear's squad, and regular work was
begun the first of this week, All run-
ners who answered ihis call a yoar
ago are hack with the exception of
Benson, Cook and Nye, and the
cross-couitry management considers
the outlook for 1915 very bright.
Technology defeated Holy Cross last
vear by 60 poinis, took second in the
New England Intercollegiate Runmn,
and fomih in the big Intercollegiafe
Cross-country race at New Haven,
The squad Lhis season is somewhat
handicapped by the loss of Benson,
Cook and Nve, so Coach Kanaly has
made an early start by holding the
first race at Newton lomotrrow.

GIFT ANNOUNCED AT
ARCHITECTS' SMOKER

Professors Of The Department
Speak — New Regulations
Are Explained.

Wednesday evening, the Architee-
tural Sociely held an informal smok-
er in the Studio, the purpose of which
was to glve tlie new men a chance to
gel belter acquainted hotlh with their
professors and with the Seniors.

The first speaker, introduced hy
President  DBrophy, was  Professor
Gardner who delivered a short speech
telling of the latest hequest to the
department of Architecture. Mrs,
Harriet A, Henshaw of London hag
given §$15,000 in memory of her
brother, to de devoled {o the pur-
chase of art material for ihe Archi-
tectural Department. It will be known
as the Frank Walker Boyles Mem-
orial Fund. The selection of ma-
terfal will be in the hands of a com-
mittee of three members of Lhe facul-
ty who are members of the Architec-
tural Deparintent, to he clected an-
nually.

Professor Cram, the next speaker,
touched on the relation of Architee-
ture to the present war. Among other
things he stated that Lhe architect’s
duty was raiher (0 give the publie
what il ought to have in architacture
than to grant jt whut it seemed to
want.

Prolessor Willilams was the next
speaker. He spoke of the point Sys~
fem, and outlined the duties of the
new men, among which was that of
becoming a member of the society,
President Drophy then mentioned the
new rules and regulations of the so-
ciety. The fees are to he $1.50 he-
sides the initiation fee of fifty cents:

THE BLANKET TAX,

In other columns of this issue are
found compreliensive discussions of the
Blanket Tax. Last Wednesday we pub-
lisheda communication which guesiion-
cd very strongly the spirit of the word-
ing of the Blanket Tax hand-vills, which
were distributed during registration,
and the impression had undoubledly
spread among the new men here that
lhe Tax is compilsory in lhe same
degree as are laboratory . fees and
tuition. This is extremely unfertu-
nate, not Dlecause it may have ex-
torted money from persons who would
olherwise not have paid up, but Dbe-
cause it puis the Institute Authori-
ties in a false light,

As President Maclaurin poinfed out
in his address Monday, the Institute
Authorities have left the enlire gov-
ernment of the student body in the
hands of the Institute Commitiee,

FIRST T. C. A. TALK
GIVEN YESTERDAY

Dr. A. Z. Conrad ~ Addresses
Large Audience In The
Union,

The first of the Thursday noon talks
held under the auspices of the T. C.
A, was given by Dr. A, Z. Conrad
of the Park Street Congregalional
Church, yesterday, 1In a clear, con-
vineing address he demonsirated that
what the world needs ls nol men but
supernen, '

He began by telling of the Scotch
lad whose aim in life it was to have
a career. This youny man married
a talented Scofch lass, who, when her
husband & number of years later had
rigen to a bigh pesition in Parlia-
ment, wonld go over hig speeches and
correct them for him, It was ler
ready wit that enlivened the speeclhes
to such a degree that her hushand
became Lhe foremost speaker in
Parliament, But he, still thinking
anly of his éareer, took all the credil
apoen himseif. Then came a time,
when he was neating the height of
4is career, thul anolhier woman ¢ross-
ad his path. He left his wife just
hefore lle was to have 1nade his
rreatest gpeecl in Parliament. When
1e had drawn up his speech, however,
‘he parly leaders told him that it was
the poorest thiat he had ever written,
and that il would never carry the
day. Unbeknown to him, his wife
secured the typewritten copy, went
aver it, jusi as she had done formert;,
and subimitted it Lo the party leaders.
Then the man reulized for the first
time that the power did not lie whol-
Iy within himself,

So it is with ns, said Dr.- Conrad.
Without the aid of a power greater
than ourselves we are as helpless as
the workman at his machine before
hy has geared it into the, main shaft-
ing above. Men cannot beconie su-
permen uniil they have geared them-
selves with the Main Shafting which
extends through the Universe.

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FIRST BLANKET TAX
RETURNS ARE GOOD

Class Of 1919 Responds Prompt-
ly—Support Of Institute Is
Behind Movement,

The preliminary reports from the
coliection of the Blanket Tax are
most encouraging, and show that the
movement has met with more imme-
diate success and support than the
committee anticipated. The prompt-
ness of the Class of 191% in coming
to the support of Instituie athletics
has bheen generous, and a large per-
centage of men irom the three upper
classes have also already paid the
tax.

For the information of new men
who are as yet unfamiliar with the
workings of student affairs at the In-
stitute, it may be said that the tax
is substantially similar to those lev-
ied at every college where athletics
are not self-supporting, for the main-
tenance of intercollegiate sport. The
money accruing from the collection
of thé tax here will be used for the
gupport of all of Technology’s major
and minor varsity teams, in liea of,
and together with, the finances for-
merly raised for this purpose by the
Show, Techunique, the annual show in
Huntingion Hall, and the gate re-
ceipts from the various games and
meets. .

The tax is levied by act and au-
thority of the Instilute Committee,
the student governing body, In es-
sentially the same manner as class
dues are levied upon the voting mem-
hers of the various classes. It should
he understood that the levying of the
fax is an ediet of neither the Kac-
ully nor the Corporaiion of the In-
stitute, but a purely student device
to ensure the maintenance of the
preper standard of varsity athleties,
The collection of the assessment is
in the hands of ihe Blanket Tax
Committee, a sub-committee of ihe
Institute Commitiee, under which are
ahout seventy-five collectors in every
course, class and fraternity in Tech-
nology, .

The holder of x Blanket Tax licket
is- entitled to admission to all of the
games and meets of* the Track, Gym,
Basketball, Swimming, Fencing and
other teams, and to Field Day. It is
possible that a reduction in admis-
sion price to the New Lngland Inter-
Collegiate Track and Field Meet may
be made to tickel helders also.

Unfortunately, admission to home
hockey games on the iicket cannat
be allowed, owing to a rule of the
management of the Arena, where the
team piays.

As chairman of the Blankel Tax

ASSESS a Hanketl TAX of ihree dol-
lars—that is the way the minutes of
thte meeling read. Y Mr, Wenzel can
m any way reconcile the words “as-
sess” and “lax” with “volunlary sub-
geription,” he cerlainly hag a Qiffer-
ent wunderstanding of the English
Ianguage than I have. So far as the
spirit of the thing is concerned, it
was my understanding while the dis-
cussion was going on last yveur, and
I believe this impression was fairly
general, that it was lo he a “tax.”
pure and simple. T Mr, Wenzel
means that we connot collect ihis
tax in easc a man refuses to pay, well
and good, but the Institute Commit-
tee can, and last year apparently in-
tended to, o shape public opinion
thal every man will feel it hig duty
to pay the tax. The nolice, as T look
at i, was false neither in facts, of
which apparently Mr. Wenzel did not
fully inform himself, nor in spiriL
If it has crealed the impression that
lhe Instituie autherities ihemselves
were behind the scene it is to be re-
gretied,

The previous communication algo
makes certain  generalizations con-
cerning the pernicious nature of {he
harm done, Just whal this was and
where it comes in I fail (o see. So
far as I am able o delermine, the
ouly harm done, and it remains to
be seen ltow pernicious §# will he
is in Mr. Wenzel’s opposition—at a
time when the blanket lax needs {he
united support of ail the prominent
men of the Institute,

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COMBINED MUSICAL CLUBS

{This is the second of a series of
freshmen.

articles of particular lnterest to

Succeeding articles, which will appear in future issues, will

contain histories and detailed explanations of the varlous prominent ac-

tivities of the Institute,)

The Institute is at present repre-
sented by three musical clubs,—the
Glee Club, the Banjo Club and the.
Mandolin Club,—all organized under

an association known as the Com-
bined Musicai Clubs. Of thege three
components the Glee Club, founded
in 1884, is the oldest. In 1886 a
combined Mandolin, Banjo and Gui-
tar Club was founded, but this later
merged into the Mandolin and Ban-
jo Clubs of today.

The membership of each Clab
compriges fifieen to thirty men cho-
sen from all classes without restric-
tion other than competitive ability.
The tryouts are held usually about
Lwo weeks after registration and are
judged by a commitiee composed of
the leaders and managers of the dif-
ferent clubs and the professional
coaches which have charge of the bi-
weekly rehearsals,

The officers comprise a general-
manager and secrefary-treasurer of
the Combined Clubs, and a manager
and leader for ecach of the separate
organizations, The leaders are cho-
sen by vote of the €Clubs at the
Spring Banquet and the managers,
who collectively comprise the man-
aging board, select their own sue-
Cess0rs,

The concerts consist of the annual
Winter and Spring Concerts, coming
in December and April. Many out-
side concerts are given, often under
the auspices of different societies,
which give a dance atler the musical
program, making the evening enjoy-
able for the men in the Clubs.

1t is the cusiom to hold an ex-
tended tour during the midyear va-
cation, the last week in January or
first in February. On the trip last
season the Ciubs visiled Moatelair,
N, J.; Philadelphia, Washington and
Builer, Pa.; Rochester, N, Y.; North-
ampton and Springfield, Mass., using
exactly a week for ihe journey.
