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VWhile dliscussion is lrife as to
whetilher there shlould be a voluntalry
blanket tax or a compulsory blanket
tax, it might be well to r'meellber
that what actually exists is a Blanlket
Tax. For years Technology has
groped about blindly for a method to
place its athletics on a fiir financial
basis. Here, at last, in the opportu-
nity of buying what amounts to an
athletic season ticket and of support-
ing an institution which every col-
lege has come to regard as essential
in upiholding its standard of man-Il
hlood, is a more than satisfactory
solution, and it is earnestly to be
hoped that the fog arising from the
present agitation will not obscure the
fact that the future of Technology
lies in the balance.

The chronic state of lethargy from
which the greater part of the Insti-
tute Committee seems to be suffer-
ing has long been a matter of com-
ment, and this year the student gov-
erning body seems to have lmlade a
particularly bad start. The perfunc-
tory allnllner in which the Blanket
Tax situation was discussed was
painful to see. Aside from tile chair-
mall, only three mlembers of the In-
stitute Committee expressed an idea,
when not only the whole student
body was involved, but the future of
Institute Athletics was at stake. Next
followed a futile attempt to elect a
sub-committee, until someone hit up-
on the happy idea that it would save
a little extra exertion if the appoint-
ment were left to the Executive Com-
nittee, and thus were tile offices on
the Tech Night Committee, the com-
inittee in Charge of Elections, and
the Mass Meeting Committee filled.
There seems to be just one matter
of business which proves interesting
enough to elicit a second, and that
is the motion for adjoulllrnmenlt.

COMM.UNICATIONS -
To the Editoi of The Tech:

The submissiveness of the Insti-
tute Committee to the persuasions of
popular and forceful orators has long
been a menace to our democratic
student government, but when the
deliberative body of the Institute
throws deliberation to the winds and
rushes into an act which it has not
the slightest semblance of authority
to carry out, it is time for public
opinion to recall our representatives
to their duty.

The argument is put forward that
the power to levy taxes is included in
"all the legislative and executive
powers of this Association," and is
therefore vested ill the Institute Com-
mittee. Without referring to the pur-
pose and limitations of the Associa-
tion as set forth in the Preamble and
in Article II, let us suppose for the
sake of argument that the Constitu-
tion does purpost thus to invest this
taxing power. Call any such author-
ity be actually conferred in the to-
tal absence of enforcing power?
Could the United States levy a dol-
lar of tax if it had no power to com-
pel payment? Such taxes are like
"paper blockades," not valid unless
enforced.

It is natural that a number of new
men have paid the Blanket Tax in
the belief (so effectively conveyed by
the Committee) that it was compul-
sory. To obtain money thus by de-
ception will I am sure do the Insti-
tute athletics no permanent good but
rather incalculable harm. Therefore
I hope to see the Blanket Tax known
and advertised for what it actually is,
a voluntary popular subscription. But
more especially I hope to see the In-
stitute Committee take more care in
the weighing of its acts, and depend
less upon its influential leaders.

To the Editor of The Tech:
By virtue of thle constitution of the

Undergraduates Association the Insti-
tute Committee is invested with "all
the legislative and executive powers"
of the Association. Moreover the
purpose of the Undergraduates Asso-
ciation is regulatory and supervisory!
both for the student body and for the
various student activities.

The Institute Committee, in affirm-
ing the compulsory character of the
Blanket Tax has assumed the power
of taxation.

Returning to the matter of the Tax
it should be remembered that taxation
implies two things, first, the right to
levy an assessment and, second, tile
power to enforce compulsory play-
meilt. Since both of these essentials
are missing the action of the Insti-
tute Committee at once becomes ab-
surd and ridiculous.

It has been claimed that agitation
at this time would tend to vitiate thle
continued success of the Blanket Tax
Committee. Personally the writer
thinks that the men who have not
yet paid their "tax" will do so only
at their own convenience and not nll-
del' thle goad of compulsion.

The Institute Committee, by con-
tinming this l)luff, may increase this
year's revenue, but will eventually
]larm the cause to a much greater de-
gree.

PROFESSOR WILLIAM
WATSON PASSES AWAY

Member Of Mechanical Engin-
eering Department For

Eight Years.

Professor William Watson, scien-
tist and professor of Mechanical En-
gineering and Descriptive Geometry

at Technology from 1865 to 1873, died
last Friday at his home in this city,
in his 82nd year.

Professor Watson was graduated
in 1857 from Harvard with a degree
of Bachelor of Science, taking the
Boyden prize for Mathematics. Dur-
ing the same year he became an in-
structor at Harvard and later took a
course of special study at the Ecole
Nationale des Ponts et Chaussees in
Paris. Information on technical edu-
cation collected by himi while in Eu-
rope from 1860 to 1863, was made
the blasis of a plan of organization
at the Institute, and after his return
to this country Professor \Vatson had
charge of classes here for eight
years.

In 1873 Professor Watson was
United States Commissioner to tile
Vienna exposition, and served as a
member of the International jury of
the Paris Exposition in 1878. The
Paris Congress of Architects made
him its honorary president in 1878
and he was vice-president of the In-
ternational Congress of Construction
in 1889.

He was a member of the French
Society of Civil Engineers, the Ameri-
can order of the same name, and the
French National Academy at Cher-
bourg. In addition he was a fellow
of the American Academy of Arts
and Sciences, member of the Ameri-
can Association for the Advancement
of Science, the Colonial Club of Mas-
sachusetts, St. Botolph Club, B. A. A.,
{he Round Table Club, the Mathema-
tical Club, and many other organiza-
tions. He was the author of many
notable books along the lines of his
profession.
