M. E. SOCIETY TRIP

Inspection Made. Last Saturday
Of Construction Work At
' The New Site,

Last Saturday 162 men met at
Stone & Webster's office at the new
site and were shown over the bnild-
ings hy members of the M, H. De-
partment or by superintendents hav-
ing charge of the consfruction. The
body of men was divided inlo eleven
squads of from ten to fifteen men
each, each squad having its own in-
structor.

Although no permanent machinery
has as yet been installed, enough of
the comstruction work, piping, ven-
tilating, and wiring has been done to
give an idea of the magnilude and
thoroughness of the work, Perhaps
the most interesting of the buildings
is number seven, which is to be tho
home of the Mechanical Engineering
Department, The hasement contains
two large canals, which are to be
used for hydraulic testing and to
supply the condensers. On the
first floor are to he the steam
testing units, most of which is new
equipment. The other floors contain
the machine Ilaboratories, lecture
rooms, wood working shops, and
drawing rooms, designed to take care

gineers, Mr. Little graduated from
the Institute in 1884, was a member
of the first staff of The Tech, and
is an ex-president of the American
Chemical Society.

Taking as his subject “Chemical
Engineermng as a Profession,” }\II',
Little said that the world was made
up of matter, energy and people. To
be successful, the engineer must con-
sider all three, The chemist is too
apt to think only of the matter and
energy, and forget all about the peo-
ple. In this way bhe decreases his
own uysefulness, because a knowledge
of men is absolutely necessary for
success in any kind of business rela-
tiong. The Institute supplies the
technical trainjng, but it is up to the
gtudent himself to get his knowledge
of human nature, .

During the next twenly years the
chemieal indusiry will have a won-
derful increase. There are evidences
of this being brought out every day.
Chemistry is the most fundamental of
all the sciences, as it deals with ev-
erything of which we know. Where-
as now there are, perhaps, three hun-
dred’ chemical engineers, ten thous-
and are needed {0 cope with fthe
problems confronting us.

Mpr. Little gave a number of per-
sonal problems he had encountered.
{Tpon graduation he abtained a posi-
tion as a clerk and chemist in a sui-
phite pulp mill, He had been there
only a short time when the inventor
of the process and the engineer left,
and he was put in charge of the mill
His difficulties were many, but he
succeeded in overcoming most of
them, and made a reputation ag a
patent expert.

The chemical engineer, the speak-
er said, could reasonably expect upon
araduation from $65 to $75 a month;
after two years, from $1200 to $1500¢
a year; after five years, from $1806
to $2400. After five years the per-
sonal eguation of the man comes
more inte play, and his future ad-
vancement depends upon his appli-
cation to the work, his business ahil-
ity, and his power to dea]l with nen.
But the first two vears should he
devoted exclusively to the gaining of
experience, for chemists and chemmi-
cal engineers are supposed to  be
managers rather than employees,

Dr. Talbot then spoke on “Made!

in America Chemistry.” He gave an
account of the early work of {he
American chemists, and stated thal
in this country at the present time
the science was so far advanced thal
American scientists could publish the
results of their work in the Anteri-
can engineering journals and com-
mand attention from the whole world,
instead of having {0 go abroad ftc
gain 1his end.

. Prof. Talbot described briefly Lhe
research work being carried on in the
different universities throughout the
country and showed the great value
of this work in the advancement o}
the science. He added that, although
we owe a very great debt to Germany
for the careful and conscientious
work her scientists have done in the
past, we in America are now morg
than able to stand on our own feet.

Dr. Walker, the next speaker, gave
a short talk on “The Signs of the
Times,” saying that the present op-
