Speech

By Reception And
At Copley-Plaza-

By Dr. Maclaurin.

Monday evening Lord and Lady
Aberdeen were formally welcomed to
Boston by a reception at the Copley-
Plaza. Among the prominent men of
Boston who paid tribute to them
were Governor Walsh, Patrick A.
O'Connell, Mayor Curley, President
A. Lawrence Lowell of Harvard Uni-
versity, and President Richard C.
Maclaurin. Mr. Michael J. Dwyer pre-
sided as toastmaster and extended a
hearty welcome to the guests.

Later he introduced Dr. Maclaurin,
who reminded his audience that the
guests were so heartily welcomed
not merely because of the prominent
positions which they have occupied,
but because of the manner in which
they occupied those positions. "It
is the manner of their occupancy
which has won our admiration," he
said. Dr. Maclaurin then spoke of
the great and liberal causes with
whlch they have always been iden-
tified. "The cause of Home Rule, the
principle of which, apart from the
details of any particular bill, must
always win the sympathy of Amleri-
cans, for it is the principle that forms
the very basis of our theory of gov,
emninent today."
Besides this movement, Dr. Mac-

laurin spoke of the great cause of
women. "Whether we be Antis. or
not, we must recognize that the
movement to induce women to take
a more active and intelligent inter-
est in public affairs, aid to realize'
the great possibilities of effective
service that have been so long ne-
glected is the great social mlove-
ment of our era. Lady Aberdeen has
bleen a prime mover here for some
lime, and has proved a great helper
in the cause.

"Broader than either of these two
is tne cause of social betterment, the
fight against ignorance and dirt and
disease, and their usual train of
evils. Lord and Lady Aberdeen have
opened the roadl to the better way
of overcoming the greatest of the
evils in this connection. They have

Tax covers Class Dues. This is not
the case, the Blanket Tax being im-
posed by the Institute Committee
simply to aid the financing of ath-
letics.

The portions of the Uniform Class
Constitution in its latest form which
deal with the conduct of elections are
reprinted here:

"Article 2, Section 1-All persons
entering the Institute with the class
shall be eligible for membership.

"Article 2, Section 2-A person en-
tering the Institute from another col-
lege shall be a member of the class
with which he takes the majority of
his subjects.

"Article 2, Section 3-Any member
of this class failing to pay his dues
before the general election of officers
shall forfeit his membership and
right to vote; and he shall be rein-
stated only on payment of the same.

"Article 4, Section 1-The officers
of this class shall consist of a presi-
dent, x ce-president, secretary, treas-
urer, two directors, and two repre-
sentatives to the M. I. T. A. A., all
of whom shall constitute a board of
directors for the class. The officers
shall serve until the next general
election of officers by the class.

"Article 6, Section 1-The annual
dues of this class shall be $1.50 and
shall be due before the election of
officers.

"Article 9-METHOD OF ELEC-
TION OF OFFICERS AFTER THE
FRESHMAN YEAR.

"Article 9, Section 1-The presi-
dent shall appoint an election com-
inittee composed of three members
of the class before the end of the
second week of the school year.

"Article 9, Section 2-Nominations
shall be open at the end of the sec-
ond week and shall close at the end
of the thild week of the school year.

'"Article 9, Section %--The annual
election shall be held on the Friday
of the fourth week of the school
year. The polls shall be open in the
Union from 8 A. AM. to 4.30 P. M. The
results of the elections shall be an-
nounced at a general mass meeting
to be held that night.

"Article 9, Section 4-The method
of election for the three upper class-
es shall be as follows: There will
be a table for each class with a
representative of the Institute Com-
imittee in charge. He will have a list

of all the members of the class whose
election he is conducting. The voter
signs his name to the class roll and
if his dues are paid in full he is
given' a ballot with the number
stamped in the corner. The number
is entered on
his name and
ballot and fill
he chooses.

ber, thus removing any identification
marks and deposits it in the ballot
box. If the voter spoils his first bal-
lot he may return it to the election
officer and receive a new ballot, the
new number being recorded as be-
fore. At the close of the elections
the number of votes must agree with
the number of men marked voted.

"Article 9, Section 5-Electioneer
ing by candidates at the polls is pro
hibited.

"Article 9, Section 6-Where two
men are to be chosen, the two can-
didates receiving the largest number
of votes shall be declared elected.

"Article 9, Section 7-In case of a
tie vote, the names of the candidates
concerned shall be submitted to the
class for election.

"Article 9, Section 8-Ballots shall
be retained one month, subject to a
recount, and shall then be destroyed.

"Article 9, Section 9-A demand
for a recount must be signed by at
least thirty members of the class.

"Article 9, Section 10-The name
of no man whose dues are unpaid
shall appear on the class ballot."
