Coach Hume opened the meeting
with a brief survey of the work of
previcus seasons and explained the
desire of the management to give a
play as different in characfer as pos-
sible from the stereotyped musical
comedy. Something along the line
of the “1915 Follies” was suggesied;
something in which ne important piot
or story is necessary, but which, at
the same time, would be decidedly
different from a vaudeville show.

The productions of recent years
have had the tendency of shreading
ot minor ideas over two or three
acts, but it was thought advisable
that nothing of that kind be done
this year, substituting instead short
sketches to produce the desired con-
ceptions in the minds of the audi-
ence,

Coach Hume also stated very em-
phatically that in making suggestions
the gtudents ghould bear in mind that
the idea might be all right, but pre-
genting it might be an entirely un-
practical maitter.
