Miniature Nave Of St. John's
In Pierce—Finest In

There is on exhibition in 40 Plerce
a model from the offices of Cram
& Ferguson, showing one-half the
“million dollar” nave of the Cathe-
dral of St, John the Divine, now un-
der construction in New York City.
1t is the most perfect and complete
model of a building ever made and
is constructed entirely of solid card-
bhoard., Al piers and walls are made
of many layers of cardhoard cut to
profile and compressed to a solid
masg, All earving is made of papier
mache. The windows are made of
several layers of celluloid, the color
and lining being on separate layers
in order that the richmness of stained
glass may be approximated.

So complete is the model that all
the interior stairways and passages,

M. E. SOCIETY TRIP
TO CHESTNUT HILL

City Pumping Station To Be
Visited This Week
Saturday,

The M. E. Society has arraiged
for a trip through the Chestnui Hill
Pumping Station, the most important
of the stations which supply Boston
and the surrounding towns with wa-
ter. After reaching the Chestnut Hill
Reservoir by gravity, the big pumping
engines force the water info the city’s
maing or into other reservoirs., DBos-
ton has in fact two water syslems-—
a high and low pressure, The high
pressure is primarily for fire protec-
tiot while the other is used for do-
mestic purposes. In addition a num-
ber of siandpipes are supplied which
agsure water being on hand in case
of an accident to the puniping sta-
tion.

Housed in Buailding No, 2 are four
{riple expansion pumping engines.
Three of thegse have a capaelty of
35,000,000 gallons each every 24
hours, while the fourth has a ca-
pacity of 45,000,000 gaillons. Some
idea of the size of these engines may
be had from the fact that the low
pressure cylinder of the “Jumhbeo” ig
80 inches in diameier and the siroke
is 90 inches. The tops of the cylin-
ders are about 35 feet ahove the floor
level,
