MR. ANDERSON TALKS
AT T. C. A. MEETING

Prominent Lawyer Discusses
Question Of Old Age Pen-

sions For Workers.

The T. C. A. talk Thursday was
given by Mr. Anderson, a prominent
Boston lawyer, before a large number
of students. He spoke upon the old
age pension for industrial workers
and its effects upon society.

Mr. Anderson said that upon this
question depends the future of in-
dustries and the corporations of the
state. If a non-contributary pension
law is passed, within twenty-two or
twenty-four years all the industries
of the state will have to be con-
fiscated to finance the law.

There are at present 170,000 people
over 65 years old who are eligible to
the benefits of the law. The cost
of maintaining this law to the state
would be 50,00'0,000 dollars. This is
triple what it costs to run the state
now. The result would be a large
increase in the tax rate. The private
pensions of industries are not a suc-
cess because many of the employees
are not helped at all. Dissatisfac-

Bouck White, Labor Aglitator,
To Talk In Union Today.
