Dr. W R. Whitney ’go Gives
Talkk On Industrial Efficiency
—Two Trips Announced.

The - Chemical Society’s first meet-
ing of the year was held in the Union
last Friday evening in conjunction
with the Boylston Chemical Club of
Harvard. The speaker of the eve-
ning was Dr. W. R. Whitney, Tech-
nology ’90; former professor of The-
oretical Chemisiry at the Institute
and for some time co-worker with
Dr. Noyes in the early years of the
regearch  laboratory of Physical
Chemistry here. He iz founder and
director of the research laboratory
at.the General Rleéctric Company’s
plant at Schenectady. Dr. Whitney
is ex-president of the American
Chemical Society and alse of the
American Electro-chemieal Society,
and is now a member of the recently
established Naval Advisory Board,
representing the American Chemical
Society.

Dr. Whitney quoted the words of
the prophet of old: “And your young
men shall see visions and your old
nmien ghall dream dreams,” He said:
“One could preach a sermon on that
text and talk chemistry all the time.
No matter what the prophet had in
mind, he had a keen eye, 0ld men
dream dreams and young men do sgee
vigions, It’s a good scheme. My ex-
perience teaches me that knowledge,

LECTURES ARCHITECTS

Mr. Hugh Cairns Illustrates His
Address By Actual Work
Upon Clay.

The second -of the seven scheduled
smokers of the Architectural Society
was held last Friday evening in the
studio, After a few opening re-
marks, President Brophy introduced
the speaker of the evening, the
gcuiptor, Mr. Hugh Cairns. Some of
the werk of Mr, Cairns in Boston is
the statuary on Trinity Church, the
State House, the Mt. Vernon Church,
the New England Conservatory of
Music and the Fine Art Musewmn.

The talk was illusirated hy actual
modeling,. Mr. Cairns first explained

the modeling board and t.he first
principles of his art. He worked
various designs, explaining as he

modeled that, unlike the woodcarver,
who cuts out his shadows, the sculp-
tor must build his high-lights to cast
their shadows. He saild that while
his work was rough, it would give
the student an idea of what could
easily be accomplished by correctly
placing the simple highlights, This
he illustrated by modelilg severhl
designs.

The audience highly appreciated
the clever anecdotes with which Mr.
Cairns, who is a close friend of
Harry Lauder, interspersed his talk.
He invited ithe Society to his studio
where he could demonstrate the
making of casts to better advantage.

The Finance Cominiitee was orgai-
ized for the purpose of preventing
any of the student activities from
incurring debts at the end of the
school year through the mismanage-
ment of incompetent treasurers. The
reading of a statement of the finan-
‘cial condition of an activity is not
the important feature of these meet-
ings; following the reading of the
statement there is a general discus-
sion of ways and means for betiering
the finances of that orga'nization, and
it is this function which absolutely
requires ihe atiendance of a repre-
sentative of the activity, preferably
the treasurer. The levying of a fine
is perhaps the least effective means
of getting resulis from officers who
are either unwilling or incompetent
to discharge their duties, but we sin-
cerely hope that it will not be found
necessaly to take more drastic meas-
ures to vecall the offenders to a
sense of the respongibilities which
have been entrusted io them.

labeled, is much easier to acquire than
the power of having visions. I do
not mean to confine my criticism of
our inability to ‘visionize’ to chemists
nor to men of any one school, but to
us as a race. It is true, though, that
if we could see our defects in this
respect we in a school, making a
business of training ourselves, ought
to be bhest fitted to correct this de-
fect.

“It is against fear, hesitancy, too
cold logic that I want to warn you,
because, as men with. the best train-
ing available in this country, you are
still likely to be least reckless with
your visions.

“There is one more point to which
I also want to briefly, but pointedly,
refer. Tt relates to our national pre-
paredness for defence. You are liv-
ing in practically the only country
not now involved in the most costiy
war in materials that this world has
ever seen. You are part owners of
an uninsured dwelling, with defective
wiring in the garret, a wooden ash
barrel alongside the furnace and a
leaky gas main in the celiar, No
sane American wants war—at least,
war in America. Let us be so pre-
pared that we may at will thoroughly
defend ourselves, or may, after heing
prepared for adequate defence, give
the keys of our cilies and govern-
ment to some armed applicant in or-
der fo insure the peace we want if
we wish to, In pursuing the prepara-
tion for defence, we would be holding
in our hands the question of choice,
which is lost to us if we are negli-
gent. There are prominent people
who want peace at any price. This
is the incomprehensible fact. I hope
most Americans are going to prove
much less supine.”

Wilson rose fo announce that the
next meeting would be the ‘“War
Meeting” which was postponed from
October 29 on account of the invita-
tion received from the Engineers’

second with 69 and Technology third
with 98 points, The scores of the
other entries were: Brown 101, M. A.
. 125, Worcester Polytechnic 130,
williams 153, and. Bates 154. Captain
Brown ran a heady race throughout
and had little diffieulty in winning
the run. His time was 28m, 48 1-5s.

Maine wag the favorite before the
run, although Dartmouth and Tech-
nology were admiftedly dangerous
contenders. The Thiversily team
was the same which won last year's
meet with the exception of Wunder-
lich, who, however, finished zeventh
in this year’s run.

Although a stiff breeze was blow-
ing, the day was ideal for a race and
there were hundreds of spectators
along the course and at the finish.

At the start, €. T. Guething of
Technology took the lead and held
it for nearly a mile, Brown started
slowly and did not come near ihe
front until the end of the first mile.
After two miies had been covered,
Lane of Baies wag leading, followed
by Richards of M. A, C. Sherburne
of Dartmouth, Bell of Maine, Brown
of M. I. T., Wunderlich of Maine, and
Tucker of Dartmouth in order. " The
entire squad was well bunched at
this stage and there were few f{rail-
ers. Brown was taking it easy and
¢vidently saving himeelf for the fin-
ish.

In the third mile the field began to
string out, Lane was still leading, with
Bell and Brown close 'behind, Bell
took a spurt at the golf links and
wen{ into the Iead bhut was soon
afterwards passed by Brown. At this
time Tucker of Dartmouth was run-

ning fourth while Aiken, the M. A. C.
star had pushed into fifth place. The
next five men were Richards of M.
A. O, Wanderlich of Maine, Sher-
burne of Dartmouth and Dempsey
and Preti of Maine. ‘whe rest of the
line was well strung out.

Brown trailed Bell for the first fur-
lohg of the last mile and then start-
ed hig fight for the Iead. There was
a neck and neek contest for about a
hundred yards but Brown was too
gtrong for his opponent and grad-
ually opened up a lead which he
maintained to the end. Bell who had
run himself ouf was passed by Aiken
about six hundred yards from the
finish and was forced tc be content
wifh third place. - Tucker and Lane
took fourth and fifth with about
twenty yards Detween them., Wun-
derlich, Dempsey and Preti, all of
Maine were the next {o score and 1t
looked like a sure thing for the Pine
Tree boys, but Dartmouth gave them
a scare by finishing all her scorers
before ithe fifth Maine man hove in
sight., Hysom of Maine, however, fin-
ished thirty-second, which gave his
team enough of a margin.
