To The Editor of The TFech:

Referring to your editorial in last
Wednesday’s issue on the Point Sys-
tem, I would state that there is one
peint which I think vou bave over-
looked, both at this time, and in your
editorials of previous years.

1 have followed the Point System
since its inception, and bhelieve thor-
oughly in it, not only because of what
I have seen since its institution, but
because of previous difficulties and
their consequences. The idea was
in the beginning to prevent some men
“hogging” offices, and, incidentally,
to draw a larger numwer of under-
graduates into the various activilies.

| Way back, some men would be will-

ing to take every office in sight, and,
as originally proposed, the Point Sys-
tem would prevent this and give an

opportunity for men who were really |

and truly interested in some activity
to get recognition. The idea was that
it would amplify and increase the in-
terest of the undergraduates in activ-
ities, forcing more men to give gome
attention to something beside the old
drudgery of study.

Track men or Show men or ‘““The
Tech” men have opportunity to work
in one or two minor activitiés on the
gide, but no man should attempt to
be asgsociated at once with Track,
Technique, Show, etc., simply because
he has not got the moral courage to
stand up and say “No” to two or
three of them. Therefore the Point
System foreces the student to this,
namely, that he selects the activity
most attractive to him and incidental-
iy gives some other capable man a
chance to serve the student hody in
the line in which the latter will ac-
complish resuits as good if not heft-
ter, In other words, SPECIALIZA-
TION is ithe keynote of our work at
the Institute, no matter to which
branch of engineering it is applied.
Why should it not be applied equally
to activities? This, in my opinion, ig
the foundation stone of the Point Sys-
tem.
