TECH LABORATORIES
AT STATE SERVICE

Samples Of Material For New
Dry Dock In Boston Har-

bor To Be Tested.

An agreement has recently been
made between President Mablaurin
and Mr. Edward F. McSweeney, the
Chairman of the Board of Port 31i-
rectors, whereby Technology willtest
samples of the materials to be used
in the construction of the new dry
dock in its laboratories. Such a task
will require the examination of about
thirty thousand individual specimens,
but only a slight increase in ap-
paratus will enable the Institute
to cope with the situation readily.
In his correspondence with Mr. Mc-
Sweeney, President Maclaurin ex-
plained the policy of the Institute
when he wrote, in speaking of the
tests to be made, "We undertake this
without any idea of commercial prof-
it, charging for the use of our equip-
ment merely enough to cover the
actual cost of operation."
