ucational centres, and coming in con-
tact with all types and classes of
people, While at Pekin, he was in-
vited to confer with President Yuan
Suih-kai of the Chinese Republic. In
regard to the relation of China to
America, the latter said, “America’s
friendship can best be shown in prac-
tical ways. She has withdrawn from
almost every avenue of financial help
to China. She can best aid us by
the development of cohcessions in
mines, railroads, and commerce, Ev-
ery dollar of American capital in-
vested in China at this time is a help
te both countries, for America’s in-
terests are commercial, financial, and
friendly. She seeks no extension of
territory and has no selfish motives
for expleiting her own political de-
signg. China’s great need is for cap-
ital and America can best show her
friendship by investing in sane and
safe commercial enterprises in Chi-
na.”

Mr. Eddy made close observations
on the engineering needs of China,
besgides the moral and religious needs.
In his addresses to other American
universities he has brought out this
fact. When seen Saturday he said,
“After four thousand years of contlin-
wous history, China is still here and
here to stay. The Republic persists
and grows. It now has a written
Constitution which marks a long siep
in advance for China. Despite the
absence of any foreign loan and the
constant prophecy of China’s bhank-
ruptey, the Central Government is re-
ceiving money from the provinces
and slowly getting on its feet,

“The moral reform movement is
growing. Opium has been almost
completely abolished. The sentiment
against graft is increasing and social
reform is gaining ground both in the
press and among the people, Al-
though China is crippled financially
by the revolution and by the Euro-
pean war, she has g definice policy
for advance in the future.”
