restraint to be thrown to the winds.
Lack of self-restraint and thought-
lessness were unquestionably at the
bottom of the whole affair, but neither
of these things is an excuse in the
eyes of the world. No one has any
patience with the man who didn't
mean to; he is known as a weakling.

Perhaps one of the best ways of
nlaking sure that a mistake will be
repeated is to argue that the first
mistake was not so bad after all.
This seems to be the attitude that to-
day's communicant has taken-and.
with decidedly ill grace, as he admit-
tedly missed that which brought the
"wails of outraged manhood" to a
head. It also seems that there might
be other ways of instilling "pep"
than by dragging in reminiscences
,of the unpleasant tasks of the San-
itary Engineer." The only way to
profit by experience is to face square-
ly what has happened, attempting to
excuse nothing.
