memoration was entirely fitting in

every respect.

The principal speaker of the eve-
ning, Mr, James P. Munroe ’82, secre-
tary of the corporation, and a2 mem-
her of the alumni council, was intro-
auced by T. D. Brophy '18, with a few
appropriate remarks. Brophy spoke
on behalf of the Interfraternity Coun-
¢il, under whose auspices the smoker
was given.

Mr, Munroe stated
dent Rogers was for many years
the heart and soul of Technol-
ogy. He had the advantages of being
of Scotch-Irish descent, and of being
educated by his father, who was a
professor; all three of his brothers
were world-famous., William Rogers
was many years ahead of his time,
and consequently had to fight for ev-
ervthing he brought abeut. In 1846
in co-operation with his brothers, he
laid oul the plans of the Institute on
practically the same bagis as  they
are at present, ‘He was marvied in
1848, and came to Boston in 1849, In
1859 he began his work at the Insti-
tute, and for the nexl ten years, he
practically lived at the State house in
order to obtain the legislation which
he sought.

in 1861 William Rogers succeeded
in getling a charter, contingent upon
the raising of $100,000 within two
vears. During the ensuing two years
he devoted all his time in an effort
{o raise this amount, and finally, ir}
1865, Technology was opened with 1h
students, Without funds il hand, the
Rogers building was completed at a

thal Presi-

cosl. of $300,000, and the following-

vear the Instilute was moved into it.
“Rogers huilding has been since that
{ime the heart and soul of Tech-
nology.”

President Rogers remained presi-
dent until 1871, when he was forced
to give up the position on accouut of
sickness, In 1878, although still a
very sick man, he felt he ocught to
resume the presidency, and after his
return the Institute found a new
leage of life. On May 30, 1882, at the
graduation exercises, Presiden(, Wal-
ker introduced ex-President Rogers in
most eloquent language. Dr. Rogers
feeMy rose and began to speak,

swayed and fell dead, still carrying
on the work of Technology, A few
days later he was buried from Hunt-
ington Hall.

Mr, Munrog said in closing: “Re-
member that he founded and made
strong, made the absolute part of
the ‘Technology Spirit,! made up of
loyalfy to one another, made up of
devoiion to public service, Always
have before you the glow of being
of serviee to your fellow-men, that
is the Spirit of ‘Pechnology.”

The evening's entertainment was
further augmenied by some very
Measing selections by the Glee Club,
the “Bedouin Scong” and “Keniucky
Babe.”
