HELD FRIDAY EVENING

Mr., C. A. Coolidge Addresses
The Society On “Univer-
sity Architecture.”

An interesting and universally en-
joved tallk was given by Mr. Charles
A, Coolidge to the members of thé
Architectural Society at their second
regutar smoler held last Friday eve-
ning. The:subject was “University
Architecture.”- . o

Mr. Coolidge was a special student
in Architecture at the Institute in
1882, After leaving, he continued his
studies abroad. He said that-his Eu-
ropean travels had taught him one
fundamental principle and that was
the matter of seale. Proportion .is
secondary to scale, Failure to realize
this ig inherent.in most students, in-
ciuding those who come from Tech-
nology and the Beaux Arts.

Mr. Coolidge told about the design-
ing of the Leland Stanford huildings,
which was one of his first commis-
sions. In this connection he told
some interesting anecdotes which il-
lustrated the practical side of archi-
tecture. He touched wupon other
public buildings, thus not adhering
closely to.his subject, but as he,
himself, said, speaking on those top-
ics which he thought would moast in-
terest the men. In closing, Mr. Cool-
idge said that the aim of every
architect should be to give his best
to the people,- and not always think
of the remunerative side of the
work, .

Spencer Hutchinson, 92, whose sub-
ject was “Mine Examinations.” He
said the engineer sent out to exam-
ine a mine sheould first make an ex-
fremely careful survey in order that
in locating the Dboundaries he may
include just that portion which con-
iaing the valuable ore and exclude
the part in which the ores that are
of little value are found.

Mr. George A. Packard, '90, in
speaking on “The Revision of the
United States Mineral Land Laws,”
stated that the existing laws are
very inadequate. The fact that the
laws which are now in force in the
United States have been tried and
discarded by many countiries in Eu-
rope and elsewhere and that twenty-
six millions of dollars have needless-
1y been spent.in court in the en-
deavor to decide mining controver-
sies ought to prove conclusively
that a complete and radical revis-
ion is necessary.
