gested. Democracy and student gov-
ernment are institutions of such long
standing at Technology that ihe un-
dergraduates seem to have had com-
plete conflidence that the Institute
Committee would suggest nothing
else than student regulation. Expres-
sions of opinions from outsiders are
always welcome in Institute Commit-
tee meetings, however, and there will
still be an opportunity Tuesday after-
noon for any further contributions of
ideas.

Sixty Inspect Construction Of
New Structures Nearing
Completion,

About sixty men took advantage of
the opportunify offered by the- Civil
Engineering Soeciety's trip last Thurs-
day afternoon to inspect the new In-
stitute buildings, The party was con-
ducted on its tour by the Superinten-
dent of Construction, Thomas A. Carr,
of the Stone and Webster Company.
Attention was directed mainly to the
details of the reinforced concrete con-
siruction, and to an examination of
the new power-plant. The great
dome, rising from the very center of
the group, held considerable interest,
It is 120 feet in diameter, and 127
feet in height. Those few who ven-
tured upon its exierior by somewhat
precarious means were rewarded with
an extensive view of the surrounding
landseape and of the general plan of
the buildings.

The h)'d;':mlic labeoratories arve
equipped with every device for con-
venience and accuracy, and are con-
sidered superior to any in existence.
The power plant is most complete in
its layout. It was designed by Pro-
fessor Miller, and under the numer-
ous restrictions of space, is a model
of its kind. The power house is con-
nected with the main building by a
tunnel 475 feet long and 7 feet square.
Through this tunnel run steam pipes
pravided with three expansion bends.
Steam will be supplied by four Bah-
cock-Witcox units of 500 boiler horse-
power, which will be automatically
stoked by Riley stokers. Coal will
be fed from above by a ecrane ar-
rangement. In the adjeining genera-
tor room will be stationed the motors
and -generators for supplying power
and light to the whole Institute. Here

3. A Dormitory Council, composed
of the elected officers of each “seec-
tion” and the Advisory Cominittee,
which would formulate the general
rules and observances for govern-
ment of the dormitories, and to whom
appeal could be made in cases of dis-
cipline not satisfactorily adjusted by
the officers of any section.

My observations of dormitory life
lead me to bhelieve that some such
demaocratic system is the only one that
would be successful, and I think that
Technology men have econclusively
demonstraied their ability to govern
themselves,

NAVAL ARCHITECTURAL
SOCIETY DINNER

Address By Man Who Crossed
Gcean In Twenty-Five
Foot Yawl,

Last Friday evening the Naval Ar-
chitectural Society gave a dinner, at
which Mr. T, R. Goodwin, of Provi-
dence, R. 1., lold about his and two
other men’s experiences in crossing
the Ailantic Ocean in a ilwenty-five
foof sail boat. In 1911 the Italian
Government offered a cup and a prize
of $1000 for every sail boat which
crossed the Atlantic OQcean in a race.
No one venturea to brave the sea in
so small a boat and for so long a dis-
tance and In consequence the Ilalian
Government wrole a latter full of
scathing remarks about American
sportsmanship to the edilor of the
‘Rudder,” Mr. Day, who immedialely
set to work to interest Mr. T. R.
Gooawin and a Mr, Thurber. These
men decided to use the yaw] “Sea-
bird,” a seaworthy boat which had
been built for Mr. Day about ten
vears before. ‘fhe vawl, which is
twenly-five feel long and has a nine
foot beam, was thoroughly over-
hauled and equipped with a three
horsepower Knox molor, Lkerosene
was used as fuel so as {o lessen the
danger of fire. A thirty gallon kero-
sene tank was placed in the boltom
of the hoat; a five gallon tank of
gasolene was carrvied to start the en-
gine by warming up the carburetor.
The compass wnich they ook was
anly tied down with rope to the top
of the cabin.

The party siarted from Providence,
R. I, on June 10, 1911. For two days
all- went well, but when the GCultf
Silream was reached, they encoun-
tered thunder storms every day. Mr,
Goodwin said that during one storm

mentarily dipping the masts in water
bt her heavy keel soon righted her.
The sails had been furled and al-
though the carburetor was above the
gasolene tank for the moment the
engine kept on running. The wind
blew so violenuy that the tops of the
waves were blown off and for sey-
eral feet above the level of the ses,
a stinging mass of air and water was
carried along with terrific speed, The
thrust of the propeller was enough to
