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MECHANICAL'S TRIP TO
WATERTOWN ARSENAL
Plant Visited By Students Last
Monday — Sixteen-Inch
Gun Inspected.

Ahout fifty men availed themselves
of the opportunity to see some of
the machines and methods used in
making Uncle Sam’s guns and am-
munition last Monday afterncon on
the Mechanical Engineering Society
trip to the Watertown Arsenal. 'The

party en its arrival was divided inio’

three squads, each of which was con-
ducled through the plant by a guide
who explained the various machines,

The gigantic 16-inch gun, which
was made at the Watervliet Arsenal,
and whichk is the largest of its kind
in the world, iz awaliting the com-
pletion of its‘hase. When this has been
finished it will be taken to Panama
to be placed at the entrance of thu
Canal, This gun has a maximum
range of iwenty-one miles and throws
a4 projectile weighing 2400 pounds
with a muzzle velocity of 2250 feel
per second. The length is about
fifty feet and the gun weighs over
thirty long tons. The cost of every
discharge will be $1000.

The Emery Testing Machine prov-
ed of much interest to the men, This
machine can exert a pressure of 800,-
000 pounds by applying a steam pres-
sure of 100 pounds. It will erush a
large har of iron at red-heat with
ease, The Foundry and Forging
Plants were visited and the men had
an opportunily to see some ot the
