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The opinion of today’s communicant
on the question of the eligibility of
college graduates for Institute athle-
tics is worth the most careful consid-
eration which the Advisory Council
on Alhleties can give it. It is doubly
ialunble as the opinion of a man from
anolher college and {horoughly versed
in colleges athletics throughout the
past. His is the viewpoint of one of
Technology’s strongest rivals as well
as of eastern eolleges in general.

COMMUNICATIONS

To the Editor of the Tech:
On Tuesday evening there will be
a meeting of the Advisory Council on
. Athletics at which will probably oe-
“cur a discussion of a rule now exist-

ing which is both unfair and unneces-

sary. I refer to the regulation of the
restricting competition of students en-
tering from another college until they
have been in the Institule for one
year.

The reason for such a rule in other
colleges is mainly to prevent men in

one institution from being attracted
to, another institution for purely athle-
tie reasons by putling this resiriction
of one year of compulsory idleness in
. athletics. There is also the fact that
the other coliege, losing thig athlete
must be appeased in some way, and
this restriction sofiens the sting of
the loss.

But can any athlete seriously con-
sider coming to Technology for athle-
tics? Iu such places as Harvard, Yale,
Princeton, Dartmouth, ete, where

_athletics are practically part of the
‘,col'lege training, through the large
support given them and the emphasis
laid vwpon them among the students,
stich a rule is very negcessary—as
necessary as the rule existing there
preventing freshmen from competing.

At Technology athleiics cannot be
considered other than a form of ex-
ercise as mecessary as study itself.
Quoting President Maclaurin in the
Special Field Day Issue of The Tech:

“Unhappily in some eolleges athle-
ties have become an absorbing busi-
ness rather than a health-giving ex-
ercise. There is no danger of such
abuse at Technology, pervaded as it is
bv the professional spirit of work.
The danger here is rather that men
may -neglect ihe healthful means of

gseli-improvement that comes from
taking part in athletics.™
Athletics is a form of exercise. As

a large proporiion of the two upper
classes, in fact one-third of the en-
tire Institute is composed of men from
other colleges this rule affects this
proportion of the Institute once every
two vears at least—assuming that
they all come here for two years,
which many do not.

From the standpoint of these men
this rule is unfair, because none of
them have entered the Institute with
any other intention than that of work.
That this is the attitude of the whole
student body is evident from the fact
that it is like pulling teeth to get all
the candidates for a team out every
day. Our soccer team had to disband
hecause of lack of support, It meant
that not enough men considered it suf-
ficient exercigse, or sufficienily inter-
esting, to give up their time to it

Technology should assume this
stand: “We consgider athletics merely
4 form of exercise, and we desire to
have no rules which shall restirict
any of our students from engaging in
them, Competition makes the drud-
gery of training more interesting, and
we desire that all of our students
shall compete, In case any agree-
ment with any of our opponents for-
bids the use of a man who has en-
tered from another college until he
has been here one wear, that agree-
ment shall be kept, and in that case
he shall not be allowed to compele”

1t may be that the Advisory Coun-
cil will consider it too radical a step
to take this stand immediately, be-
cause of the objections of other col-
leges. These colleges may eclaim—
even though here we see the absurdi-
ty of such a claim—that Technology
has offered inducements to this or that
athlete. If, however, that man he a
graduate of that instilution he would
not be able to compete there under
any eircumstances, and this plea is
not very effective,. We could start by
allowing the graduates of other col-
leges to compete o our teams in

Eimer Wanamaker, at present a third
year student who graduated from Har-
vard last spring, desired to play on
the Tech hockey team bui the mana-
ger was warned by the Advisory
Counci! that he was ineligible under
the rules, Darimouth has given the
manager a written reguest that he be
allowed to play, in order that the
competition might be made more in-
teresting by Technology playing her
besi men, Dr. Rockwell, chairman of
ithe Advisory Couneil, gave such per-
mission under the inducement of this
written reguest. This would seem to
show the utter fuiility of the objec-
tionable rule:

ner,” the regimeni made a military
exit through the wide entrance doors
at the end of the hail.

Retiring Pregident Henry J. Horu
of the Alumni Associalion then in-
troduced Governor Mcall, who was
approprialely cheered, He said, in
guhstance, that Technology men, pre-
pared as they were, in one of the
greatest schools of applied aud tech-
nica Iscience in the world, had a
wonderful future ahead of them, es-
pecially in the gervice of the State.
in solving public questions., He said
that it was eminenfly fitting that
men with our training should inquire
and study into tne nation’s regources
with the view of preparing us for any
greal. emergency we may in the f{u-
ture have {o meet, for “preparedness
for war means preparednesz for
peace, if done in the right way.”

The Governor, who is an ex-officio
memher of the Corporation, then
spoke in reference to our connection
wml the state, “One trouble with in-
stitutions receiving  financial  aid
from the state, such as Michigan, for
instance, ja the faet that the alumni,
however numeroys and strong they
were, are prone to leave lhe burden
of responsibility upon the legislature.
‘The Commeonwealth of Massachusetts,
however, is realizing more and more
that your prestige is benefiting Mas-
gachugetts more than any SHnaneial
aid that we have ever given you, as
an institution of Jearning, and for
this reason the Institute must not
expect any more aid than it is gel-
ting at the present time.”

Pregident Horn then inireduced
President Maclaurin, whose speech is
given in part as follows:

“I hope that you were all duly inn
pressed with the appearance of the
freshmen in the military digplay that
occupied your attention earlior in the
evening, This display is not {0 Ix
ageribed to any recent telli about
‘preparedness.’ It represenis some-
thing that is as old@ as Technology
itself, something that has Deen ac-
tive within the Institute for the tifly
years of its existence, although never
so active as today when it is being
carried on under ithe inspiring di-
rection of Major Cole. The sample
company which you saw is one of
the eight companies of our regiment
—a regiment which, excepl for iis
officers, is composed entirely of fresh-
men. I hope that his Ixcellency, the
chicet military officer of the State, rec-
oinizes the potenlial value of such
a hody of men,—men who are readv
tor leadership in any field, civil or
wmilitary, ready for it by natural apti-
tude and by training. There has
heen much speculation as to why
Congress ingisted on ithe inelusion of
military factics in the eurricula of
the schools for which it (hen pro-
vided, It was doe, of course, in part'
to the iragic experiences of {he
times, o ihe terribde objoct lesson
that the counlry had then before it
of the consequences of going to war
without adequate preparation.

“The sun of good fortune seems
congtantly to shine upon us in these
laitor davs as is evidenced amongst
other things by the fact thai we

There has been
mneh talk of building during the past
few yvears, but I hope you all ree-
oj;ni?,e in large buildings and bet-
t@r equipment only means fo a great
educational end. When we started
oit ‘a few years ago our building
program included the purchase of a
site,” the erection of educational
buildings and their adequate equip-

men{ with inachinery apd the like,|

the Huilding of a mbdderh power house
with?all its appurtenances, some pro-
vigion for dormitories,” a restaurant,
a gymnasinm and a social center, the
last ‘two having been spoken of for
many years as the Walker Memorial.
The program was an ambitious one,
involving for its successful comple-
tion the expenditure of many mill-
ions, far more than almost anybody
who has not looked into the mat-
ter carefully can appreciate, In the
last few years we have been extreme-
ly fortunate in the financial support;
that we have obtained, so much so
that many of our friends, including
many of our alumani, have formed the
very orroneous opinion that we don't
need any more help. Now, I want
you to clearly understand that this

mijllions needed to complete the pro-
grdm as outlined we have secured so
much that only half a miilion is now
needed to finish the whole plan. The
critics, of whom there are always a
sufficient supply in this community,
have told me oceasionally that, hav-
ing received so much, we ought not
to need any more if we had been
really economical, Now, nothing is
easier or cheaper than criticism of
this type. Anyone can get up and
gay lhat a thing that may have cost
ten millions could have been carried
through for. nine, but unless he has
had an opportunity of examining mat-
ters carefully with all the facts be-
fore him, his ecriticism is not worth
a ‘presidential tut tut’ On the other
hand the greatest benefactors of
Technology, including the man whose
generosity to Technology .is meas-
ured in millions, have watched the
proceedings from the glart with great
care and have expressed themselves
as thoroughly satisfied. As a practi-
cal evidence of their approbation
they have made large additions to
their original contributions, and 1
may add that when 1 am tempted
to be disturbed by the criticisms of
the five and ten cent men, I find
some consolation in the actual aec-
complishment of the million-dollar
men.

I
know that there has been some crit-
icism becanse the Wialker Memorial
hag not .yet been begun. 1 need not
assure you that T am as anxious -as
anyone @lse to see it not only begun
but finished, and am ready to make
as -liberal an appropriation as possi-
ble-from any funds that may be
available for such a purpose, pro-
vided always that this does not
matter of

“Now we are looking forward wilh
eagerness to the great Reunion in
June and it will be most disappoint-
ing to me and to you if the Walker
Memorial is not well under way be-
fore that, and it will be under way
if you take the financial problem in
hand and deal with it vigorously as
Technology alumni are always ex-
peeted to do.

men everywhere to see that we have
such a Memorial and have it soon.”

The next speaker was Samuel In-
gull, Pregident of the Commonwealth
Edison Co. of Chicago, who empha-
sized the {growing importande .and
uses of electricity in the United
States, saying that in a few years to
come, owing to the enormous ad-
vances made by the use of high-pow-
ered turbines, the probability was that
most of the railroads would be com-
pletely electrified.

The Dbanguet was
completed with an address by Charles
A, Stone, ‘88, the newly elected Pres-
ident of the Alunmi Association, who
gpoke as follows:

“I appreciate more than I can ex-
press the honor which your associa-
tion has conferred upon me in elect-
ing me your president for the en-
suing year, and shall endeavor to
carry out the trust which vou have
imposed to the best of my ability.
