Mr. Hobart Gives Exhaustive Ad-
dress On Electrical Methods

The frst meeting of the Eleetri-
cal Engineering Society for tiis term
was held vesterday evening in 26
Lowe]l Mr. H. M. Hobart, consulting
lngineer of the General Electric
company, addressed the society on
the subject of “Efficiency.”

3r. Hobart first made it c¢lear that
mechanical or electrical efficiency is
by ne means the only consideration
aftecting the desirability of.different
machines or systems. Such things
as initial cosl, cost of upkeep, cost
of renewsal, and other factors of ex-
pense, all enter inlo the computa-
ijons. There are, he pointed out,
two syslems of efficiency, mechani-
cal or electrical efficiency in the
production and transterence of pow-
and the cost efliciency.

er,

The efficiency of the steam loco-
motive, from fuel to drawbar, is
about 3 percent. The efficiency of

an electrically operated railway, from
fuel to drawbar, is about 6.5 percent.
II' these figures were to stand alone
us the criterion, we should have to
consider the electrie system twice as
desirable as the steam locomotive
gystem. There are, however, the
considerations of cost, or cost effi-
ciency. The cost of delivering one
horsepower to the drawbar is prac-
{ically the same in each case, unless
coal is very expensive, or unless wa-
{er power is available.

Mr, Hobart also touched upon the
efficiency of dynantos aud motors,
and upon the part played by cost
efficiency in the development of Qif-
ferent. types.
