Novel Method Of Gonstruction_

Used At Bryn Athyn

Professor Ralph Adams Cram in a
talk given at the C. E. Society smoker
last Friday night described a church
which is being built- by the Sweden
Bjorgen society, which is located at
Bryn Athyn near Philadelphia. Pro-
fessor Cram, is the architect of the
building, the construction of which is
very interesting because of the meth-
od employed.

The structure is to be made en-
tirely of stone and wood. No brick
or tile will be used as the religious
heliefs of the society prohibit the use
of ihese materials, The land and
money for construction is furnished
by a wealthy member of the scciety,
who is director general of the la-
borers. All wecod and stone carving
is being done by members of the so-
ciety, who likewise do the actual
construction, The stone is guarried
on the spot, and iz transferred from
the guarry to the building by hand
as no machinery i8 heing used in the
quarry.

Eight years will be allowed for the
compleiion of the work, which is
done entirely on the contract job. The
cost will be $150,000. March 3 is the
date set for the next meeting of the
C. . Society. The speaker for this
meeting will be Mr. Desmond Fitz-
gerald, Vice-Fresident of the Amer-
ican Society of Civil Engineers.

The Rusiness Manager should have
business talent and experience and a
fairty broad acquaintance with .busi-
ness methods and firms. He should
also be -well gupplied “with executive
ability and tact.

The Treasurer' should be a good
bookkeeper with the qualities of the
business mMAanager.

The Art Editor should possess ex-

ecutive ability, goed artistic taste, and
onginahty. the’ %uccese‘r of the book
depends & great deal upon the energy
and ability of the Art Tditor.
. The Grind Tditor must be a man
who' is naturally funay-—the funnier
the better, not, however, -prone 1o
‘pough stuff.”” He must also be a
good, solid hard worker as it will de-
volve upon him to write most of the
Grinds, The art work and the Grind
section will be the: two features. of
the book which will have to satisfy
the greatest number of readers,

erably an athlete, or at least a man
