ARCHITECT'S SMOKER

Mr. Maginnis Spoke On ‘‘Modern
Phases Of Architecture'’

President Brophy opened the meet-
ing of the Architectural Society, held
Jast evening in 11 Hngineering D,
with a few Introductery remarks
about the speaker of the evening, Mr.
Charles D, Maginnis, of the firm of
Maginnis & Walsh. This firm de-
signed the new Notre Dame Academy
in the ¥Venwayvy and other well known
bhuildings about DBoston.

Mr. Maginnis spoke on “"Some Mod-
ern Phases of Architecture.” “'The
architect,” he said, ‘receives Ilittle
public sympalhy; the people care lit-
tle about his work. They appreciate
it to some extent, but never are fully
interested in it. People tend to ad-
mire size and massiveness, rather
than trne art.”

He then spoke in a general way
about architecture, referring to it as
a game< of blocks and conventional
art. It meanl more in past times.
Today it does not stir the emotions
as do music and the other arts. In
past times one could say, “Show me
the architecture of a country and I
can teli you iis history.”” That was
becauce it was an actual part of the
national life. But today we have
dozens of different styles and ihe
problenmi that the modern architect
is privileged to confront is that of
bringing a unity out of this seeming
chaos.
