Easily Take Meet From Orimson

Of 3221

The Technology swimming team de~
feated Harvard last night in the tank
of the Cambridge Y. M. C. A. by the
score of 32-21. Technolegy was rep-
resented by a very sirong team and
had no trouble in taking first honors,
Four out of a possible six firsts were
won by the M. I. T. swimmers, wlho
also took the relay race,

In the 40-yd. swimm Captain Foster
and Untersee of Technology, placed
first and second respectively, Went-
worth of Harvard coming in last. The
220-yd. swim went to Harvard when
Wentworth crossed the finish ahead
of Root and Boland of Technology.
Captain Foster annexed another first
when he defeated Wentworth in the
100-¥d. swim. Tintersee again placed,
taking third. Blanchard, the New
England champion diver, easily won
this event for Harvard, while Wales
of Technology took first in the plunge.

Captain Foster was the individual
point winner by virtue of two firsts
in the 40 and 100 yd. swims. The
relay team which swam for Tech-
nology was composed of Fosler, Un-
tersee, Root and Say.

ENGINEERING ASSHETS

Professor Sedgwick Speaks On
Broad Topic

At 1.30 o'clock yesierday Professor
Sedgwick, head of Course VII, spoke
in the Wnion to a large gathering.
His topic was, “The Engineer's Most
HEsgential Qualilies.” Health, he said,
is very mnecessary to a professional
man, yet many men, among them
Parwin, did great things without its
aid. 'Truth, on the other hand, is
what no man can neglect withont in-
curring business failure and socgial
ostracism. Falsification and deceit,
such as palming off another’s work as
one’s own, are often palliated in
classical college courses; but never
in a scientific institution, where ab-
solute truth reigns of necessity., Sei-
ence iz but the concrete image of
truth, therefore the scientific student
must first of all learn the fear of
falsehood, which Huxley said was the
only terror that he recognized. Iur
close relation to truth, and only sec-
ond in imporiance to the engineer, is
accuracy. Consequently the techni-
cal man should despise inaccuracy as
he would falsehood.

Finally, the asset which most helps
a man in the indispensable human

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Professor Sedgwick’s address in the
Union yesterday noon served to in-
troduce him to many of the new stu-
dents as well as to aequaint many of
the old students with anolher aspect
of one of the ablesi, broadest, and
most respected men whom Technoiogy
is fortunate enough to have on its
Faculty. If more of the professors
here would utilize one of the many
channels which the T. C. A. offers for
the expression of the nobler and
more inspiring sides of their charac-
ters than are ordinarily exhibited in
filling the blackboard with integral
signs and chemical eguations, if is
safe to say that the Institule and all
connected with il wouid be much
better off. For the tendency here is
to produce narrow mihded men rather
than the ideal men that Professor
Sedgwick himself has described as
“knowing everything of something
and something of everything.”

Every Institute activity should have
in the list of its officers one respon-
gible press agent, This individual
ought to be a man who is thoroughly
alive to the requirements of his y.osi-
tion. He should not be-like so many
others in responsible positions who
have for the most come to look upon
their appointment to an office simply
as a reward for their popularity and
a means of wresting further creden-
tials to be published in Techmuque
with other “name plate daia.” The
publicity manager must be one who
will arrange the poster schemes on
the general bulleting and, what is
more imporiani, meet the efforts of
the news reporters of the publications
half way in their attempts to give to
the siudent body correct, concise sum-
maries of faels. To this end it is
suggested that all activities probe this
matter al the earliest meeting and if
no publicity board exists create one
without delay. And The Tech in par-
ticular would welcome conferences
between the News Department and
such agenis to receive correcied tele-
phone numbers and addresses in or-
der to bring about a closer touch be-
tween news gatherers and news dig-
pensers.

Blane of frictionless material on the
way to a class, or of feartessly march-
ing beneath rows of Damoclean
swords, but somehow or other weare
glad to resume the even tenor of our
ways without any loss of life or {imb
having as vet been reported.

“An excellent illustration of what
might have been is found in the mass
of ice which on Thuraday morning
fell direcily upon the rear entrance
to Engineering A. It could not have
been aimed more accurately, while in
bulk it was sufficient to have extin-
guished a bronze statue.
