EUROPEAN WAR FORECAST
FIFTEEN YEARS AGO

Mr. Dickinson A Close Student Of
Western Civilization
And Politics

At the Convocation, which Presi-
dent Maclaurin has called ftor 1.30
today, Mr. Goldsworthy Lowes Dick-
inson, an Ehnglish man of letters, and
a student of western civilization and
politics, will gspeak on “International
Reconstruction after the War,” Mr.
Dickinson has followed the conditions
which led to the present Furopean
conflict for npwards of twenty years.
In his “Lelters of a Chinese Offi-
cial,” which purported to be written
by a Chinaman, and completely de-
ceived the public for many years, he
makes some very startling estate-
ments, The DLook was prompted by
the invasion of China by the western
nations,

He compareg Christianity to Con-
fueianism as the twoe actually work
out in every day life, very much, it
must be admitted, to the disadvantage
of Christianity., He says, “Never was
a man (Christ) better eguipped to
inspire a religious sect; mnever one
wotse to found or direct a common-
wealth. Yet this man it is whose
naive maxims of self-abnegation have
been accepted as gospel by the na-

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NAVAL ARCHITECTS
HEAR TRAVEL TALK

Mr. ¢. W. Furlong Tells Society
Of Travels In South
America

Following the Naval Architecture
dinner held at the Union last Tuesday
night, Mr, Charles W. Furlong gave
an illustrated talk. His subject as
announced was “By Land and Sea
around North Africa and Cape Horn,”
put in order, as he said, to give him-
self latitude, this was changed to
“Ships that I Have Met.”

At the outset he briefly outlined the
situation in ‘the southeastern corner
of Eunrope and of northern Africa,
deseribing the various trade routes
and laying bare some of the causes
of the present war. Chiefly, however.
he demonsirated the part played by
the Moors in this region and debt
which civilization owes te them, He
accompanied his words with some
colored maps and pictures taken by
himself,

He then turned to South America
and described a trip which he had
taken in that country. His trip led
him up the Orinoco River for many
miles. He showed photographs of
the river banks and of the luxuriant
tropical growth. For several hundred
miles up the river was as much as
four or five miles mide. During the
irip up the river he met only one
other steamer, yet with that his
hoat collided but suffered practically
no damage. ASs the river grew nar-
rower and shallower he transferred
to a stern wheel steamer and finally
|0 native canoes. The river grew in-
creasingly narrow and diflicult of pas-
<ape the farther the parly went.
Dense tropical growih made the river
nearly impassable as well as very
dangerons. He traveled with nalives
and, slopping as he did al many eof
the native villages, he found gond op-
portunity for observing them. When
he stopped at a village the warriors
would come down to meet him whiie
the women and <hildren fled. Never-
theless e experienced no trouble with
the natives but on the contrary found
them to be honest and not disposed
lo do him any harm. In fact, he more
than once slept in the same hammock
with one of them. 'These people, as
he said, seemed as far as he knew to
he the only race which on bheing
transferred from olte place to another

Yet these wrecks
serve a purpose, for ail the rocks are
charted by their aid. His ship,
however, passed safely (hrough and
he had many pictures of the scenery,
including; some of glaciers  reaching
down to the water's edge.

On ancther trip he c¢rossed the
continent of South America. Start-
ing from the Atlantic coast, he pro-
ceeded inland to Lake Argentine,
Here he was entertained most hos-
pitably by a man who cailed himself
“Cattle,” This man told him that
one should never ask a person in i{his
region, *“What is your name?’ but
“What do ycu call yvourself?” An in-
cident showing still further the un-
settled condition of the country oc-
curred one night while they were
listening to some Carusc records on
a victrola. Suddenly “Cattie” got up
and barred the doors and windows,
explaining that there was a gang of
bandits in the distance. But neo at-
tack was made. "When Mr. IFurlong
started to go, he discovered that his
horses had wandered off. After they
had searched in vain for them,
“Cattle” very generously offered six
of his best horses.
