CONVOCATION FILLS
HUNTINGTON HALL

Mr. Dickinzon Speaks At Friday’s
Studeut Meeting—Topic Of
Timely Interest

At the student convocation called
last Friday by President Maclaurin, a
large audience was addressed by Mr.
Dickinson, the speaker of the occa-
gion. As Mr. Dickinson has been &
constant student of western civiliza-
tion and politics for some years past,
he was particularly well qualified to
speak on the subject of “International
Reconstruction After the War” and
the position that the TUnited States
would be in to help out.

The speaker said in part: “Those
forces of the war are going on to an
end which I cannot profess {o proph-
esy. It should be possible to prevent
these forces in the future from get-
ting loose, for after once loose, it is
the hardest thing to stop them. A
policy has been suggested to adopt an
‘agsociation called the ‘League To En-
force Peace,’ This plan depends on a
freaty, the purpose of which is that
the nations of the world make a cer-
tain treaty agreement after the war,
one which could not be broken as
those in the past, Under this treaty
all disputes would be referred to an
international tribunal council. Such
disputes must not be ended by war
before one year has past. If any
nation breaks such agreements and
goes to war then that nation is an
outlaw. Other nations will join their
forces and put a united force against
the rebellious nation.

“The mere probability of the pow-
ers following this treaty would pre-

The tardiness of so many,
however, was an annoying fealure,
Late comers shuffled in continually,
ihe last man arriving at one and a
half minuies before two. Such
thoughtlessness was a discourtesy to
President Maclaurin, te Mr, Dickin-
son and to the professors and stu-
dents already assembled.

A very illuminating and profitable
hour with The Lounger last Friday
proved an enormous eye-opener to
The Tech as to the extent of the un-
explored phases of life at the Insti-
tute which apparently have been
waiting for the advent of a genius
like The Lounger to disclose them.
The Lounger appeared upon first ac-
quaintance to be of a retiring nature,
but this has no doubt been cultivated,
consciously or uncongciously, accord-
ing to the law of contraries which ce-
casionally enters so conspicuously
into human affairs.
