AS ENGINEER OFFICERS

Graduates And Fourth Year Men
Eligible As Second
Lieutenants

Graduates and Senior students in
the Institute are now eligible for ap-
poiniment to the grade of second
lisutenant in the Engineer Corps of
the United States Army. The apnoint-
ments are made on the basis of an ex-
amination which is nominally competi-
tive, but only in case the number of
qualifying candidates exceeds that of
vacant appointments. Tlis has not
recently been the case.

Previous to taking this examina-
tion, the law requires the applicant to
take a civil service examination,
which ig open to all fourth year men,
as well as to graduates, This exam-
inaticn will be held April 12-13, 1916.
Some outside preparaticn for this test
will be needed by men not in Course
I who wish to compete. The examin-
ation for second lieutenant will be
held this year August 21-25, and
those who have qualified on the pre-
viogs one will be elighle io take it.
On " appointment, the applicant be-
comes a probational second lieuten-
ant, subject to examination after one
vear's duty as an officer, principally
upon the year's work.

COMMUNICATION

To the Editor of the Tech:

At the last meeting of the Institute
Commitiee the Honor Systenm oi con-
ducting examinations was discussed,
It was suggested that an expression
of opinion be obtained from the stu-
.dent body. To date no communica~
tions have appeared, but it is to be
hoped that the whole matter will be
thoroughly thrashed out before long.

The Heonor System of conducting ex-
aminations is by no means & Dnew
idea. Originating years ago in the
University of Virginia, it has since
spread to schools in all parts of the
country. Thus we find it used in
Princeton, Williams, Colgate, etc.

There are different kinds of honor
systems, or shall we say, there are
different ways of applying the Honor
System? It was my privilege 1o
spend four yearg in a college where
the Honor System was used. The
student entered an examination room,
took a paper and selected a seat. He
was free to move about as he chose
until the piescribed hour of closing
At Lthat time, he signed a slip stating
that he had neither given nor receiv-
ed assistance. I can recall only one
instance where any man violated his
pledge. The sgtudent honor council
made a quiet investigation and then
requested him to leave. He left.

The main idea of the Honor System
is 10 place in the hands of the student
body the contrel of conduct in exami-
nations. The question which now con-
fronts ug is not “Is the Honor Sys-
tem successful?”’ (this has already
been answered) but “Do we want the
Honor System at Tech?” Are Tech
men capable of managing the Honor
System?’ Now at once the question
arises “What good would the System
do here? Why isn’t the present meth-
od satisfaetory?’ In replying to this
it is difficult to give only material
reasons, It iz as though someone
should want to know the reasons for
trying to improve the morals of a com-
munity or for pursuing any work
along the lines of human betterment.
The really good things of life are
nol to be measured in dollars ang
cents. Hven n Tech man must comne
to realize that his future happiness is
dependent largely on influence out-
side his immediate line of work.
Hence it must be made very clear
that one of the main recommendations
in favor of the Honor System is the
taet that it will place in the hands of
the student body a rvesponsibility in
the proper shouldering of which there
will be =2 genuine satisfaction and
real moral benefit.

it is imperative that the committee
appointed to investigate the Honor
System should obtain an expression of
sentiment from the student body.
This important guestion must not be
left for the Institute Commiltee to
settle unaided.

Never in the history of the Institute
has there been a more propitious op-
portunity for the introduction of the
Honor System, Her magnificent new
huildings and equipment; her excep-
tional faculty; her renowned body of
alumni-—all lthese are holding Tech
mrominently in the public eye as the
greatest engineering school in ithe
country. But what shall we say of
her student body? Ask the average

thing as Tech spirit. Ask him what
he thinks of the Tonor System. 1t
is very likely that he will answer
that he hasn’'t thought about either
and that he isn't interested. Just
to prove this assertion I'm going to
venture that, without personal solici-
tation, The Tech will be unable to
obtain half a dozen communications
pertaining to the Honor System, a
matter that should be of interest to
every Tech man.

However—and this is what we
should consider thoughtfully,—the
fact that thersa has been a lack of a
Tech spirit in the past is no excuse
for the future., We must have more
aniling influences; more occasions of
