Rev. Floyd Carr Tells Of Another
Way To Improve The Work-
ing Man’s Condition

Yesterday mnoon, Rev. Floyd Carr,
pastor of the Roslindale Baptist
church, spoke at the Union on “Fra-
ternalism versus Socialism.”
Carr stated that the fundamental
difference ‘between these two move-
ments was their interpretations of
life.  Fraternalists and Socialists
alike: recognize -lhe - ever ' widening
chasm between the employer and the
employee, especially in the case of
large corpGrations where help, as he
believed, .was treated like so much
stock, '

However, the movements differ, as
the speaker showed,.in their treat-
ment of the evil. The Socialists ad-
vocate government controli of the
factories, railroads, mines, and oth-
er jmportant industries of the coun-
try. They hbelieve social conditions
can be regulated by legislation. In
brief, their dJoctrine is, ‘““What's
yours is mine.” Under such condi-
tions, he claimed, the average man
would lose ambition and, although
legislatures could feed and clothe a
man, they could not put heart or
ambition in him.

As opposed to this, stands the doc-
trine of Fraternalism, “What's mine
is yours,” the aim of these advo-
cates being to effect gradually a so-
cial change by natural chapnels. In
illustration of these principles, the
speaker commented on the activity
of Henry Ford, who “could not be:
bappy, unless he did something to
help others,” toward the betterment
of his employees. An alteration in
the spirit of men is what is hoped
for. In these times of short working
days, many who do not knhow how
to employ iheir time to advantage,
fall into bad habits because they do
not have the right spirit. The church
is just awakenipg to the apprecia-
tion of its opportunities for service
in the advancement of the doctrine
of Fraternalism. The Socialist party,
said Mr. Carr in conclusion, demands
voleanie action to effect this revolu-
tion, but this change must be grad-
ual and accordingly more lasting.
“Give us time.” ’
