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Much food for thought surely was
carried away by those who, at last
Friday’s BElectrical smoker, heard Mr.
S. Farley Osgood describe the prog-
gress of the engineer after gradua-
tion. Mr. Osgood’s contention, that
the college man creates for himself
a false atmosphere in regarding bhis
degree as an uliimate goal, is the
mature decision of an eminently suec-
cessful erginecer, of a man advanced
in his profession, who frankly says
that not until three years had elapsed
since his own graduation did he real-
ize what a complete fajlure as a
technical man he had proven. The
fostering of a reasonable self-confi-
dence iz noi foreign to the purpose
of technical training; but if that con-
fidence is so framed that the stu-
dent will consider his days of study
over with graduation from coilege,
it is well to call a halt and congider
how 1o avoid the spread of such
dangerous fallacies. The young engi-
neer’s first job—shoveling coal off
i i ransfer to
just when he
troubles are all

the office, followed,
fondly believes his
over, by relegation again to weary
and apparently useless tasks: these
Lypical episodes embodied in Mr. Os-
good’s vivid outline must have spread
a chill of foreboding among those
who expected soon to meel the con-
ditions he had pictured, and who had
nursed other dreams. More than 4
ray of hope was, however, 1o De
gleaned from the spealer’s convine-
ing stalement that industry and faith-
fulness in the technical novitiate do
not pass unnoticed by his employ-
ers;: lhat the worker always is under
ithe digeriminating scruatiny of men
who are personally interesiec @2 ad
vancing him, and who will do so if
only he, by evincing what the speak-
er lermed “human intelligence,” will
give the opportunity. .
This confidential talk, 'given by a
man who woll knows the ins and ouis
of engineering, had the effect of dis-
pelling many illusions, but it supplied
in themr stead good, strong ideals of
honesty and perseverance. Now that
we realize, from the testimony of an
eminent auwthority, what a long, hard
pull the first vears after graduation
are going to be, those of us nof grad-
uating this year are forced to con-
sider a gravely important question in
regard Lo our attitude toward the
work of the Institute. In a word,
should one lake life easily while he
may, or (strange {ancy), should he
work harder than ever, so as to be
readyv for the veal grind, when he hag
earnaed his degree? The answer is,
of course, one of lemperament and
Mr. Osgood was wise in not pro-
pounding a zeneral solution.
