Undergraduate Spirit and Enthusiasm Unconfined at Enormous Gathering in The Union
Friday---Detailed Plans for Great Pageant Explained by
Professor Ralph Adams Cram---854 Sign

Technology's largest smoker wae
held Friday evening in preparation
for the work of the updergraduates
in the Institute’s greatest event, the
Reunion, Never hefore bhas the In-
stitute seen such a gathering of stu-
dents, snd never hefore has the en-
jertainment been carried out on s0
extensive a scale. Due partly +to
capable advertising and partly to a
probable awakening of the siudent
hody to the importance of co-opera-
tive spirit in connection with Tech-
nology’s great fesia, the number of
those present counsiderably exceeded
one thousand:; nevertheless, there
was little congestion, and a platform
for the speakers made il possible for
svery one to hear and see without
difficulty.

Promptly al 8.00 the M. 1. T. or-
chestra struck uap a spirited piece
and drew the crowd into the dining
1eom. Class cheers were exchanged,
and the orchestra led several Tech-
nology songs. As chairman of the
Teunion Committee, T. D, Brophy,
16, mounted the rostrum and opened
the evening’s evenls with a short
address explaining ihe specific pur-
pose of the meeting,

CHAIRMAN BROPHY'S ADDRESS

“Gentlemen: We ave gathered here
this evening to discuss ihe plans for
the greatest event that Technology
has cver known., Up to the pres-
ent {ime there have heen mere ru-
ners concerning the plans for the
ereat Reunion, but there has been
ne  definite information given us.
This meeting is called to arouse the
el husiasm of the undergraduates in
order to make this the greatest col-
lese event in the history of America.”

He was followed by W, J. Farthing,
16, President of the Senior (lass,
who said: “This is a night of great
events, It is the largest smolker ever
held in Technology and it goes to
prove that there is a true Technology
spirit if you men have a chance to
show it.  Tonight we will hear of
plans for the great pageant and we
are going to eall for more than a
thousand undergraduates to indicate
their intention to participate. The
Alumni have spent a great deal of
time planning and have put up the
money and if you all realize the spir-
it and loyally that they have, you
would come forth unanimously and
uol one of you would leave bhefore
the dedication is over. Mililons of
doﬂaz's“nave been given for the New
’Pecl}uology, and what is expected of
us, I return, is our youthful enthu-
siasmg,

‘In order to carry out the plans
we st have a strong organization.
T‘qu Reunion commmitiee comprises a
man committee of five members angd
has three subcommitiees of ten mem-
hers each. In June after we are all
through examinations, it will be hard
o stay over, hut it is necessary to
help out across the river, We owe it
lo the Alamni!

busy, the three lower c¢lasses will
not be. For these, there will ve on
Friday a rehearsal on Saturday eve-
ning entertainments, and on Sunday
—sleep! Monday we are to go to
the wharf to meet the bosat carrying
thousands of Alumni., There will be
a parade all over Boston headed by a
huge band, and Monday night there
will be meore entertainments, You
men will never regret signing up,
and I hope to gee every man in June.
You must he there!”

Brophy then tcok tihe platform.
“Gentlemen,” he said, “after the in-
gpiring words of Bill Farthing Ilittle
further should be necessary toarouse
your enthusiasm tn i sufficiently high

pitch 1o compel vou to stay, We
must have ynore than enthusiasn,
however, for a great responsibility

rests with us; and to impress you
with the importance of this we have
ibe greal honor and pleasure of hav-
ing for the first time in the history
of Technology the President at an
undergraduale smoker, 1 take great
pleasure in presenting  President
Richard . Maciaurin.”

Farthing then jumped upon (he
platform and led an enthusiastic
“regular M. I. T.” for the Presideni.

PRESIDENT MACLAURIN'S
ADDRESS

The President bowed in acknow!-
edgment of the greeting and said:
“Need I say, gentlemen, that I great-
ly appreciaie such a welcome, [t
seems to reflect upon me for not
having been hera beflore. I believe
it will be as good for me ag for you.
While I have been President, these
gatherings have not been frequent,

“I have not spent the day in plan-
ning a speech for this occasion, but
in finally deciding the plans for the
Walker Memorial. Its erectiion is to
hegin immediately and il will contain
a hall in which a crowd Ilike this
cculd almost be lost.

“The Reunion iz pre-eminently an
alumni affair, but unfortunaiely I am
not an alumnus of Technology, so
that 1 am not going to speak of the
almnnus®  function in the coming
event, 1 will, therefore, say a word
or two about the dedicalory exercises
which will take place on the last
day of the Reunion, Wednesday, June
14, The exercises are to be held in
the Great Court, weather permitting,
and it will be filled with people from
all over the United States and for-
eign countries,

“The Couri itself iy larger ithan
Copley Square, and such a crowd in
such a setling will Le a memorable
one. To witness this mighly crowd
of enthusiastic men will aloene be
something ithat ought Lo make every
one of you feel that you have Dbeen
lucky in being able to pariake of it.

“All of you who have iraveled are
Tull of regret when you recall that
you did not see gomething that you
might have visited. I am sure you
would all sincerely regret it if you
were not present upon this greal
historic occcasion.

“This affair must be interesiing
and inspiring—not merely local, Tt
will be something that will interest
the entire intellectual world. No
school anywhere in the world, de-
voted Lo applied science, has any-
thing which can adproach the New
Technology buildings. It is an in-
teresting and inspiring ihing because
for the first time in this country’s
history, suchh a school has Dbuildings
suited to ils purpose.

“Iyervone who desires to take an
aclive part will find plenty of oppor-

tunities to do so. We are to sing
and amuse ourselves but we are also
to be there as good Tech men, to
work; not mere routine, but wusetul
and interesting work.

“The Dedicatory Exercises them-
selves will be simple, as befits a se-
rious occasion. ‘There will bhe a few
speeches by men of national reputa-
tion. Various colleges will Dhe rep-
resented; the State Dy the Governor;
the TUnited States by a prominent
Senator. There will also be a splen-
did musical program.

“What will be of greatest interest
te visitors will be the buildings them-
selves. Here, again, you can do your
share by helping the thousands who
will be here, to see the new Tecl-
nology buildings, but I suggest that
hefore you try to describe lhem, you
become acquainted with them your-
selves,

“Any Technology man who, for
any reason, misses the opportunity
to be preseni in June, will regrel it
all his life. Never can there be such
& chanece to show Technology spirit
and prove to the Alumni thal we are
just as loyal as they are. They have
heen  planning and  vworking for
mecnths to make this a success. Now
we must take a1 hand and show thal
we mean bhusiness, 1 want you ail
to »ianh up nnd compel ail the others
to do likewise.” .

In  infroducing Professor Cram,
head of the Architeelural Depart-
ment, Brophy said: “We are partie-
ularly fortunate in having wilh us
ihe man whe is bringing about the
pageant. Nolhing in the way of a
college pageant can approach it, and
Professor Cram, whe is one of Amer-
ica’s foremost architects, is ideally
{he enre man who would be able to do
justice to such an undertaking, Pro-
fesgnr Cram is eelebrated for his
wonder{ul imagination, and in his
concention of the subject he has giv-
en fthat imagination full play.”

Professor Cram, as he mounted the
platforin, was grested wilh another
“regular M. I. T led by Farthing.
and, luving hiz pipe on the ice-wate
table, commenecd as follows:

This is to he a
pageant worthy of Technology, and
thal means that we must make it the
best pageant ever held in New Iing-
land, and I may cven say, providing

the undergraduales do their full
shure, the greatest in Amecerica, If all

of you help, this will be possible,
There are those who are working
nisht and day (o make it a success,
The alumni are pouring out ‘unteld
millions® upon this {thing, bul the
money wiil count for nothing unless

woe are backed up by t1he under-
graduate body as a unit. And lel me

say vrighl 'here that I fully agree
with Presidenl Maclaurin that it will
be a cause for great regret to any
man for him to miss the opportunity
to take part in this affair.

“WWe are going to hegin the exer-

cises with a voyage by water from
Boston to Cambridge. You will please
note the language I used, ‘a vorage
by water,’ not ‘a voyage for water.’
The first thing that will happen will
be that the President and Faculty
(although they may not know it yet),
will assemble in Rogers, from which
they will march down to the embank-
ment—or I believe the proper high-
brow name is the ‘Esplanade’—car-
rying the charter and the great seal
of Technology. There they will em-
bark on a boat suclh as has never be-
fore Deen seen in these waters, XL
will he lilke the Bucintoro, the mag-
nificent barge in which, each year,
the Doges of Venice wedded the wa-
ters of the Adriatic. The original
barge was destroyved during the
French revolution, but fortunately a
model was lefl, and the replica of
this ship is now under contract. It
will be decorated with Cardinal and
Silver, and will be accompanied by a
fiotilla of smaller boatls occupied by

people in costumes representing all
ages of civilization. It is then to
cross the river and discharge ils

In case an ad-
verse vote js turaned in at the mass
meeting, a further campaign will be
abandoned.

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In his remarks at the mass meeting
Friday night President Maclaurin
commented on the unaveoidable feel-
ing of remorse that would come to
every Technology man who delib-
erately neglected to stay over in June
for the dedicatory exerciges. In the
hrief perspective of the last two days
it has become apparent that the
meeting itself is a part, although &
preliminary one, to the general plan
of student participation in June; and
that those unfortungtes who were not
in attendance have missed their
chance to “get in on the ground floor.”

In the full sense of the word the
“Night of Big Hvenis” was a big suc
cess. The committee in charge, head-
ed by its able chairman, T. D. Brophy,
’16, demonstrated a spirit of capability
and capacity for organizing student
support that aroused a wonderfully
high degree of enthusiasm. Asg a di-
rect consequence of the meeting near-
1y nine hundred of the desired twelve
hundred men have signified their desire
to remain, But the lists are not yet
complete; in the five days remaining
in March three hundred and fifty move
nanies will be added to the lists that
will be placed in the archives of the
Institute. We are confident that the
honor of participating in the dedica-
tion will make such an appeal that
the number of signees will far outnum-
ber the number desired and that the
Technology dedication will find Tech-
nelogy students taking part in the
true Technology method and in the
genuine Technology spirit,

It does not seem likely that the In-
stitute Committee will continue to
stand behind its aclion last Thursday
which practically amounts to the ex-
clusion of the Orchestra from the stu
dent governing body. 'The Orchestra
petitioned for membership in the
Commitiee, presenting a statement of
past performances which admittedly
entitled the petition to favorable con.
siderzlion. The motion to admit the
Orchestra was tabled, but the senti
ment was expressed that the Insti
tute Committee was already inefficient
through its large membership and thal
it would be nnwise to take on another
member. The Commiitee also recog
nized the existence of considerable
“dead wood” among its numbers at
that the task might prove too dificult.
presént, but it expressed itself unfav.
orable to an investigation whicl
might lead to the exclusion of this
“dead wood,” for no belter reason than

In shori, the Insiitute Committee
thinks it best to exclude the Orches
tra, not because the Orchesira is un-
worthy ot representation, but because
the Institute Committee feels itself in-
competent to deal with a rather diffi-
cult problem. The criterion of mem-
bership is made nof the efficiency of
the applicant but the ineficiency of
the Institute Commitee. Buch a pol
icy, if pursued, wiil do much to break
down the democratic spirit of which
Technology is so justly proud.
