adoption of such a sysiem was a sim-~
ple transition from the present plan
and that, although every man in the
Institute would be responsible for the
wucecess of the innovation, there would
be no necessity for spies. In jilustra-
tion, he cited the case of the re-
porting of a man seen setting fire to
a buiflding, “Just as an incendiary
threatens the best interests of socie-
iy and is a menace thereto, so the
student who cheats pollutes the fair
name of our university and threatens
to undermine the very foundations
upon which student life is buailt.”

The speaker then enumerated some
of the benefits of the adoption of the
system. The principai reason for
wishing to change from the present
sysiem, he stated, was to put more
responsibility on the students and in
that way help develop the individual
character of ihe Institute, “The im-
mediate and ultimate aims of the
Honor System, which may be consid-
ered of most significance are: 1. It
rests fundamentally upon the initia-
tive of undergraduates, and initiative
always has potential good as a pos-
sibility; 2. It is dependent upon unity
of purpose and community of eftort,
which is another asset, when turned
in the right direction; 3. It tends to
bring about a frank and candid rela-
tion between the students and the ad-
ministrative force of the institution; 4,
It tends toward inecreasing the loyalty
to an institution, by strengthening pub-
lic opinion in regard to the virtue of
honesty; 5. It increases individual re-
sponsibilitiy which —may take a
marked drop during coliege days; 6.
it breeds confidence and self-respect
jn similar situations: as a rule it ap-
peals to the better class of students,
and leads them to look at their own
actions and the actions of others from
the point of view of an adult; 8. It
utilizes the stromger characters to
bolster up the weak ohes.”

At the conclusion of the talk, the
speaker answered guestions after
which a vote was taken on the fol-
lowing guestions: 1, Are you in favor
of installing the Honor System, as
outlined, at Tech? 2. Would you sup-
port the Honor System at Tech to the
extent of reporting a man for cheat-
ing? 'The resulis were as follows:
First question was 175 to170in favor
while on the second it was 171 to 163
against it. The committee congiders
ihis a very favorable report in view
of the limited amount of advertising
which the meeting had and believes
that the light vote cast, in comparison
with the number present, was due to
the miscomprehension of the ques-
tions to be voted upon. The chair-
man stated that at the next meeting
of the Institute Committee a favorable
report will be made and also the sug-
gestion that a full publicity campaign
be made during the next school year
and a complete vote of the students
be taken. If a favorable vote is tak-
en at that time, the faculty will be
requested to install the system.
