Delivers Address on “The World and the War” in
Rogers Friday—Attributes Conflict
t0 German Ambition

PROFESSGR C. M. SPOFFORD
LECTURES ON WATERPOWER

Hydro-electric Power Should
Be Used Ii Possible

Thinks

Professor Spoflofird delivered a lec-
ture recently in the Portland High
School before the University «.of Maine
lixtension Course on “The Waterpow-
ers of New England.” He brougbt out
that the important manufacturing cen-
ters in New HEngland are today de-
pendent on steam for power, EBoston,
New Bedford, Lynn, Worcester and
Springfield are practically without oth-
er forms of developed energy, while
cities like Fall River and those on the
Merrimack with water power at hand
generally neglect it. “One Maine river,
the Kennebee, would, if fully utilized,
develop as much power as is reguired
for- manufacturing in the four largest
manufacturlng cities in New England.
But only one-sixth of the available re-
sources is used. .

There are many large hydro-electric
developments in the west, such as the
system which delivers current at 140,-
000 volts to Battle Creek from Ausable,
Mich.,, a distance of 245 miles. The
New FEngland Power Co,, with plants
cn the Connecticut and Deerfield rivers,
sells power within 30 miles of Boston
at lower fipures than the local com-
panies, and is extending its service to
Providence,

Hydro-eleetric power is not subjeet
‘o depletion. Water is not destroFed
with a single use, leaves no ashes and
gives no smoke. It gives a much hieh-
ey efficiency than coal and is nol sub-
ject to strikes. The power may be
iapped at any place for isclated plants
and farm use and helps in developing
the country. Many important indus-
tries  depend wupon cheap electricity,
such as the fixation of atmospherie
nitrogen, and the manufacture of ear-
borundum.

The speaker also considered the ris-
ing price of coal. In six maonths the
tide-water price of bitnminous ecoal in
Boston has jumped more than 110 per
cent, He fiured that the, State of
Maine had paid this vear mearly four-
teen million dollars over the normal
price for man:facturing coal This ex-
pense conld have been saved hv the use
af water power.

HAS LIVED IN GERMANY

“In the British Empire rather than
the Monroe Doctrine lies the seeurity
of the American nations,” deciared
Frofessor Jolm Osborne Sumncr last
Iriday evening i an address on “The
World and the War,” delivered in
Liogers before over one hundred and
fity members and guests of the Ar-
chitectural Society.

This statemeni was the culmipation
of a series of citations from historieal
faet which were enthusiastically re-
ceived by his andience and which in
the belief of most of those present
proved that should Germany win the
war and destroy the sea power of Emg-
Iand, “international law would become
the will of Germany; changed and al-
tered as it suited her”

The German People and the German
Hog

Professor Sumner lived four years in
Germany as student in the University
of Berlin and remembers this as one of
the most enjoyable periods of his whole
life. He has no antipathy against the
German people as a whole and knew
them as a happy and contented peo-
ple. *Of course,” he said, “I discevered
the great German hog. But there is
the great English hog and the greas
American hog, and they are all pretty
much alike.

Two Tyres of Nations

“So much for the people. When it.

comes to govermient the quesiion is
gifferent, In Germany the government
presses itself v»pem one all the while,
even as one ruas to catch g moving
train. On the other hand, in America,
we scarcely ever hear of the govern-
ment except through reading about it
in the newspapers” Professor Summner
declared that 1here are two types of
civilized states. First, “the type we
know and thoughtlessly believe to be
the only type; ithe kind run Uty the
people and for the people. And second,
the type which does not belong to the
reople but to some special elass, by
whom and for whom it is run” (Ger-
many, he stated, iz left as the sore
representative of the latter class by
ihe recent overthrow of the Romanof
dynasty in Russia. He alse grouped
nations into two ofher divisions, as
Fngland, France and Germany i the
“Compact or consolidated class)” with
China, Austria, Russia and the United
States in the “Tess compact groap.”

Prussian Aim te Fight

“Pyussia 18 the most zolidified state
in Europe and fighting is her ehief

business.” The speaker {raced the
ecourse by which Prussia united the
erman states, ousting Austria, and

how she has now taken Austria back
nnder her tutelage, He declarel that
the *“greatest German vietory was her
vietory over her allies—making Aus-

iria, Turkey. ete., follow her domi-
nance.” .

HE cry irom the Dailv Illini which we guote below is an apt

T expression of the dilemma into which the news editor 1s sure to

fall if he attempts to please all his readers. After all, the prob-

lem of college news editing is about the same everywhere; people and

activities universally prefer news about themselves to any other kind.
We do our best:

“There is scarcely a person connected with the uni-
versity who isn't quite confident that he is a better judge of
news values than any news editor of the Illini-—especially
concerning a story in which he has a personal interest.

“If one were to collect every day ‘all the news that's
fit to print, considering and catering to the desires of all
people, there would be no difficulty in filling a sheet twice
as large as ours. Of all this news or near news some one
must be the judge as to interest or value to the reading
public, This storv must be chosen: that discarded. To some
individual or some class of individuals every item discarded
or ‘boiled down’ iz of greater importance than any other
item used.

“The editor makes his selections of the day’s news to be
printed on the basis of the point of view from which he
looks at the storv. He rejects it on the same basis, Any-
one may disagree with him, but no man can prove that his
judgment is better. The newspaper editor is always seeking
to make the widest appeal possible, and to do this he studies
his reading public, diagnoses its likes and dislikes, and makes
up his paper, giving the public go per cent. of what it wants
and an additional 1o per cent. of what he thinks it ought to
have.

“Some one must be the judge of news values, and that
some one is the news editor. TIf we were to consider only
the wishes and desires of the individuals who have a per-
sonal interest in the stories, every story would be three times
its present length.

“The college daily is constantly under pressure to be-
come a medium for enterprising press agents rather than
a dispenser of news. FEvery activity, everv enterprise, every
event which is of special interest to vour group must be
boosted—if it isn’t the editor doesm’t know how to judge
news values, and you must pour out vour wrath upon him.
We are not claiming infallibilitv for the staff as a whole or
for any member of the staff. We are, however. doing our
best, and what we ask you to remember is that if vour stary
doesn’t get the space vou think it is worth, 600 people out
of every 1,000 either haven’t noticed it, or having noticed
it give it no thought.”—Ttlint.

OTTO H. KAHN NOW
AMERICAN CITIZEN

Member of Corporation Passes Final
Ezamination Before Judge at
Morristown, N. 7J.

Otto I Kahn of the banking firm of
Ruhn, Loeb & Company and a member
of the Institute Corporation, has mnow
become an American citizen, having
passed his final examination last Thurs-
day morning before Judge Salmon of
the Court of Common Pleas at Morris-
town, N. J. Mr. Kabn was born in
Manheim, Germany, After having spent
several years in the banking house of
his father he went to London where he
became afliliated with the branch of
the Deutsche Bank. Five years later,
having then become a British subject,
e eame to the United States where he
has lived for the past twenty-three
years,

‘In explanation of his application for
American citizenship, Mr. Kahn made
the following statement:

“Prior ‘o the war I had determined
to become an American citizen and had
initiated steps with that end in view.
The advent of the war caused me to
postpone the filing of my final appli-
cation papers, as I feared that my ac-
tion or motives in giving up my
British nationality during the war
might be misunderstood.

“In view, however. of recent devel-
opments I believe that there is mno
longer room for any such misunder-
standing. Moreover, I feel that these
developments have made it my duty
now to assume formally the obligations
and duties of citizenship in the coun-
try in which 1 have worked and lived
these many years and expect to live
permanently, in which my children
were born and expeet to live, and to
which I have become deeply attached.”

YWhile in London, Mr. Kahn had a
nmmber of opportunities 1o enter Eng-
lish public life. At one time he was se-
lected as the Conservaive candidate for
Parliament but declined this honor
claiming that he had no time for poli-
ties.

For several years after his arrival in
this eountry he was connected with the
firm of Speyer & Co. He then traveled
for a year and afterwards joined the
firm of Kuhn, Loeb & Co. He became a
member of the Corporation last year.

SUBMARINE BUILDER GIVES
IDEAS ON COAST DEFENCE

bk, H. Ewertz Tells Electrical Engineors
of U-Beat Construction

Last 'Thursday evening a small but
appreciative audience listened to an il-
lustrated lecture on submarines given
by Mr. E. H. Ewertz of the Fore River
"Ship Building Corporation. The talk
was given under the auspices of the
Electrical Engineering Society, and was
preceded by a short business meeting,

My, Ewertz gave a spirited discussion
on the subject of undersea craft which
Was profusely ilusirated “with “Tige Te-
marks concerning the adaptability of
the submersible to fichting eonditions,
and entailed a description of details
which went far to clear up pupular
misconceptions’ regarding the boats.
the speaker was firm in his stan! that
America is decidediy behind the times
in the matter of adequate coast protec-
tion. Upon this phase he said: “We
have advocated the building of subma-
raes for the past fwenty years and
the prevalent idea seems to be that we

may produce such boats at a moment’s
notice. We have everything in this
country, but we have been going along
peacefuliy in the belief that we could
prepare in a shori time. Time, lowever,

is something ne one can buy. We must
lay our plans far in advance. At our
=hipyards we built twenty submarines
! for England some {ime ago. The order
was given in November and we were
allowed iourteen months in which {fo
’live un to the contract. We produced
| ten of the hoats, which were construct-
ed in Montreal, in seven months This
shows what can be done in necessity,
Ordinarily it requires fromr seven to
twelve months to put a submersible to-
cether, while baltle cruisers fake at
least thirty-six months in the building.
That this country is sluggish is shown
by the fact that one of our three year
old boats. the M-1, has been tied up at
the yards waiting for new batteries for
a period of five wonths—and may stay
out of service vet another two mwonths.

“Submarines against submarines are
poor weapons. We do not want the so-
called fleet submarines to carry the un-
der-sen warfare into extermal waters.
What we most require is a small navy
of the so-called coast defense type to
rlace around our entire ecoast. Sach
toats on our shores will mean a police
on the corner watching our homes. Qur
sen coast coull easily be assailed at
present, We uneed submarines, for now
that we have gained & good part of the
foreign {rade o: the world w2 must
liave the power in armament to hold
vur own if our friends from across en-
deavor to hold us up and demand that
we do as they say”

After thus placing himself on record
as to the part the submarine might as-
sume as a means of adequate esast de-
Tense, Mr. Ewertz gave a Dbrief listory
iof the undersea hoat from the earliest
recorded activity of the same up to the
present.s The ~tory entailed the men-
tion of such names as Bushnell, Fulton,
Holland, baker and Lake: the develop-
n.ents being traced through sucvessive
periads from 1642 to 1916. The rauge
of activity of the boats has been amply
demonstrated by the Cerman rmuusters
of the craft. the newer tleet bouts hav-
ing a ermsing radins of over 3000 miles
with a displacement of 1300 tousz {sur-
face), and a surface speed of twenty
Knots Jr. Ewertz has been intimately

since their comparatively recent incep-
tion into practieal usage. He did a
large portion of the construction of
Hiolland’s first boat, which was huilt in
this country in 1893 From this time
on the rise >f the submarine as a
weapon has been remarkably rapid, the
real development taking place jn the
tast twenty wears. Mr. Ewertz dwelt
for a considerabie period of time upon
the methods of control and submcrging,
and also instructed those present as to
a fow of the deflails.

Who Began the War?

As to *who bagan the War?* Profes-
sor Sumner stated that it was rot an-
swered by elaberate investigations into
who first mobilized or “started the ball
rolling.” “The veal question is—whose
ambitions and plans willed the war?”
In answer to this he quoted Maximilian
Harden, editor of the Zugeit, whose
publication has several times been sup-
pressed by the Prussian government
and who in 1914 declared that “Ger-
many wished a world empire,”?

The Continuation of Policy Idea

The Prussian ‘dea of war is that it
is simply a “continuation of ,clicy”
and it is “up to the statesmen to de-
termine when ordinary policy ceases
and the continuation begins.” He
quoted a prominent Prussian as say-
ing, “War must leave to the vanquish-
ed nothing but iheir eyes to weep with,
and modesty on our part would be un-
seemly.”

The “Blood and Iron” Welding

Professor Sumner then traced the rise
of Prussia as a European power begin-
ring with the conquests of Frederiek
the Great in 1740, and the reficzl of
Trederick William IV in 1848 to accept
the crown as Emperor of Germany
from the hands of the people and de-
clared that he wonld take it from no
source exeept the sovereigns of the dif-
Terent states. Next upon the scene
came Bismarck and the welling of
Germany by ‘blood and iren” com-
Menced.  With Austria as an ally in
1864 the first of a series of fhree wars
took place and two duchies were
wrested from the Danes. In 1863 Cer-
many broke with Austria, completely
defeated her in a month, and formed
the North German Confederation. to
offset which Austria allied with Hun-

leary

“Dropping the Pilot”

"The nolicy ot Bismarck gave Prus.
sia the military primacy of BEurope”
when the Fmperor Wilhelm I was
erowned in the Palace of Versailles in
1871, The policy of the present Raiser
talled for a primaey outside of Ea-
rope, and Professor Sumner recalled the
famouns ecartoon of Punch entitled
“Dropping the Pilot,” which appeared
when Bismarek’s resiomation, mueh to
his surprize, was accepted.

Quoting the present Kaiser the new-
!(-1' policy iz ciearly shown to he out-
Jsidp expansion—"Bitter is our need of
a strong fleet,” and again, “Our future
is on the water” CGermany grabbed
{ Hellzoland and the Wiel Canal recontly
{ Enished and now sheltering the Cierman
iﬁeot protecting the northern seaports
of Germany, tesiifies to the wisdom of
the action.

The Western and Eastern Fronts Mese

“Here lics the fundamental gquestion
of the war. The invasions of France,
Belgium and Russin are mere Iuciden-
tuls —dams to lold back her opuwenents
while she stretchez cut and gets her
southeastern expansion.” The speaker
deprecated the value of the recent cap-
ture of Bagdad and claimed that more
than this was needed as in suing for
peace “she might well afford te give up
belgium, northern France, liberate Po-
land—even giv: back Alsace and Lor-
raine, and then ask for Bagdad. And
this would be considered asking for a
small favor, but she would get what
she wished out of the war”

The Position of the United States

In closing he outlined the =absolute
necessity for Ameriea to emsure an al-
lied victory. He said that Whashing-
ton, warning albout “eutansling alli-
ances” 120 vea:s age, was writing for
his own generation when “we were
five or six weehs away from Europe
sud nmot a sail of five, six or seven
days” He fraced the support the Mon-
roe Doetrine hard been given by Hng-
land and how Germany had spoken of
it as “colossal impudence”” how Eng-
land had prevented the otlter European
powers from p2iving aid to the South
m the Civil War, and how she pre-
vented  serious  interferemce  with
Dewey's plans al Manila Bay.

Drrawing lessons from histery, he de-
clared that a sea power when once de-
siroyed can never regain its pasition.
slthough a couatry may “be overrun,
plundered and ravaged, and aveu its
capital destroved. and in a few grn.
erations lLie as powerful as before” For
the Interest of fhis eountrv und the
western hemisphere, and even the world
at large, Profezzsor Suymmner declared
that the naval supremacy of Great
Britain must net be destroyed.
