ARPLANE. FAGTORY

Members Make Trip to Plant of
the Burgess Company at Mar-
blehead — Have Special Car
Both Ways

SEE MACHINES ASSEMBLED

Forty-five members of the Aero Club
1isited the plant of the Burgess Airplane
Company at Marbielhead yesterday. The
Burgess Company is at present engaged
in government work, having a contract
for sixty machines. Two members of
the Faculty, Professor Derr, of the De-~
partment of Physics, and Professor

Wilsen, of the Matliematies Depart-
ment, accompanied the men on the
trip. The party left the Instituie at
143 o'cloek, going directly to the
Xorth Station, where they fook a spe-
cal car to Marblehead. It was about
ten minutes’ walk from the station to
the plant, which is made up of about
twelve buildings.

The factory which the men visited
was the old and not the new one which
iz not yet completed. The party was
divided up into three groups so as to
better facilitate going through the
plant. Mr. Webster, who i1s a noted
aviator and who will be at the training
school at Squantum this Summer, took
charge of one group, while Mr. Tat-
terstield, another well-known aviator,
escorted the second group, and Mr.
Davis, whoe is an inspector in the plant
and who has taken several courses at
the Tnstitute, took charge of the third.

The first bwilding to be visited was
one in which the wings were being put
together and having the linen stretched
over them; the linen used by the Bur-
gess Company is very expensive, béing
Imported from Treland. After the linen
iz stretehed over the {rames it is
“doped” and thenm varnished, after
which the plane is set aside to dry.
The next building to be visited was the
wood turning shop in whkich ten pon.
Toons were in the course of consirue-
tion. On the second floor of this build-
ing the fuselages, or bodies, are made.
Here the fuselage of a huge 70-foot
hydro-airplane was being eonstructed.
On the third foor finished wings and
Propellers of various sizes were stored.
The Burgess Company designs and
makes all of its own propellers.

The party ‘nmext went down to the
wharf where they bhad a large hydro-
airplane out on the waler putting it
through its {inal tests before turning
it over to the Government. Near the
waterfront therz was a hangar in which
was stored several machines, including
2 fully assembled hydro-airplane and
also the flying boeat of John Hays Ham-
mond. This machine is unique in that
1 has a large body with six seats ar-
ranged one behind the other. One of
the large fying boats built for the Brit-
i=h Government and which Lieutenant
Calot spoke of in his lecture to the club
at the last meeting was moored about
194 feet from the wharf, About twenty
of the men rowed out to see it- This
< one of the largest airplanes ever
built, having a span of sixty feet and

Fifty-one Institute Men Are Tak-
ing Advantage of New Course
in Naval Architecture and Ship
Drafting

GREAT DEMAND FOR GRADUATES

Fifty-one students at the Institute
have started ihc intensive course in
Naval Architecture which is to last ten
weeks and will demand of the students
o full ten hour ¢ay of study and work.
The course is ome that has been pre-
pared at short notice by Professor C.
H. Peabody, head of the department of
Naval Architeciure and Marine Engi-
neering, for the purpose of filling an
urgent need that exists for draftsmen
in navy and ship building yards. The
men who suceessfully complete this
course -have positions assured them at
once where their special talents will be
used to the advantage of the nation.

The course is one that fits well with
the others at Technology, and appeals
mostly to civil and mechanical engi-
neers, and architects who have taken
work in construction and similar eop-
tions, and it is from these that the
registration has been made up. The
electrical engineers see their best use
to the nation along the lines of the
signal corps and acecordingly have not
joiped in any large number.

The work of the mew course is being
condueted by Frofessor C. H. Peabody
together with George Owen, Assistant
Professor of Naval Architecture, and

Fvers Burtner, instructor. There will
be two hours a day of lectures, five
hours in the drafting room and
three hours of preparation. FProfessor
Peabody is giving lectures on the fun-
damental propositions of skhip building,
displacement and stability, -the eo-
cfficients of safety, the theory of
launching, and questions pertaining to
power and speed of ships.

The lectures ty the head of the de-

partment arve heing supplemented by

other lectures by Professor Owen, which
are in reality explanations of the prob-
lems in drawing, and together with Mr.
Burtner, the work on the drawing tabie
is being conducted for the major por-
tion of the time. o oy

This constitutes the study of shipg’
lines, the designs of merchant ships for
different purposes, and the determuna-
ijon of sizes and propertes. Special
problems, like launching. are also” be-
ing given, which, although they may
seem to be to the layman merely me-
chanical problems, really require careful
work at the drawing table. The stu-
dents are in addition required to pass
three hours a day in preparation which
consists largely 1n reading. .

an over all length of tweniy feet. As

planned they were to have had a span
of one hundred and thirty-seven feet,
but this was found to be impractical,
g0 they were somewhat reduced in size.
They are equipped with four two hun-

dred and fifty horsepower motors, a

two horsepower motor to start them,

and a forty horsepower mmotor to drive
them while on the water.

The party then went to the building
in which the bodies are assembled. In
this building there was a wireless ma-
chine, that is, one in which no guy
wires are used, the idea being to cut
down wind resistance as much as pos-
sible. From this building the men went
to another im which the pontoons are
finished. Here they saw a large 70-
footer which had only one pontoon. The
wood used in the Burgess machines is
the finest Alaskan spruce.

The machine shop was the next place
to be visitedl. The Burgess Company
mazintain their own repairing depart-
ment where ther overhaul the motors.
The motors used in the Burgess-Dunn
machines are the Curtiss Type OXX-2
and the Sturtevant Number 5. Both are
of the eight cylinder V-type, the former
developing 100 Thorsepower at 1400
R.PM., while the latter puts out 140
at its maximum speed of 2000 R.P.M.

The DBurgess people build several
txpes of machines, the most important
of which are the seaplane, the hydro-
airplane, the ordinary land machine,
and then a special type called the Navy
Seaplane. The hydroplanes and the
land machines are tractors and the
others are of the pusher type, that is,
propellers are behind rather than in
front as in the first type. All of these
machines are of two passenger capacity,
and can earry a load varying from
four hundred to one thousand pounds,
depending on the size of the machine.
