HONOR HEAD OF RED
A0S RELIEF WORK

Reception Given to Edward
Stewart ‘10, Just Returned
From Sanitation Work in
Europe

PRESIDENT - MACLAURIN ABSENT

A reception was given yesterday in
honor of Mr. Edward Stewart *10, who
has just retwned from ‘doing sanita-
tion work in Hurope as head of the
American Red Cross Relief Committee.
The original commitiee called for from
Washington Red Cross under Dr.Strong
was composed of fifteen men from
Teclinology and Harvard and the Har-
vard-Technology School for Health Of-
ficers. The two men from Harvard were
Schoolmaker and Hazelhurst, and from
Technology-Harvard School for Health
Officers Edward Stewart 710, Dr. Mit-
chell, Dr. Mendelsohn, Dr. Osborn, Dr.
Cornellius. To these were added men
from the Institute, namely, Carl Buck
iformerly of Dartmouth), Albert Buck
13, Charles Fox *14, G. W. Bakeman
*13, Elliott Gage *13, E. H. Magoon 14,
M. H. Harrington *14, R. D. Bates ’14.
Besides these were men from ethev
colleges.

Professor Sedgwick, head of Course
XI, spoke of the work of the Relief
Committee, and after explining the
absence of President Maclaurin of the
Tnslitute, introduced Dr, Rosenall, Di-
rector of the School for Health Officers.
Dr. Rosenall spoke of the work done by
the Relief Committee in the pioneer
work of protecting the European coumn-
tries from poor samitation. Professor
Spofford then addressed the gathering
and welcomed the committee back to
the United States.

Mr, Stewart was next called upen
and his talk consisted in an interesting
account of thé work done in the begin-
ning under Dr. Strong. A great ma-
Jority of the work was done in Serbia
where the sapitary conditions were the
worst. He gave an account of the
methods pursaed in the stamping out
of the epidemic of typhus. To give an
idea of the poor water condition, he
told of one case where a member of the
committee dug a well. The French
upon entering the town put a sign on
it elaiming “This is the only pure wa-
ter in town.” From here, Mr. Stewart
outlined the actual process of stamping
out an epidemic. The soldiers are
bathed, given antitoxin, and sprayed
with kerosene. Tn the meantime a de-
tachment is sent to fumigate the bar-
racks. Several of the men of the com-
mittee who had formerly served in
Panama attended to the mosquitees
srid sprayed the pools around the out-
skirts of the cilies.

Mr, Stewart concluded his address by
slating his appreciation of the recep-
tion and his joy in being back in Amer-
ica. -

In accordance with the advice siven
to Juniors in Course iI to take as
much of their fourth year work this
sununer, to leave as many hours as
posstble open for the military work
whieh it is hoped will be authorized
pext year by the War Department, an-
nouncement was made yesterday Ty
Professor Ailler, head of Course II,
that Professor Hayden t{ogether with
Professor Swift have offered to give
the first term work in “Aachine De-
sign” to as many men in Course II and
also men taking Course XV, Option 2
who have had the necessary prepara-
tion and who are eligible to registra-
tion at the office, as desire to take it
This work will be taken from 8.00
o'clock in the morning until 5.00 o'clok
in the afternoon, with an hour for
lunch, from June 5 to 15. This offer
by Professors Hayden and Swift is con-
ceded to be a very generous one as the
work will take up much of their time
for which they will receive no finanecial
henefit whatever. The work will also
be given to the students without any
charge.

As this work will start immediately
after the final examinations are over
and will be {inished before summer
school has hardly started, it will enable
the men to ntilize some time which
would otherwise be wasted.

AUTHORITATIVE DATA ON SERVICE

HE bulletins now being issuved from day to day by the
Joint Committee, representing the most authentic infor-
mation and the soundest advice available at the Institute,

should receive the first attention of all undergraduates who have
given serious thought to the war emergency. The difference
between information contained in these bulletins and that dis-
tributed gratis in casual conversation is the distinction between
pertinent and trustworthy facts and vague rumor, The signa-
ture of President Maclaurin as chairman of the Joint Commit-
tee, to their utterances, gives them authority justified by the
extreme care with which they are drawn up. For an under-
graduate to neglect the Committee bulletins issued for his bene-
fit, or to take other courses than those outlined there without
special reasons, would be the sheerest follv. A careful perusal
of the Joint Committee Bulletin No. 4, published in our last
issue, is recommended for the list of military and professionl
openings through which the undergraduate can most efficiently
serve the nation.

CLASS DAY

LASS DAY this year will require support from every
C Senior who completes his term at the Institute. Tradition
has made it an essential function of Technology life as
well as that of other colleges, and the disorganization caused by
war should not be extended to the point of dropping Class Day
activities. The program has been curtailed, due to war condi-
tions; but it is the duty of Seniors, insofar as possible, to sub-
scribe, attend and make Class Day the representative and mo-
mentous affair which Technology will always consider it.

THREE WEEKS TO EXAMINATIONS

HERE seems to be a prevalent notion, and a wrong ote,
about the Institute, to the effect that due to the war crisis,
the final exams, only three weeks away, are to be of the

kindergarden variety. Yet no Professor has signfied his intention
of countenancing such an innovation. This is much like the other
notion that all one has to do to pass this year, is to join the
army at once to be provided with special concessions for those
who fail to pass their courses regularly, Despite the present
condition of affairs, it is highly probable that the exams will be
as hard as ever, if not even more difficuit. It is, therefore, the
duty of The Tech to remind its readers, and especially those
guilty of neglect of work, to make their final spurt and effort
for the exams now. The prepared student need not worry or
cram, but it is hoped that the delinquents will take this warning
by starting their reviewing now—immediately—as the time for
making up is waning fast. '
