lmnistration bills providing for a gi-
gantie air feet, with which the United
States will fight the Teuton for the su-
premacy of the air. The proposed
Ineasures provide for the building of
22,625 machines, recommending an ap-
Propriation of 639,000,000,

100 AVIATORS NOW

More Flyers at Institute Than
Any Other College

A fifth of the thousand students who
are training at different colleges in the
United States to be aviators in the
Aviation Section of the Signal Enlisted
Reserve are receiving instruction at the
Institute. With 200 students, the Insti-
iute school leads the other sections of
the flying schools in the matter of en-
rollment. The aviation cadets are dis-
tributed as follows: Technology, 200;
Cornell, 188; University of California,
185; University of Illinois, 162; Ohio
State University, 154; University of
Texas, 133; Georgia School of Tech-
nology, 50; Princeton, 32.

The course in range-lnding was
started last Monday. A large contour
map has been built in the basement of
the hydraulic laboratory. This map is
constructed to such a scale that it has
the same appearance from the baleony
of the hydraulic laboratory as does the
earth to an aviator at an altitude of
5,000 feet. The map is studded with
tiny electric lights, each one controlled

from a central switchboard. The bal-
cony of the laboratory is connected to
the switchboard by a telegraph line.
lights lighted on the map represent
shells bursting, ard the man on the bal-
cony telegraphs the estimated range to
the switchboard, By lighting the light
on the map corresponding to the esti-
mated range the observer is shown just
how close his observation and estimate
was. The system is a duplicate of that
used in the Schools for the Royal Fly-
ing Corps, in Canada.

ANSWERS SCHARFF'S NOTE

Government Will Draft Coun-
try’s Technical Talent For In-
dustrial Service Rather Than
Military Work

That the United States discourages
the enlistment of men engaged in pro-
fessions in the American armies, busi~
nesses or trades vitally necessary to the
carrying on the great war now waging
in the American armies is shown by am
extract of a letter from the War De-
partment reprinted a short while ago
in the fifth builetin of the Washingtomn.
office of the Technology Clubs Asso-
ciated. In the same bulletin the state-
ment is issued that in the drafting of
men imder the conseription act, fulb
recognition will be made of the fitness
of the technically trained man to serve
in an industrial capacity rather than im
the military. Just what stand the gov-
ernment will take on the undergraduate
of draftable age iz not known, but im
the light of the above expressions of
opinion, it is expected that students at
technieal schools will be returned to
their colleges to complete their training.

An extract of the Washington bulle-
tin follows:

We bave submitted to the President

and the Secretary of War the following
recommendation relztive to Volunteer
Enlistments:

“That a definite effort should be
made in filling the Regular Army and
National Guard by volunteer enlist~
ment, to discourage the enlistment, in
other than technical forces, of techni-
cally trained men, skilled industriab
workmen, and students in engineering,.
medical, asd industrial sehools”

The attitude of the War Department
toward this matter is distinetly more
encouraging. On June 12th, the Secre-
tary of War isssued a statement of the
needs of the Regular Army, whichk com~
cluded as follows:

“It is the earnest desire of the War
Department that 70,000 single men, be-
tween the ages of 18 and 40, whe have
no dependents and who are not engaged
in professions, businesses, or trades vi=
tally necessary to the prosecution of
the war, be enlisted in the Regular
Army before the 10th of June, 1917.7

We have urged upon the Secretary
that this statement be given publicity
and called fo the attention of all re-
cruiting officers. We now suggest fur-
ther, that copies of this statement he
posted in plants engaged on work con~
nected with the prosecution of the war,
with the request that employees confer
with their department chiefs before
joining organizations being recruited by
voluntary enlistment.

Conscription

We have submitted to the President
and the Secretary of War, along with
a number of letters and resolutions
bearing on the matter, the following
reconmendations relative to exemption
under the Conseription Law:

“That the District Exemption Boards,
provided by the Conscription Law,
should be composed of citizens of the
very highest type at least some of
whom, in each case, should be qualified
by training and experience {o under-
stand our problems of productions and
to determine wisely the essentially en-
gineering questions wupon which these
Boards will have to pass; and

“Fhat the organization of the Nation
28 ‘a team in which each man shall play
the part for which he is best fitted
rather than individual indispensability,
should be kept before the Exemption
Boards as their guiding principle.”

The Secretary of War has assured us
that these suggestions “are entirely in
harmony with the spirit of the selective
service bill, and meet in every way the
needs of the situation.”

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THE SCIENTIFIC ATTITUDE.

UCCESS has, probably, been more often subjected to analysis
' than almost any other abstract attribute. Recent events, in

their hurried progress, have doubtless caused many to wonder
wherein lies the difference in methods pursued by which, in the one
case, success is achieved, and, in the other, with the same apparent
amouiit of sincere endeavor, the aim sought remains wunac-
complished. ’

Technology men are scientific men, and, as such, approach their
problems in a scientific manner.- Formulas, methods, calculations,
<o not contain or admit of the entrance of the human element ex-
cept as a factor in determining the possibie error in a calculation.
Thus, the scientific man approaches a problem impersonally, neither
seeking to push into prominence personal endeavor, nor aiming for
personal advancement at the sacrifice of the service to be rendered
or the problem to be solved.

Technology was capable of helping the government solve a big
problem. She recognized the fact that the problem was the govern-
ment’s, that the government was the place for the work to originate,
and that under the government it should be carried on; that the duty
of Technology was but to render service, and that whatever credit
<r blame there was to be should come from the government and not
from the Institute.

Technology said to the government, “Here we stand ready to
serve, yours, not ours, is the rnight to say in what manner.” And to-
day Technology stands recognized and active in the government
service. Technology has succeeded where others failed because
Technology is first, last, and always a scientific institution, and it
were as incongruous for her to seek personal profit and self-glorifi-
<ation, or to fail in the work undertaken, as it would be for our old
friend “pi” to so behave in its proper field of activity.

I where to turn for adequate information and advice, there is one

organization upon which the Technology man can depend for
support.  To arrange for him an opportunity to give his maximum
service, to safeguard him from being drawn into the wrong position
where his endeavors might be misdirected and ineffectual, to provide
for his comfort when in active service, the Institute stands ready,
backed by the vast resources of her Alumni Asscciation.

But in order to enjoy this watchful guardianship of his inter-
ests, it is necessary for the Technology man to register with the
committees which are carrying on the work. and to keep them con-
stantly informed of his whereabouts and activities. No half-hearted
response to the call for registration will sufice. The Alumni Mo-
‘bilization Committee and the Joint Committee for National Service
‘have sounded the call—the true Technology man will co-operate
by answering it now!

The steam curtain, which was used so
cffectively at the Reunion, was designed
and installed by Professor Edward
Miller ‘86, and the acousties were
planned by Clifford M. Swan '99, acous-
tical expert for the H. W. Johns-Man-
ville Company of New York, Swan has
used & mew prineiple in the construe-
tion of the stage by making the sound-
ing-boards flat instead of in the wusnal
shall shape. The preparation of the
stage required six months. Tt was built
at a eost of §20,000 and is the largest
stage ever constructed, being 225 feet
long and 65 feet Ligh. The whole is
lighted by 139 searchlights, six of which
are 2,000,000 candlepower each, the rest
being 290,000 apiece. The stage is a
produet of Technolegy in more than one
way, since a small mode! of it was
constructed in the wood-turning labo-
ratory before it was set up.

MARINE ENGINEERS

Unlder the direction of Professor E. F.
Miller, Lead of the Department of Mc-
thanieal Enoineering. who has made
ample preparation to effectively care
fm‘ the needs of as many men as apply
:f the number totals 150, the_Imstitute
will fureish seven members of the Fae
ulty to take charge of the various
‘ourses so as to insure as nearly in-
dividual instruction as possible. Up ta

| the present time, thirty-four men have

applied for admittance to the courses
gwven at Technology.

These courses will be open to all who
have had sufficient sea-going experience
to warrant their acceptance. Applica-
tions for mdmittance must be sent to
the local U. 8. Steamboat Inspector. If
the applicant is accepted, he will be
sen.t to the mnearest techmical college
which has been designated as & train-

ing school for marine engineers, where
he will take a course which will fit him
to hold, one of the positions in the en-
gineering branch of the merchant ma-
rihe.

When his course is completed, he will
be sent to sea for three months’ train-
ing, after which he must present him-
=elf for examination before the Ship-
ping Board at the port from which he
started. Graduates of Course II at
Technology will Le permitted to enter
immediately upon the courses which
vives the sex-going experience without
having to take the preliminary work
~t any of the institutions named; but
the examinations given by the Ship-
ping Beard must be taken.

All ¢f the men who wish to obtain
licenses as marine engineers in the
merchant marine are-required to spend
tle three months at sea for experience.
Pay during this thne will ‘be $i5 a
ronth with beard for the first two
months, with the possibility of an ad-
vancentent in salary if the man shows
himself sufficiently capable to warrant
it.

The vank which the applicant re-
ceives will be dependent upon the grade
which he obtains in the Shipping
Board’s examination, All marine engi-
neers will receive pay which is gov-
erned by the rank which they hold and
the tonnage of the vessel they rum.

The pay of a chief engineer is $225
a month with board, while that of an
asgistant engineer is $190. The assist-
ant engineer of a tug, the smallest
oraft that is used, is $90. In addition
to the fixed salary granted, s bonus
ranging from fifty to one hundred per
cent is added for all men whose work
carries them through the war zone dur-
ing the period of the present conflict.

The proposition has already appealed
to several men becanse the service does
not réquire regular enlistment in the
Navy and employment is independent

of the duration of the war. All posi- l of the others have great trouble in dis-

wtre given every Saturday morning. Teo-

tions are government paid but the men
act in civilian eapacity. Wages at the
present time are attractively high and
the opportunity for advancement is
greater than it will be for many years
to come.

) Conscription

The important event of the week has
been the publication on July 2nd of the
Rules and Regulations prescribed by the
President in accordance with the Act ot
May 18, 1917, for the Government of
the ITocal and District Exzemption
Boards. The Secretary will be pleased
to answer so far as possible any ques-
tions that may be addressed to him re-
garding these Rules and Regulations.

Abstracts of the Rules have appeared
in the daily newspapers, but the sec-
tion (Section: 44) relating to discharge
on account of character of ocecupation
is believed to be so important for Tech-
nology men that it is reprinied in full
in another column,

It will' be noted that it will be neces-
sary to show, as a basis for discharge,
both,

1. That the particular industry in
whieh the person is engaged is “neces-
sary to the maintenance of the Mili-
tary FEstablishment or the effective op-
eration of the Military forces, or the
maintenance of National interest dur-
ing the emercency,” (except in cases
where the President may have desig-
nated certain industries or classes of
industries as necessary for these pur-
poses) ; and

2. That the services of the person
are necessary to the maintenance of thy
industry, and that he cannot be replaced
by another person without direct sub-
stantial material loss, and detriment to
the adequate and effective operation
thereof.

An employer may file a claim for dis-
charge “in respect of any person cert-
fied to a Distriet Board as called for
service not exempted or discharged by
a Loecal Beard”

The time allowed for filing such
claims is not long, (five days after the
mailing by the Local Board of notice
of certification to the District Board),
and employers in “necessary” industries
shonld determine in advance their
“key men of—which ones cannot be re-
placed without direct substantial ma-
terial loss tc the adequate and effec-
tive operation of the enterprise”—so as
to be prepared to enter elaim for their
discharge.

RULES GOVERNING EXEMPTION
BOARDS PUBLISHED THIS WEERK

Employment Must Be of Vital Impor-
tance to Exempt Claimant

Section 55 of the “Rules and Regula-
tions Preseribed by the President for
Local and District Boards” is published
in full as follows:m-

Sec. 44. Procedure of distriet boards
in cases where a district board has ex-
clusive original jurisdiction under the
terms of said act of Congress.—District
boards have exclusive original jurisdie-
tion, in respect of any person whose
name has been certiified to a distriet
board as called by a local board within
its jurisdiction and who has not been
exempted or discharged, to hear and de-
termine all questions or claims for in-
cluding or exeluding or discharging any
such person arising under the following
provision of said act of Congress au-
thorizing the President to exclude or
discharge—

persons engaged in industries,
including agriculture, found to
be necessary to £he maintenance
of the Military Establishment,
or the effective operation of the
military forces, or the mainte-
nance of national interest dur-
ing the emergency.

A claim for discharge under this pro-
vision of said act of Congress may be
filled with a district board by, or in re-
spect of, any persom whose mname has

-been certified to the district board by a

Jocal board within the jurisdiction of
sueh dstrict as one called for service by
such local board and not exempted or
discharged.

Any such claim* for discharge must

*Use Form No, 161 or 161 (a).
be filed with the distriet board on a
form provided by the Provost Marshal
General and supplied by distriet boards
and loeal boards for that purpose on or
before the fifth day after the mailing
by a local board of notice to such per-
son that his name has been certified to
such district board as ealled for serviee
and not exempted or discharged,

The statement on the registration
card of any such person that exemption
or discharge is claimed shall not be
construed or considered as the presen-
tation of a claim for discharge.

Buch & c¢laim may be filed by any such
person on any of the following grounds:

1. That he is actually engaged in a
particular, designated, industrial enter-
prise, or in a particular, designated, ag-
ricultural enterprise necessary to the
malntenance of the Military Establish-
men; that his eontinuance therein is
necessary to the maintenance thereof,
and that he cannot be replaced by an-
other person without direct substantial
material loss and detriment to the ade-
quate and effective operation of the en-
terprise in which he is engaged.

2. That he is actually engaged in a
particular, designated. industrial enter-
prise, or in a particular, designated, ag-
ricultural enterprise necessary to the
effective operation of the military
torces; that his continuance therein is
necessary to the maintenance thereof,
and that he cannot be replaced by an-
other person without direet substantial
material loss and edtriment to the ade-
quate and effective operation of the en-
terprise in which he is engaged.

3. That he is actually engaged in a
particular, designated, inudstrial enter-
prise, or in a partienlar, designated, ag-
ricultural enterprise necessary to the
maintenance of national interest during
the emergency; that his continuance
therein is necessary to the maintenance
thereof, and that he cannot be replaced
by another person without direct sub-
stantial material loss and detriment to
the adequate and effective operation of
the enterprise in which he iz engaged.

The word “necessary” as used in said
act of Congress shall be construed and
held to mean that the discontinuance
of, or serlous interruption in, the par-
ticular, desigmated, agricultural enter-
prise in which the person is engaged
would result in gubstantial material loss

and detriment to the adequate and eif-
fective maintenance of the Milifary Es-
tablishment, or the adequate and effec-
tive aperation of the military forces, or
the maintenance of national interest
during the emergency.

The word “necessary” as used in the
phrase “that his continuance therein is
necessary to the maintenance thereof
in these regulations shall be construed
and held to mean that the withdrawal
of the labor or serviee of such person
would direetly result in substantial ma-
terial loss and detriment to the ade-
quate and effective operation of the
particular, designated, industrial enter-
prise or particular, designated, agrieul-
tural enterprise in which sueh person is
engaged.

Affidavits in support of or in opposi-
tion to any suell claim shall be filed
within five days after the filing of a
claim for diseharge by or in respect of
any such person.

The words of the act “persons en-
gaged in industries, including agrieul-
ture,” shall not be construed and held to
mean that a person engaged in a par-
ticular industrial enterprise or particu-
lar agricultural enterprise is entitled to
be discharged by reason of the fact that
such class of industry, taken as a whole,
or agriculture, teken in its entirety, is
necessary to the maintenance of the
Military Establishment, or the effective
operation of the military forces or the
maintenance of national inferest during
the emergency.

In order to substantiate any such
claim the evidence submitted must es
tablish that the partieular, designated,
industrial enterprise or particular,
designated, agricultural enterprise is
necessary to the maintenance of the
Military Establishment, or the effective
operation of the military forces, or the
maintenance of national interest during
the emergency.

The evidence must also establish, even
if the particnlar industrial enterprise
or particular agriculiural enterprise is
found necessary for one of the above
purposes, that the continuance of such
person therein is necessary to the main-
tenance _thereof, and that -he -can not
be replaced by another persom without
direct substantial material loss and
detriment to the adequate and effective
operation of the particular industrial
enterprise or particular agricuitural en-
terprise in which he is engaged.

In order to assist in securing uni-
formity in decision and practice of dis-
trict boards and to provide for coopern-
tion and coordination between the ne-
cessities of the Military Establishment,
the military forees and national inter-
est, and the industries, including agri-
enltural, found to be necessary to the
maintenance of the Military Establish-
ment or the effective operation of the
military forces or the maintenance of
national interest during the war, the
President may, however, in his discre-
tion. from time to time ascertain and
determine which industries, inchuding
any agricultural industries, or classes
of industries, including agricultural in-
dustries, are necessary for the purposes
specified in said act of Congress, and
may certify to the respective district
boards, with the force and effect of
regulatiens prescribed by the President
in accordance with the terms of said act
of Congress, that a designated indus-
try, including any agricultural indus-
try or a designated class of industrial
or agrieultural enterprigses is or are
necessary for one of the purposes spect-
fied in said act of Congress.

In the event that any industrial en-
terprise or agricultural enterprise is
included among those so certified, the
evidence submitted to the district board
must nevertheless establish the facty
that the continuance therein of the per-
son, by whom or’in respect of whom the
claim is made is necessary to the msain.
tenance thereof, and that he can not be
teplaced by another person without di-
rect substantial material loss and detri-
ment to the adequate and effective op-
eration of the particular industrial en-

| ALUMNI NOTES
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The following report was issued Mon-
day from the central office of the
ATumni Committee on the Mobilization
of Technology’s Resources in Boston.
As the report contains an extraect or all
of the Alumni’s activities, it is published
with a few omissions:

The Report

“As you know, a blank form for reg-
istration of our men was designed and
sent out, from which about 6,000 replies
lave been received. These have heen
classified, and already nearly 1,000
names of what seem to us suitable men
bave been furnished te the various de-
partments at Washington. Our blank
has served as a medel for a number of
other organizations, and Mr. Litehfield
has been called in consultation on this
work by sundry ageicies in Washington
and New York. We bave been informed
by various government officials that the
plan of the Institute in this direction
is better systematized than is that of
any other body.

AMr. Litehfield is spending the greater
part of hiz time im? Washington, co-
operating with many of the departments
in securing not only Institute men, but
others for special jobs there. Unless
one is on the spot it is diffieult fo realize
the number of ways in which a “free
lance” in close touch with Technology’s
resources can be of direct service to the
Federal departments and to the Couneil
ol National Defense,

Plan Senior Resetve

Litchfield is also assisting several of
the departments in the work of registra

tion and eclassification; and, just at pres-
ent, is working out with the Department
of Labor a country-wide plan for a
“Senior Reserve” which shall safeguard
as far as possible the industries from

Establish Paris Center

A large honorary commitiee, with
Mrs. Maclaurin  as  chairman, and a
smaller advisory committee of the wives
of prominent [Institute men around
Boston, are in process of organizaiion
These committees of women are for the
present to use my office as their head-
quarters, and Mrs, Cunning ham’s eom-
mittee, in co-operation with ours, has
already arranged to establish in Pars,
a center for Technology men This will
provide a direct medium of communica-
ton between Institutc men at the front
and their families, and through it will
be worked out & system for keeping in
constant touch with the boys and for
performing for them those many little
services which arve beyond the scopes of
governmental agencies. Van Renssclaer
Lansingh ‘48, who has been doing volun-
teer work in Washington for the Coun-
¢il of National Defense, has been Te-
leased, to take charge of this center
and is sailing for France this week. Ef-
fective steps are being taken to co-
operate as far ag possible with other
colleges contemplating similar centers,
so as to provide, at Paris (and possibly
also in London) an “American Univer-
sity Club” for all college men in service
abroad. )

Co-operate With Nation

We have co-operated also with the
Council of National Defense in mobiliz
ing the vocational schoels of the coun-
try for the important service of: (1)
giving intensive training to minors fo
enable them to take the places of arti-
sans called fo serviee; (2) providing
special training for partly trained me
chanics and technicians, so as to meeb
the need for vast numbers of such men
in the military, naval, aireraft, sup}}!y
and medical services; and (3 giving in
tensive technical training for the inspet
tion service, so that this service may
not draw too heavily upon the already
limited supply of experts in the Army
and in the factories. The President 1
so far convineed of this need as fo have
sent ont a general letter urging the vo-
cational schools to undertake this work,
and plans for carrying out his wishes
are actively under way.
