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FAVOR CHANGES IN TRAINING

Plattsburg Imstructors Would Adopt
Part of British Method

PLATTSBURG, N. Y., Aug. 5—FRec-
ommendations of changes in the fulure
training of reserve officers will be made
to the War Department by Plattsburg
instructors. Many of the officers favor
the adoption of much of the British
method. Imstead of a series of officers’
training camps, training depoia would
be established where men undergoing
instruction might remain until consid-
ered competent: tc-..be. commissioned.
The length of instruction would depend
upon the individual capacity of the
candidate. s

It has been found in the present
camps that a large number of men
would make good officers with more
training. (thers have been found who
could have heen sent info the army
after only a few weeke of {raining. By
creating continuous officers’ training
schools, where students advance accord-
ing to their capacities, it is thought a
larger number of satisfactory officers
would be procured than by the present
method. It would not them be neces-
sary to eliminate men who might make
good officers with longer training.

PLATTSEURE GLOSING

Men Ready to Make Way For
Second Camp Quota

PLATTSBURG, Aug. 9—The breaking
up of the training. camp <for the frst
three months’ four of duty began to-
day. Several of the companies, all the
quartermaster’s department could han-
dle, marched to the storehouse and
turned in extra shoes, extra olive drab
shirts and leggins. This will be con-
tinned tomorrow, and on Saturday
rifles, revolvers, belts and any other
extra articles will be handed over. Some
of the men are buying their extras, fig-
uring that the articles will never be as
cheap again during the duration of the
war, particularly shoes.

Those not engaged in the quartermas-
ters’ work were busy at conferences and
some at signal eorps work.

The method of notifying the 3200 can-
didates on the list for commissions is
progressing slowly. Not more than two
companies have received word that they
are commissioned. The notification is
given the men individually by tfelegram
addressed to their commanding eofficer
and the man in question is then in
formed by his company commander and
is instructed to tell no civilian of his
commission. The work is most unsat-
igfactory, say officers who have seen
the list, telegrams having names mis-
spelled and no addresses being given to
assist in identification.

The candidates now believe that the
command will first learn of the results
of the three months’ training from the
newspapers. There is mueh secreey,
not only regarding the commissions, but
also of the names of the men who are
recommended for a second tour of duty
of three months. Why se much mys-
tery over what the men themselves
claim should be entirely open, as was
the draft, is more than Army officers
can understand.

I. W. Litchfield 98 Serving on Bcard to Enroll
Civilians Expert in Industrial Lines
For War Service

USE ALUNMNI CATALOGUE TO GET ENGINEERS

O supply the many technical positions in which the Govern-
ment needs men to carry on successfully the present Euro-

pean War, the Departmen

t of Commerce and Labor has or-

ganized a bureau to catalogue civilians fitted, by profession or trade,

to fill these jobs.

'This bureatu, known as the United States Public

Service Reserve, has already taken over the results of the Alumni
Committee on Mobilization’s efforts in the samc direction, and in-
tends to absorb all local service societies and centralize them at
Washington. Here is what the Reserve’s bulletin says:

“The United States Public Serviee
Weserve is an offiejal national organi-
zation of adult males who desire to find
their place for effective service to the
country in the war emergency and to
make it easy for the Government to
locate them when it needs help from
ment of their capacities. It has been
crganized and is conducted by the
Unitetd States Department of Labor,
~vhich is the Federal Department to
which such matters belong and te which
all bramches of the Government look
for assistance in finding men. Enroll-
ment in its ranks does not eseuse any-
cne from the obligation to bear arms
when his day for such service arrives.
Tts purpose 15 to enable those who are
not called into the army or nmavy to
wluy- their part in realizing the ideal
of a whole nation organized to war for
the safety of our country and the
preservation of the civilization and the
fature peace of the world. It is a com-
won meeting ground where men of all
degrees of «capacity and attainment
may utnite in devoting themselves to
the service of our country and man-
kind.

Must Develop Man-Power

“The hour is near at hand when
every man in Ameriea must devote his
whole energy to the service of the na-
tion. Every ounce of our power, hu-
man a8 well as material, must be made
«ffective in the conflict. For some this
means the army or navy; for some il
means working patiently and stead-
fastly at their present jobs; for count-
less others it will mean that they will
Lhave to lay aside their present tasks
and do some other work in which they
can be more useful in the emergency.
The man who is not ready to put him-
self and his energies wholly at the
eommand of the nation, in such ea-
pacity as he may be best fitted to
cerve, will fail to carry his share of
the natior’s burden.

The Nation’s Need For Men

“The response of Americans to the
country’s call has been magnificent.
More men have volunteered their ser-
vices than can as yet be placed. But
the business of the Government is
growing at a tremendous pace as we
take our part in the war. The need for
men in positions under private employ,
but actvally serving the public at tasks
vitally conneeted with the war, will
soon get ahead of the supply. IY is es-
sential to prepare to meet this demand
in a way that will cause the least pos-
ible disturbance to existing industries.
Experience in other countries shows
that ordinary methods of proeuring la-
bor, in all classes from unskilled to the
most highly trained professional men,
will soon prove inadequate.

Steps Which Must Be Taken

“First, Men who already, through
cne channel or anothor, have offered
their services for the common good,
whether in a voluntary or wage earn-
ing eapucity, must be so listed as to be
most casily found by all departments
of the Government. The various pro-

STANDARDIZE AERD PARTS

New Board Decides on Uniform
Steel For Airplanes

The first meeting of the Interna-
tional Aireraft Committee, which will
standardize specifications for metals
used in making air plane parts as welf
as the planes themselves, was held yes-
terday at 25 Pine street. A definite
decision was reached as to the kind of
steel to be used in making the parts,
but defails as to its composition were
withheld. Final agreement as to uni-
form specifications of the parts was net
reached, but progress was made in this
direction, and weekly meetings will be
held hereafter until the purposes of the
commitiee are accomplished, ¥. G.
Diffin, Chairman of the committee, gaid
after the meeting:

“We have arrived at definite deeisions
which will greatly hasten the construe-
tion of the thousands of airplanes need-
ed to sirike Germany through the air.
As airplanes are at present interng-
tional in character and the United
States is, to & great extent, to be the
gource of supply of metals for ajreraft,
there is need of immediate standardiza-
tion of all metals, parts, and functions
thereof in order that production may be
uninterrupted.

The rvecent comsclidation of aireraft.
manufacturers, headed by the Wrighs
and Curtiss interests, under the tifle of
the Manufacturers” Aireraft Corpora~
tion, was vigorously attacked yesterday
by Leon Cammen, Viee Presidemt of
the Aeronautical Society of Americs,
who said the mew combination is de-
signed to freeze out future invemtors,
and that instead of enabling the indus-
try to expand it. will throttle aircraft
production in Awerica.

“The agreement between present sir-
craft manufacturers” he said, “pro-

HERE has been a steady growth of opposition among men
I who have studied the situation, to the drafting of technically
trained men into the ranks of infantry fichters. Many argu-
ments have been advanced to favor the exemption of such men, and
appeals have come from influential services not only for the con-
servation of the present supply of young engineers but for aug-
mentation of the number of engineering students in our technologi-
cal schools.

It is quite evident that there will be an enormous increase in
engineering activities after the war, while during the conduct of
the war it is going to be exceedingly difficult to fird a great enough
supply of young technical graduates to fill the demand from manu-
facturers of war munitions, ships, automobiles, airplanes and other
paraphernalia. Instead, however, of the supply being increased, it
is at present decreasing at an alarming rate due to entrance of so
many students into war activities. Some measure must be taken to
turn the tide in the other direction.

It may be argued that there are enough men beyond the draft
age to carry on all the engineering to be done, but a moment’s con-
sideration will show that it is men between twentv-one and thirty
who do the most active work, Older men with experience have a
capacity for management but they need a large supply of younger
assistants to enable them to work in the most effi ;cient way.

Tt will be well for the exemption boards to look thoroughly into
the possibility of utilizing these young men in their proper sphere.
‘We hope that they will act in the best way for the nation’s interests.

Any future man-
ufacturer or invenior may come into
the combination upon -condition that he
submit his patents to a board of arbi-
tration to be appointed by the corpora-
tion, which will adjudge what he is to
get for it.

“The airplane of the present day is a
very imperfect machine. and at any time
a few inventions might be made which
would result in a vast improvement.
‘This combination destroys the incen-
tive for such inventions, for it makes
the inventor dependent on the decision
of a few men whose economic interest
is to throw his invention away. If
these gentlemen were actuated purely
by patriotic motives they ecould have
asgsigned all their patents to the Gov-
ernment for the period of the war, let-
ting the Government pay them the roy-
alties which are provided for in the
agreement which formed the new com-
binatien.

The enthusiasm showed the anxiety of
76 men standing before heaping plates
of fried chicken and strawberry short-
cake, and when they actually began
consumption the noise completely sup-
pressed the “battery” of Vicetrolas hired
for the occeasios.

Chairman Macomber in his intro-

unique dinner” and “motley assemblage”
amidst applause and when he announced
that the “usuval speeches are to be cut
out” he fully grasped the attention of
all present.

“Second. The spirit of individual con-
secration to the national good must be
fostered and spread, so that those who
have uot yet realized their own per-
sonal responsibility and opportunity
may be induced to join the commoa
undertaking. Here is where an official
national organization becomes mneces-
sary. The unrelated efforts of various
societies and bureaus reach compara-
tively few, and these few are among
those who are most eager to serve and
ieast need incentive. Only by uniting
the members of such organizations with
-lhers in one common and vigorous pa-
tijotle movement can all the nation’s
human resources can be developed. Pa-
friotism in an individual cam not be
selfish or exelusive; to be most service-
able the patriot must be ready to join
in the organized common demonstra-
tion of loyalty through which not only
can he hope to find his own place for
service, but can help stimulate others
to a like devotion.

NAVY TO BUILD PLANT |
T0 MARE AIRPLANES

WASHINGTON, Aug. 8—Secretary
Daniels yesterday announced the deci-
sion of the Government to build an
aircraft factory for the navy. The plant,
which will be at the League Island
Navy Yard, Philadelphia, will ecost
$1,000,000 for buildings and machinery,
When worked at full capaeity it will
employ 2,000 men.

Secretary Daniels recently recom-
mended to Congress the appropriation
of $45,000,000 for naval aeronauties in
addition to amounts previously made
available. This money will be used in
maintaining and expanding existing
schools and stations, establishing new
stations and training schools, and in
the purchase and manufacture of neces-
sary aircraft—seaplanes, dirigibles, and
kite balloons for use on high seas and
from coastal stations at home and in

The additional personnel for the op-
eration of the naval aircraft is being
enrolled in the Naval Reserve Flying

Corps. The navy iz planning the es-
tablishment of an air force of suffi-
cient size to operate as secoutz from

naval vessels, fo patrol the waters off
the coasts of the United States, and to
co-operate with naval forces abroad in
anti-submarine warfare.

In making his announcement tonight
Secretary Daniels said:-

“In view of the enormous expansion
of the airplane industry now being un-
dertaken in the United States, it was
feit that it was necessary to increase
the Navy Department’s facilities along
these lines, not only to enable it to sup-
ply a parf, at least, of its own needs,
but in order that the private plants
might be relieved of the experimental
developments which they have hitherto
undertaken, and turn their whole at-
tention to the maximum production of
approved types.

whether (a) firemen, (b) policemen,
{e} students in techmical schools and
colleges can be considered as engaged
in such industries. Nome of these
classes can be so comsidered, and there-
fore there is no statutory authority for
claiming or granting discharges in the
case of firemen, policemen, or students
in technical schools, under the provi-
sion of section 44 of the Regulations
for Local and District Boards.
