IN PRESIDENT WALKER'S DAY

I , Worcester, 'tay 31, 1861
To His Excellency

Eon. John A. Andrew,
Governor and Commander in Chief.

S ir: -
I should be much gratified to receive

a commission in one of the companies
to be organized for the war. if it might
consist with your duty to the service.
I cannot assure myself that I am pe-
culiarly fitted for military rank, te
which I have had but little inclination;
yet I am confident of a mind willing
to perform my office through the
length and- breadth of it. I have had
some instruction in company move-
ments under well-appointed soldiers,
and my general education will, I trust,
be found sufficient to any probable de-
mand in such position. I beg you, how-
ever, not to believe that I make a com-
mission the condition of my service for
I hold myself ready for the humblest
and hardest work in the sacred cause.

I have the honor to be
Your }kxcelleney's Obdt. Servt.,

.FCRANCIS AMASA WAKIiER.

later second President.of the Institute,
wrote to the Governor of Massachusetts
offering his services to the state a
fortnight after the outbreak of the
Civil War.

A COMMITTEE FORD BUSINESS
NDER the by-laws of the Institute Committee, the Architec-

Apparently men who have been in the habit of
taking their student activities as a joke find it bard to realize that
they owe any serious duty to what they consider merely another ac-
tivity. Seldom do wae see a graver instance of unthinking selfishness
than this misapprehension of the status of the Engineer Corps and
its work. To remain, mere deadwsood, in the Corps and thus exclude
scomeone wehorn its training would benefit and prepare, is to do Tech-I
nolo~gy an injury---which makes the offender little more, at this time,
than a public nuisance.

Undoubtedly an erroneous impression was given by our editorial
i on1 "Courtesy to the Flag," which wuas written in the belief that those
in military organizations wsere 'required to salute all national flags.
J Ipst'ead,, as a communicant today points out, Army regulations defi-
n itely provide that -"flags on permanent poles are not saluted." Oulr
e-ror- was due to confusing "flag?' with "color" or "standard, the
tbt o Klein- separate and'distinct things.
