The following letter has been re-
ceived from Lansingh ‘98, director of
the Technology Club of Paris:

Paris, Avgust 15, 1917,
To the Editor of Tech:

We had an air raid on Paris the other
night and a brief description may be
of interest to your readers.

About ten-thirty I was awakened by
the noise of sivrens and Smith and I
rushed out on our balcony to see what
was the matter. We are on the top
{(sth) floor and commanded a fine view
of the sky to the north from which
direetion the attack came. Also we
were where any stray  bhomibs  could
alight and find nus at home

The sky was alight with airplanes but
whether or not they were friends or
focs we didn’t know at the’ time. They
were darting to and fro like giant fire-
fliecs,  They were equipped with oue
powerful searchlight and a green and
red light on their wings. When the
scarchlight was turned in our direction
they looked like flaming meteors but
when furned avwey ihey could not Le
distinguished from the stars, which
were shining brightly, except by their
rniovement. When they~sailed overhead
ai an altitude of from 3000 to 5000
feet the red and green lights showed
vlearly while the drome of the motors
gatinded lile a hive of bees.

Off in the distance we could see the
bowbs shot by the defenses of Paris.
They rose in a parabolic curve and
weuld suddenly go out just before they
reached their maximum height. The
search 11g11ts from pumerous points
vuere trying to loeate the raiders, In
the meanwhile the police wazons drove
f}mgus]y up and down the streets.
vinging their gongs and blowing their
Sltens as a warning and order for “all
lights out,” swhiel everybody pro-
ceeded promptly to obey. The street
lights weré all ont and Paris was dark
fave for the lights from the stars.

It was a {hrilling experience. it being
the first we had had. as Paris hadm't
h(-ren attacked since January.

- e great fireflies buzzed around for
};o'rhaps an hour trying to locate the
raiders and tlen went home, The po-
lice wagons went around sounding “all's
“ell” and we went to bed. Next morn-
g we read of it in the papers but
1c_uuld get but little information as very
ittle is given out of such oecurrences.
It seems. however, that the raiders did
5\1_.'00ecd in dropping some hombs on the
Northern suburbs, hui apparently did
little damage. N

WAR IS TERRIBLE!

HE passing of the chicken-wire offices in the basement of build-
ing one which housed Technology’s student activities for a
strenuous year marks the end of an interesting epoch in Insti-

tute life. .

To the activities the intimate contact and lack of privacy which
resulted from the use of these temporary structures ceased to be in-
conveniences and helped to breed a feeling of good-fellowship and co-
operation among the occupants, and the year 1916-1917 ended a suc-
«cessful one.

For the coming year the life of the undergraduates will be a diffi-
<ult one, with so much military preparation demanding the extra time
of the students and all the available room in the Institute buildings.
The Walker Memorial will be filled to capacity with naval students,
and the space used last year must now be used for machinery of war.
The activities which will continue during the war must be housed
somewhere: so the little wooden building on Massachusetts Avenue,
formerly used by Stone and Webster, has been pressed into service.
Here The Tech will have its new home on the first floor. Room for
two other offices is available in this building, but it is a problem

whether any activities will come forward to claim it.
VWar has stimulated industry, engineering, and the turning out of

new engineers by technical schools.

Will war stimulate the under-

graduate activities or will it have a deadening influence? It will be
interesting to see the production which will be turned out by under-
graduates during the first year of hostilities.

TECHROLCGY'S 'SERVICE

{From the Boston Transeript)

Tt is gratifying indeed to have from
4the Massachusetts Institute of 'rech-
neology such definite news of its further
plans for national service as offered by
4he anmouncement from Cambridge this
morning. Throughout the summer the
Institute has been maintaining three
special schools—one for army aeronauts.
wne for naval aeronauts. and one to
prepare men for officerships in the regu-
tar navy, This much the public knew.
but it had no wayv to realize what per-
manency and further extension these
enterprises were to assume. The Tn-
slitute’s announcement today makea
this matter clear, Even though the
‘regular fall opening of Technology will

-aoon be at hand, with all the burden of |

work that its coming imposes, the spe-
scial war sessions are to go steadily
dforward. What is wore, the envoll-
Fents in all three will continne con-
atantly on the inerease. although an
enlargement beyond 400 men in  the
army acronauts’ school. for example.
vould only be possible if the Govern
taent showld see fit to eonstruet special
barracks for housing the entrants. The
vapacity of the accommeodations mnow
being provided in the regular Inmstitute
Intildings has a limit.

A complete review of Technology’s

service for war is not easily possible.
So many of itz professors and experts
hiave bheen appointed to duty om speeia!
seientific commissions the very exist-
crice of which is kept more or less se-
cret. and in this kind of serviee Har-
vard’s factulty has shared also. Other
activitics are more in the open. how.
ever. Into Technology's charge has
been given direction of thirly schools

to be held under general (Government
auspices thronghout the country to
help prepare men for deck officerships
in the merchant marine. Four such
sessions have already been held here in
Boston. taking students from among
applicants who have had previous ex-
perience in seamanship, Of similar de-
gign will be seven schools. also given
i0 Technology te direct, which will fur-
ther prepare students for serviee as
marine engineers. to be held at various
points in the United States. Mean-
while, two summer engineering camps
have gone forward under the Institute’s
managenment—one in Maine to give
sophomore’s instruction in  the army
engineers’ work. and the other in Cam-
bridge to enable Juniors to do a pax
of their Senior work in advance and
so prepare themselves for calls which
the CGovernment may make on  their
time during Senior year. When the In-
sit{ute itself opens this fall. announce
ment will alse be made of a Four-Year
Military Option. opening not ounly a
new avenue to a regular Technology
degrec. hut also to a commission in the
United States Army under conditions
acreed upon in advance with the War
Department. :

What seems especial cause for satis
faction, in respect of all these Tech
nology efforts. is  the co-ordination
which it has heen possible to establish
tetween them and the specifications laid
down by the War Department. Men
in all three of the Institute’s special
war schools above mentioned are al-
ready enlisted in the Government’s ser-
vice before they begin their training at
Cambridge. Consequently they should
move with certainty to their places in
active duty. Seeking an explanation of
{kis siecess in arrangemeni, one can

perhaps find it best in the obvious fact
that technical schools cught to be able
to meet techmicalities. To drop the
pun promptly, it is plain that an engi-
neering school is under special advan-
tage when it comes to filling those war
requirements which directly involve
many problems of engineering and sci-
ence. But it is good that Technology
should bLe so well meeting this right
expectation.

OUR RAILWAY MEN IN FRANCE

(From the Syracuse Post-Standard)

The United States Government has
sent railway regiments to France, the
colonels of military training. the other
commissioned officers engincers chosen
from civil life, the remainder railroad
workmen, How many men we have in
the railway service in France has not
been disclosed, but there is reason to
believe that the maintenance and repair
and construction of French railways are
now largely in American hands.

We do know that the department has
placed orders for 9000 cars for Ameri-
can railroads in France in one week and
will eontract for 8000 more, that it has
ordered 75000 kegs of spikes. 150,000
tons of 8-pound steel rails and that it
is secking 2,000 tons of lighter rails for
portable tracks.

RED CROSS MISSION TO AID
SICK AND FOODLESS [N SEREIA

Dr. Severance Bucrage Along As Sani-
tary Engineer, *.

WASHINGTON, Aung. 28—The War
Conneil of the American Red Cross to-
day announced the®sending of a com-
misgion to Serbia to begin immediate
relief work Twe hundred thousand
dollars has been appropriated by the
conneil to buy medical and other sup-
plies for wse among refugees on the
Macedonian front.

The commission goes to study & prob-
Iem ackinowledged as one of the most
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furmidable in Europe. What have been
the nation’s war losses eannot be esti-
pated. From an army of nearly 500,-
00 at the beginning of the war, over
150,000 men &re estimated to hqv.e begn
token prisoners from malnutrition in
prison camps. Many thousands were
lost in the retreat through Albania. OF
the army of 100,000 now on the Salon-
ica front, about 60,000 are actual fight-
ing men.

The pressing needs of Serbia have
Leen laid before the Red Cross War
Cowneil by Dr. Edward R_yan, Red Cross
representative at Salonica, and by
Viss Emily Simmonds, graduate of
Eoosevelt Hospital, New York, Evho en-
Iisted in the Serbian Red Cross in 1914,
Miss Simmonds urges the dispateh of
feod. clothing, bandages, hlankets,
seods agrieultural tools as well as of
dociors and nurses. In her informal
report to the Red Cross she said

“There were onky 400 doctors in all
Sorlia at the beginning of the war, and
e death rate has been nigh. Sixtv
died of typhus alone in January and
February, 1915, There are 116 doctors
pow in the army, but only one dentist.
WWomen doctors are especially needed
for maternity work in the villages, Onc
doctor in a small car could furnish
medical supervision for several vil-
lages. A system of soup Kkitchens in
the villages is an absolute mecessity, if
famine is not to make good its threats
this winter”

ARMY TAKES OVER AMBULANCE
LND TRANSPORT CORPS AT FRONT

PARIS, Aug. 28.—The American field
serviee, with 1,100 men in the ambu-
lance branch and 800 in the transport
branck, is to be taken over by the
American army, the ambulanee branch
going under control of the medical ser-
vice and the transport under that of
the quartermaster, general.

The first steps in the transfer were
taken today, when representatives of
the medical service left to visit the
thirty-four ambulance sections along
the front and invite the men to enlist
for the duration of the war under the
seme conditions as now exist. Those
who do not accept the invitation may
return home.

Colonel Jefferson Kean is in general
charge of the ambulance service, which
will continue to serve the French army.

ARMY-NAVY GAME UNLIKELY

Cadets at West Point Engaged in Very
Intensive Military Training

WASHINGTON, Aug. 30.—There is
little chance that the Army-Navy foot-
bail game will be played this year
Newton D. Baker, Secretary of War,
declares that he is opposed to lhaving
the contest played even for the purpose

of raising a war fund. There is some
likelihood that Mr. Baker will allow th
Army to play with teams other Lhau
that of the Navy. He will take up the
guestion at West Point.

Mr Baker explained that the Army-
Navy game had been diseussed by him
with Secretary Daniels and Colonel
Palmer Pierce, U. 8, A, head of the
National Collegiate Athletic Associa-
tion. The decision reached was that so
far as West Point and Annapolis were
eoncerned every ounce of enmergy ought
to be employed toward the prosecution
of the war, even at the temporary sac:
rifice of athletics.

At West Point, Secretary Baker ex-
plained, a system of very intensive mili-
tary training has been initiated, while
arrangements are being rushed to grad-
uate two classes ahead, Mr. Baker also
pointed out that the feeling between
West Point and Anmnapolis was natur-
ally such that playing of the football
wateh would involve much fraining and
rreparation. He does not think that
this energy should be devoted at this
time, even for the advantage of raising a
war fund.

AMBULANCE DRIVERS ORDERED
TO LEAVE PARIS TAXIMEN ALONE

Had Habit of Driving Cabs Themselves
When Rates Were High

PARIS, Aug. 30—A mysterious order
made its appearance yesterday in bulle-
tin hoards of American Red (Cross Hos-
yital No. 1, at Neuilly, formerly the
Trivers’ Ambulance, in which Ameriean
ambulance drivers were strictly forbid-
der to pull Paris cabmen or chauffeurs
off their boxes and themselves operate
the cabs or taxicabs.

An investigation into the origin of
the unusual order revealed that it was
caused by the actions of six ambulance
men the night before when they ob-
jected strenuously to the exorbitant
prices which the taxieab drivers charge
late in the evening. despite the earnest
efforts of the police to force them to
oprate by meter.

The men had missed the last under-
ground train to the hospital and hunted
up a taxieab the driver of which, how-
ever, demanded a fare of $1, or about
four times the ordinary rate. TWhen he
proved not amenable o argument for a
reduction and no policeman could be
found to enforce the regulations the
ambulance drivers seized gim, placed
him against a lamp post, mounted the
taxiealr and drove home, deserting the
machine near the hospital,

The police found the car early the
rext morning and opcned an investiga-
tion but the inguiry proved fruitiess.
as none of the fifty boys at the hospi-
tal would admit having been a party to
the incident. The chief of the hospital
posted the order after he. too, had
failed to identify the culprits.
