Fourteen Branches of Service
Open For Technical Men

The United States Corps of Engineers
is establishing for the National Army
several engincering organmizations to
comprise not only skilled engineers, but
also lelpers and workers now associ-
ated in such oceupation as:—

Water supply companies, surveying
and mapping, pioneer companies, rail-
way instruction, railway operating and
railway shops, quarrying, road buiiding,
construction (building trades), truck
and wagon operating, saw mill, mining,
supply and shop work. At present
these are being organized and enlist-
ments are invited for units at the va-
rious cantonments all over the country.

Al applieants are enlisted only as
privates; but may advance as corporals
and sergeants when found qualified.
After the applicants have been aecept-.
ed at the branch recruiting station,
they are them sent to the main office
in New Jersey, and thence to Fort
Slocum, N. Y., for the medieal exami-
nation and enlistment.

Also to be Given

He stated that since the early part

of Augnst there has been very little
advance in the plans for the formation
of a battalion at the Institute.
The R. O. T. C. is not possible under
tle present arrangement of things;
however, if the necessary changes are
instituted, such a department may be
established some time in the future.
Many wrong impressions have been
given in regard to the R. O. T. C. un-
intentionally. Its establishment was
not brouglht about with the purpose in
view of actunal use in the present war,
~but merely as a measure whereby the
national reserve may call upon such
individuals as lave completed the
course of instrudfion connected with
that department, when time requires it,
to act as officers in the natiomal army.
The R. O. T. C. does not offer com-
missions to the men, hut only makes
them eligible for appointments after at-
tendance at two camps.

been so favorably shown on the naval
men here at the Institute. To become
a good soldier, it iz necessary to be
mentally and physically alert, a state
which cannet he attained by following
out the old methods of drill. Time is
a necessary factor for this purpose, as
is readily seen when one takes into
consideration the fact that it takeg six
months’ work of eight hours a day for
the government to give its men their
training.

As much work as possible will be
given out of doors on the athlatic field,
and for this purpose an overcoat has
been incuded in the required uniform.
Tn this way, more fresh air drill will
ba possible than heretofore. More en-
gineering work will be given than was
previously to be had in the old Engi-
neer Corps. There will be some train-
ing in signalling, a certain amount of
machine gun practice, and as mueh
technical work as time and opportunity
permits.

Major Cole advised the men not to
bother with the R. O. T. €., as this
work applies more to the lower classes.
Plans have been made so that there
will be three hours of work per week.
It is very necessary that all the men
who are going to join the hattalion and
those interested in it fill out a tabular
view card at once, indicating the hours
and names of subjects and also noting
the free periods. The Faculty will ar-
range the three hour schedule as soon
as a sufficient number of these regis-
tration cards are handed in, This card,
however, involves no obligation on the
part of the student.

A SACRED DUTY

HE numerous peace feelers and suggestions which have been
recently emanating from Germany should be no cause for de-
crease in vigor of preparation for a lopg war. There i1s no
doubt that Germany wants peace—a German peace. The only way
to obtain a lasting peace, however, is to continiue the war until the
Central Powers are freed from the yoke of autocracy—and any
lethargy on the part of the Allies induced by ihe vision of an carly
peace will mean more quick, sharp attacks hy the Germans and more
trenches to be fought for again by our soldiers. Our Nativn's au-
thorities are preparing for a war of at least three vears” duration. It
is absolutely imperative that such preparation be continued with in-

creased ardor, energy and activity.

To aid in furthering this preparation Technology students should
not forget that educated men—and especially scientific men and cn-
gineers—are very much in deinand and can be of the greatest service
to the goverment. England let her undergraduate body go to the
front at the beginning of the war, but later felt the need of educated,
trained men behind the lines, and sent her students back to finish
their courses. It is to be hoped that the United States does not
repeat England’s initial mistake. Incidently it may be pointed out
that Germany, according to latest accounts, has not vei called her
University men. It is highly gratifying, in this light, to see that =0
large a percentage of the student body has taken the advice given
last year by the Joint Committee on National Service, to be calm. to
be intelligently patriotic, and to finish the course at the Institute.

There is just one more sentiment to he added to this splendid
advice. In normal times Technology is noted as a place for serious
study. The student takes his lessons in this attitude that he may
hecome a good engineer, Our nation has agreed on a program to
<continue this war with increased activity and enthusiasm. Our part
is to become trained men and engineers for our country. What a
fine, stimulating, inspiration it is for us to study more faithfullv and
seriously to become better engineers,—not alone for personal ad-
vancement—but that we may better serve our country.

THIRD SERIES OF OFFICERS’
TRAINING CAMPS TO OPEN

From 93 Specified Colleges
Will Be Admitted

Students

WASHINGTON, Oet. 3—A third se-
ries of officers™ training camps, to be
opened Jan. 3, will run until April 5.
the War Department announced today,
primarily for the education of the Reg-
uvlar Army. National Guard and XNa-
tional Army for commissions.

In addition, however, 2490 graduates
or undergraduates from 93 specified
sthools and colleges will be admitted.

A camp will be loecated in each of
the Regular Army, National Guard and
National Army divisions. Additional
camps will be loeated in the Philippines,
Panama and Hawaii, and one at Fort
Blisx and Fort Sam Houston. Texas,
and Chickamauga, Ga.

The quota of each regiment or smali-
er unit of the army to be selected to
attend the officers’ schools will be 1.7
of the enlisted strength of the organi-
zation. Graduates recommended for
commissions as second lieutenants will
he commissioned as vacancies oceur.

College men to be admitted must be
between 21 and 31 on the day of the
opening. There is no restriction against
married wmen, but unmarried men are
preferred. No graduates of the colleges
named who did not take military
courses given at the institutions will
be eligible,

College students will be required to
enlist for the duration of the war and
to serve out their enlistments if they
do nol obtain commissions. They will
receive the pay and allowances of first-
clags privates while under instruction.

The camps are primarily for the
training of line officers. The quarter-
master general, chief of ordnance, chief
of coast artillery. chief signal officer,
and chief of engineers have bheen au-
thorized to organize such schools for
special training as may be necessary.

of the American soldier, at home and
overseas, is afforded by the bulletin just
issued by the National War Couneil of
that organization. At Camp Devens it
l.as eleven buildings and about scventy
secretaries for the 43,000 men in that
city dedicated to the military art.
) Qut on the plaing of Westfield. {ented
in the outskirts of Boxford, isclated in
the island forts off Newport, Portland
snd New London, are hundreds and
theusands of soldiers expecting to leave
for France at any minute. This ad-
vance guard is not quartered among the
comforts existing at Ayer, but the Y.
M. C. A. is right there on the job try-
ing to dispel the gloom, keep up the
mworale, and conducting educational
work,

Throughout the United States there
are 578 scparate Association buildings
and tents, maintained for the men in
the army and navy, under the direction

oi 1,775 secretaries. In addition three
bundred physicacl work directors, 127
religious work directors and 57 educa-
tional directors have already been ap-
pointed and more are in demand.

At present the activities of the Na-
tinnal War Work Council in this coun-
try are claiming the major output ot
nien and momey, but the budget of
$35,000,000 for the next nine months
calls for an expenditure of $850,000
move for the American forces in France
than for the troops at home.
