TECHNICOLOR PROCESS HAS
UNIQUE LABORATORY

Tbe Pullman car which has been

standin- for some time on the sidina11 4n

behind The Tech office is a, portable
laboratory of the Technicolor Motion
Picture Corporation. This corporation
is devoted to the taking of motion pie-
tures in natural colors. The process of
color photography has been developed
bv a number of Technology graduates,

headed by Professor Daniel F. Comstock
of the Physics Department. a-nd operat-
aid under the firm name of Kalmus,C,
Conistock & Wescott Research Corpora-
tion.

The process which the firm has de-
veloped is known as the Technicolor
Process, in -%which two pictures are
taken simultaneously from the same
point of view on extremely delicate film
sensitized by Professor Comstock and
his associates. Both filins are pro-
jected simultaneously through two sep-
arate color screens. The taking of two
pictures at the sanie time eliminates
what is known, technically, as a
"fringe." while the projecting of two
views simultaneously does a-way with
the so-called "'color bombardment,"
hour of which are defects of the older
svsteni and fatiguing to the eyes.. The
.' i,.,lly sensitive filin males possible the

unu~sually faithful colors. The Pullman
car has been fitted with apparatus for
developingr bothl the positive and nega--
livee fillns at tile place whcie the pic-
tures were taken. Then if any defects
Itlre discovered in the film, the scene can
be retakcn W'ithout 'incurrinig' mulch ad-
ditional. expentse.

Special Re-
search Laboratories of Physical Chemistry, Applied Chemistry, and Sani-
tary Science have beeen established.
