MENORAH SOCIETY HOLDS
RECORD MEETING IN MEMORIALf

At tlle .irst meeting of the Menorah
Society, thle attendance, of over fifty
inlei, showved an improvemlenlt over last
year, rvhen only si; wvere present. Dlean
Burton, P'rofessor W'ilson of the Depart-
mient of Economics at Boston Univer-
sity, and several of the officers of the
soe iety addlressed the meeting.

Presidlent Selvan outlinedl the hlistory
o' the society and told about its ideals.
The organization wvas started in 1906 at
Harvanrd Univ ersity b^- a group of
twvelve mhen wvho wvantedl to learn more
of Jewish history. Tlle society was in-
trodulced illtO Techiiolo,, in 1914 with
absout ten nlemlbers.

l)ean Burtoll old of thc society wvlen
it wa;s still young in Ole Inlstitut6. The
attitude of tlle societv is olle of elulfure
and ideals ratlher than of reffirion. Dean
Burton said: "Tllc Jewv sllould not re
tr~ain apart from the rest of the wvorldl,
bult shouldl leave a pridle in his coalition
w:ith the otller peoples. b~ecause of his
rciiarl,-able ablxitiit and~ earnlestnless to
succeeed.''

Professor Wlilson, ill a tall; on thle
beginnlings of eeonomics, said tllat the
first men whlo ever conlpiled and wvrote
voluines on that subject were Jewvs. Tlle
t7heor+- of rent, tlle tlleory of lalue, la-
bor problemls, suelh iptnt isues
