The following bulletin from Washington officially recognizing the
Reserve Officers’ Training Corps at the Institute, was received ai the

By direction of the President and pursuant to the authority invested
in him by the provisions of Section 41 of the Act of Congress approved
June 3, 1616, and in response to the application of the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology, Cambridge, Massachusetts, the authorities of
which have agreed to establish and maintain a two years’ compuisory
course of military iraining as 2 minimum for its physically fit male
students, which course when entered upon by any students shall, as
regards each student, be a prerequisite for graduation, to allot 2 minimum
of an average of three hours per week per academic year to military
training and instruction during the first two academic years and to ar-
range for five hours per week duting the remainder of such student’s
couzrse, and to use their endeavors to promote and further the objects for
which the training corps is organized, there is hereby established in said

SCHOOL FOR INSPECTORS

Second Group Starts With An
Enroliment of Fifty—Four Men

The second group in the school for

was
statted yesterday with am attendance
of fifty-four men. This is the fifth
type of school which has been organ-
ized by the Institute for the U. 8.
Government. The schools include those
for the. army and navy aviators, the
courses for deck officexs, the work for
marine engine-room officers, and the
instructjon for inspectors. The work of
this last type of school is based on the
needs of the naval aeronauts for in-
spectors to look after the quality of
the work in the manufacture of aero.
planes for naval use,

Some .twenty-eight or nine squadrons
have been registered in the U. 8. School
of Military Aeronauties, and of this
number about twenty have finished their
courses, The men are now at some one
of the flying schools putting into ap-
plication the principles which they
learned at the Institute. There are
about twenty-five men in each squa-
dron, so that number of men graduated
from Institute work is mot far from
five hundred.

In the U. S. Naval Aviation Detach-
ment abont a dozen “fights” have been
registered at the Institute. Four or
five of these have finished the special
work and have gome to Navy flying
schools for the practice that they afford.
The school was established a few
months later than the army one, and
while it has a maximum number of
students ranging from 250 to 300, it
Lhas only sent out a small mumber of
flights which account for 100 to 15¢
men,

The schools for Deck Officers were
suggested by Henry Howard and have
been put into operation by Dean Burton
of Technology for Mr. Howard and the
U. 8. Shipping Board. These schools
are in operation all over the country,
and the sixth or seventh one is now
under wiy at the Institute. The total
number of deck officers mow ready is
between a thousand and fifteen hun-
dred, and many of these are already in
eharge of ships.

institution during the past ten years.

This means that the students of the
Tnstitute, by enlisting in the corps, will
be permitied to continue their studies
indefinitely, unless the emergency for
men reaches bounds not expected by
the War Department. The students are
viewed as military assets of the future
and enjoy preferred classification, as do
medical students in cortain cases, 80
that they may complete their courses,
Upon graduation they revert automati-
cally to their former classification and
ma{r be called out immediately as en-
listed men of the engineer reserve,” Al
enlisted men, yet the fact that they
have completed their courses iz taken
into consideration, and accordingly their
chances for a commission are much:
greater than would be otherwise, .

The problem of engineering students
in the draft was presented to the War
Department by M. 8. Ketchum of Boul-
der, Col, President of the Sodiety for
the Promotion of Engincering. He filed
with the Seeretary of War coples of
resolutions adopted by various engin-
eering societies, notably the Student
Section of the A, S, M E., urging
special  consideration for emgineering
students because of the value of such
men, when trained, to the military es-
tablishment. A% the meeting of the
A S M E. recently held in New York,
it was decided to recommend to the
Department. that some amendment be
made to the selective service regula-
tions, by which 6000 students of 117
technical schools might be entirely ex-
empted. The direct outcome of this
recommendation was the recent ruling,

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MILITARY STATUS RECOGNIZED

WO extremely favorable rulings made by the War Depart-
ment within the last few days have placed men at the Institute
in an absolutely definite position relative to military prepara-

tion and the draft. In the first place, the uncertainty concerning
proper grounds for exemption which may be claimed hy a man
while he is completing his engineering course has been entirely
cleared up. Secretary Baker has laid down specific conditions which
must be met by those who desire the privilege of obtaining their
degree before being called into actual military service. It is an-
ticipated that the Institute will soon see the evidence of a quicken-
ing of interest in concentrated study, caused by the fact that each
man will endeavor to convince the faculty that his academic records
fall within the limits necessary for exemption by enlistment in the
Engineer Reserve. The recognition by the War Department of
the units of the R. O. T. C. has dispelled much of the fack of confi-
dence in the Military Department, however unjustified it may have
been, caused by the prolonged postponement of definite action.
"Technology at last ranks with other military colleges that have the
authority to graduate reserve officers.

For the past few days there has been
a slump in the Technique 1919 sign-up
campaign, and up to the present time
the subseriptions have not reached six
hundred. Unless the limit of ome thou-
sand copies is reached before the end
of next week, the campaign will close
at that time and no more orders will
be taken. Although the annual is got-
ten out wunder the supervision of a
board of Juniors, and in past years the
Juniors have always led in the number
of subscriptions, this year finds the
Seniors leading all other classes.

The critical point of the ecampaign
has been reached, and the success of
the year book depends largely on the
progress of the campaign from mnow on.
‘The Technique Board figures that each
new subseription sold Dbefore December
22 will add a half page to the volume.

Some explanation is probably neces-
sary for the action of Technique 1919
in limiting its edition to one thousand
velumes, The Board found that by put-
ting a limit on the number of copies
a more advantageous coniract could be
made, and the low priee of previous
vears maintained in spite of the tre-
mendously increased cost of printing.
This was done by aveiding the break-
ing of a lot of expensive paper, which
if done would have practically doubled
the cost, since contractors charge full
price for a broken lot, There has been
more or less doubf among the students
about the finality of the established
limit, and for this reason the Technique
Board has announced the primary cause
for their action.

To A. Saunders, '18, chairman of the
Student Section of the A, 8 M E,
loeated here at the Imstifute, and whe
acted as the represcntative of this or-
ganization at the New York meeting,
much credit is due for the passage of
the amendment, The represenlatives
of the different societies of the Student
Section held their meeting in the En-
gincer’s Building. Each representative
was called upon to make a report of
the military condition in his respective
school and the effect upon the stu-
dents, and te make any suggestions
which he eonsidered might aid the stu-
dents in their relation to war service,
It so happened that Saunders was
among the first ealled upon, so he made
the suggestion that a commitiee be
established to advise and give the War
Department all data in regard to stu-
dents of engineering schools, and that
a recommendation be mmade fo the De-
partment immediately so that students
might be permitted to complete their
courses,

Stenographic reports of all the recom-
mendations made were placed before
the A, S, M. E. meeting for action to
be taken, and those which were con-
sidered as well taken were incorporated
in the recommendations of the A. S
M. E. to the War Depariment. The
Society said that they would keep the
students of the Institute well posted
on all proeeedings and would keep in
touch with the military conditions pre-
vailing here, as well as in all other
technical schools.

SCHOOL FOR INSPECTORS

{Continued from page 1)

The schools for mirfne engineers,
also the suggestion of Mr. Howard, are
under the direetion of Professor E. F.
Miller of Technology. They are quite
complicated and involve two or three
suecessive sections of students at each
one of the seven or eight ports in
which the men are being trained. These
schools have proved to be so successful
that the general plan is now heing
taken up by the Industrial Department
of the Emmergency Fleet Corporatiom.
Professor Doten of Technology is one
of the chief experts in the mapagement
of this plan. These schools will be so-
called Shipbuilding Plattsburgs and will
give special instruction to shipbuilders.

The schools for the inspectors of the
Naval Aviation Detachment were be-
gun by Professor Peabody at Tech-
nology about four weeks ago, and four-
teen men were enrolled in the first one.
The second school, which opened yes-
terday, has a registration of fifty-four.
It is expected that a succession of such
schools will be carried on in Cambridge
until a considerable number of men have
learned the factors mpecessary to
make them competent inspectors. Their
courses, which are infensive, include
such items as metallurgy and metallo-
graphy, testing of the strength of mate-
rials, methods of delicate measurements,
stresses, rigging, together with work on
motors and aeroplanes. In the quick
organization of this school Technology
has achieved another important item in
its long list of services rendered to the
government.
