Dean 11111
kell of the college said that, although
only 57 students are left in the school,
the' work wvill be carried on as before.
Six~ty-]line percent of the members of
tile school fleae joined some branch of
the military service.

Alfred College, N. Y., has been forced
to close for an indefinite period of time
due to the lack of coal.

Harvard Univ ersity is aiding the Tech-
nolog~y cordwvood cutting camnpaign to
conserve the coal supply. They havre
about 50 men working- in the Massa-
chutsetts woods during, the Christmas va-
cation. It is said that the eight-hour
working day is quite fatiguing to the
students, but it is all for a good cause.

Dartmouth has voted to give two new^
prizes and 12 new scholarships to under-
aradulates in the collegle. The prizes are
$500 and $150, and are to be given re-
spectively to the best students in class-
iCS and ill chemistry or phylsics.
