“ALL QUIET ON THE CHARLES”

T seems that this is a fitting time to contrast the calm of Tech-
I nology—the calm of organized and directed service—with the
disorganization and aimless excitement into which so many
American colleges have fallen. At Columbia the substitution of for-
ty-four hours weekly of military work, in some cases apparently for
all regular studies; the posting of an “honor roll” of those who enlist
as privates, in some Western college papers, with often the specific
intimation that the rest of the college is expected to follow; these and
other hasty acts, such as the abrupt termination of athletic schedules
in all large Eastern colleges escepting Pennsylvania, make apparent
a lack of judgment and disregard of sound counsel most unfavorable
to the purpose of university training.

The best evidence of the order prevailing at Technology is the
carrying on of the traditional Junior Week activities, as they have
been carried on, quietly and without too much emphasis on the mili-
tary note. Save ior the non-participation of those Seniors who have
decided to study for officers’ examinations, the Prom and other sea-
sonable events have not been colored by approaching war; the hysteria
which marks the approach of unknown conditions is absent, In
reality, war marks no sudden call to service for true Technology men,
whose whole training has been for service whether in war or peace;
inevitably the approach of war makes it only more necessary that
Technology undergraduates stick to the work which is already theirs.
Alarm is needless and, above all, useless; alarums and excursions are
distinctly out of place. Whether to cope with enemies of the nation
or with the forces inimical to industrial welfare, Technology, armed
and ready, stands ready for the call which is sure to come.

ABOUT THE NEW TECHNIQUE

FFIECHNIQUE 1918 is to be congratulated on the success of its
rush, the first one held in the new court. The large number of
participants gave considerable interest to the rush, and per-

haps a shade too much earnestness. If it was perfectly well unded-

stood among the candidates that first possession of a shingle meant
final ownership, that did not prevent the first nine parts of the law
beiing settled by somewhat ancient methods.

Every Technique has its detractors. This year several Seniors
failed to get in the Portfolio because of neglect to send an informal
picture; and, in consequence, now exhibit dissatisfaction. In spite of
the numerous announcements in The Tech and by members of the
Technique board personally; in spite of the tours which were made
through drawing rooms and laboratories for the purpose of photo-
graphing Seniors who had not given in informals; in the face of the
aid and co-operation which was at their service, these men managed
to fall short of the stated conditions, Their interest in the matter
was too feeble to lead them to make an appointment at the Technique
office, or, perhaps, even to find out where the Technique office was:
to read The Tech seemed to them a waste of time; and, true to color,
it is now a matter of surprise to them that special concessions were
not made to enable them to enter the Portfolio. ‘Technique 1918 has
created a worthy precedent, and one which may well be followed by
future boards, in eliminating from the Portfolio those whose selfish-
ness and lack of interest in Technology customs and affairs are so
conspictions.

REVIEWER PRAISES NEW
TECHNIQUE FOR ORIGINALITY

Pencil Sketches, Headings and Brevity
Receive Comment

The class of 1918 was presented,
last Tuesday mnoon, with a yearbook
which wiil set the pace for many fu-
ture Techniques. Never, perhaps, has
unity been the aim of Technique com-
pilers to the extent that this years
board has made it; never hefore at
least, has everything in a Technology
yearhook been subordinated to a com-
bined effect as successfully as im

Technique 1918. The division of the
book into eight sectioms separated by
rough paper headings designed in flat
colors marks a great step forward in
the classification of contents, from both
the artistic and the practical stand-
point; and the main artistic theme as
expressed in these introductory designs
is the most harmonious the reviewer
has seen used for & similar purpose.
Peculiar problems, arising from the
war and its attendant economic condi-
tions, confronted the makers of this
vear’s book. At the same time espe-
cial incentive to original and excellent
work went to the book which repre-
senfs the first year at the New Tech-
nology Excellent Techniques have been
compiled hefere; but it apparenily re-
mained for 1918, spurred, as one might
say, by nscessity, to produce an origi-
nal yearbook. Omn account of the cost
of materials, it was up to Technique
1918 to condense, and the effect of this
consideration is nothing short of amaz-
ing. Not only have the blank or nearly
blank pages been largely dropped, but
in those sections which always have
contained ample material, like the ath-
letic seetion, page after page has been
eliminated by new systems of arrange-
ment. Thus it has been possible to
make room for the new Reunion see-
tion, to give all material full {freat-
ment, and at the same time to produce
a book selling for the old price.
Among the artistic features must be
mentioned the eight sketches of old
and new Technology, by Neff, It
would be hard to find amything which
would express befter tham these the
evanescent, glimpse-like quality at-
taching fto pictures of the wuniinished
buildings, or—for that matter—the
ghostly memory of Rogers as it once
was.
The athletic section gives the most
remarkable example of condensed treat-
ment. The substitution of box summa-
ries in place of the pages peppered with
large type which were a former feature
saves ten pages with a considerable
gain in ease of reference and interest
The freatment of the athletic meets
permits summaries io be run on the
same page with the protographs and
descriptions to the gain of the reader.
The fraternity and portfolio sections
both show. originality of treatment, and
in both oases the change is for the
better. Looking over the frafernity
section, the wuninitiated can now refer
each seal to its proper fraternity, in-
stead of being obliged to guess whether
an insignia belongs to the preceding or
the following one incidentally, many
pages are saved which formerly were
empty except for the seal. Depending
on this is th use of printed seals in-
stead of the luxury of engravings.
The sociely headings and other art
incidentals are in the best of taste and
keeping with the tone of the book;
there is hardly to be found a jarring
note. All m all, the new Technigue
should be a source of pride to the class
which it represents, and to the board
which has made 1t expressive of the

Small Unit Started Last Year
Has Grown to Full Size Com-
pany in the Reserve Officers
Training Corps

WILL ENCAMP APRIL 28

Last year aboui the middle of March,
the Engineer Corps was first organized
under the leadership of Major Cole and
C. E. Morrow ’12, with the objeet o1
properly training men to become engi-
neer officers in  the Officers Reserve
Corps. The Engineer Corps is purely a
voluntary organization, and at , first,
difficulties on all side were encoun-
teded. Few men reponded to the call
for volunteers, and there was no eqnip-
ment to be had. But through the ef-
forts of the organizers, the men were
divided into two sections which met
once a week, Major Cole ard Morrow
delivering a few lectures during the
second term of last year. The only
equipment was made by the students
themselves who consiructed the sketch-
ing-outfits and other simple apparatus.
During the term the unit made two
trips to South Natick where they did
some road-sketching and built two
small double-lock spar bridges over a
canal about thirty-feet wide. Toward
the end of the year, due to the lack of
equipment, cne of the companies dwin-
dled down and the Engineer Corps
closed the work with the remaining
company and with only the hope of
building up anew with that section as
a nucleus.

This year however the situation
changed, and the War Department took
an interest in the undertaking and
through the eflorts of Major Cole,
Captain Downing, an engineer officer,
was detajled to organize an enginecering
unit of the R. O. T. C. at Technology.
At first there was some diffieulty ex-
perienced and there was a delay in
getting started in the fall owing to the
arranging of the schedule according te
the government reqnirements, the War
Department calling for a schedule con-
sisting of five hours of work a week.
It was impossible to arrange for more
than a two hour schedule, consequently
it was necessary for the men to pro-
vide their own uniforms. Through the
efforts of Captain Downing, the corps
was able to obtain a complete equip-
ment from the government, which ar-
rived about the first of December. Dur-
ing the remainder of the first term in-
door work was done, one hour a week
being devoted to a leeture and one hour
to practical work. The unit was for-
mally organized with Professor J. W.
Howard as sentor captain, and R, I
DeMerritt °18, as captain commanding
the company. The officers were ap-
pointed by Major Cole and Captain
- Downing npon the recommendation of the
men who took interest and were active
in the Corps last year. 1st lieutenant
H. L. Wirt *18 was placed in command
of the bridge section 1st lieutenant A.
E. Keating ’17 took command of the
fortification section, and 2nd lieutenant
W. L. Dennen *18 was put in charge of

[the reconngissance and demolition see-
tion. At the close of the last term
the company was definitely organized,
and at the beginning of the second
term many more men came out and
brought the company up to its full
strength, which was 109 men. Work
was begun Immediately and the sec-
tions started to specialize along their
particular Iines.

The fortifieation division has buill
full-size profiles of trenches ont of
lumber strips, and made models of first
line, communication and support
trenches in the sand box in which were
also constructed typical defensive lines,
an interesting i{eature being the mak-
ing of sand models of the Somme bat-
tle-front. Out of doors the men con-
structed {full-size firing trenches, gab-
ions and fuscines.

The bridge section has practiced
making lashings, building-shears and
tripeds at a rednced size. On a display
board they made various types of
knots, lashings, splices, block and
