7S NEW IPPOINTENT

Is Made Director of the Public
Service Reserve—OQrganization
Materially Aiding War Work
With Data on Engineers

EX-EDITOR OF REVIEW

Press dispatches announce the ap-
pointment of I. W. Litchfield ‘85, to
the position of director of the Public
Service Reserve. The Reserve in it
origin is closely related to Technology
matters, for the “Who's Whoe* of
Technology brains was the foundation
stone on which it was built. Some
months before war was declared the
evidenees of its coming were so defi-
nite that the Alumni Association of
Technology deemed it a service to the
govermment to make an inventory of
engineers so that in case of need they
could be placed at once in the service
of the country. A questionnaire was

addressed  to  every former student
whose address was known and in short
order there was in the alumni office in
the administration building of the In-
stitute a Iist of about six thousand
names, each card telling what the man
had achieved, what his life of work is
and what he felt he could be able to
do for his country in the way of ex-
pert engineering work.

This questionnaire was used for a
while in Boston and requests of the
diferent bureaus in Washington werc
filled from it, but it was deemed nec-
essary to gef it into closer touch with
the government offices and it was taken
to Washington. At first it was used in
the Washington office of the Institute,
but the field proved so great that very
shortly there was established another
oﬁ’lce,. the Public Service, in which the
questionnaire wzs housed and supple-
mented by similar lists from other
sources. The Public Service Reserve was
organized and financed by private in-
dn'zfiua,ls, but was almoest immediately
affiliated—still privately financed—with
the Department of Labor. In its de-
velopment Mr. Litchfield was the
strongest single force, he was of the
touneil of the reserve in its original
form and under his management there
Was organized an office of some thirty
assistants in an old mansion on Bye
street.

It is this offiee that has now been
taken over by the government as n
part of the Department of Labor, and
Mr. Litehfield is named one of the di-
rectors,

Mr. Litchfield has been a familiar
figure in Boston the past dozen years.
He was born in Orange county, N, Y.,
and has been identified with important
tommercial organizations in the east
and west. Ten or twelve years ago he
was invited by Technology to become
interested in the Alumni Association
and it is quite largely through his ef-
forts that the former students of Tech-
nology_ have been organized inte such
i consistent and harmonious body. He
Was appointed editor of the Technology
Review, the alumni publication, and
was able fo make of it a pattern with-
In its special field, He was editor also
of Seience Conspectus, a magazine pub-
lished by the Institute as an outlet
for part of its scientific work. Three
vears ago Mr. Litchfield was named
fiell manager of the alumni associa-
hons_ and devoted much of his time
to visiting the different associations in
the country, of which there are about
fifty, carrying to them the news of
the Institute. It was a patriotic duty
which impelled Mr. Litchfield, as it
has others of the Institute alumni, like
James P. Munroe ’82 and Hollis God-
frey 98, and a host of others, more
than 3700, who have laid aside for a
while their regular occupations to de-
vote their skill and talents to the
service of their country,

“OVERNMENT CONTROL

Contrast of American and Eng;
lish Maintenance of Railways

The following is an outline divulging
the contrast between Government con-
trol and operation of railways as prac-
tised by both the American and British
Governments at the present time. The
statement was issued by the Treasury
Department and shows some of the
drastiec measures which the English have
been forced to employ. Government con-
trcl and operation of railroads in this
country is still in its infaney and is
parallel to that of the British system
which was firast employed in the fall of
1914,

American

By virtue of & proclamation of the
President under an aet of Congreus
passed in August, 1917, Secretary Me-
Adoo as Director General of the Rail.
roads took possession and assumed con-
ivol of the railways of the country at
raidnight, December 31. It is proposed
that the Government pay the stock-
Lolders dividends based on the average
nei cperative income for the last three
y(,ﬂ.!‘s.

The Director General’s first aect was
i9 direct that all officers and employees
of the trapsportation system taken ove:
coniinue their duties as isual, and that
the railways should be operated as a
nutional system of transportation, the
national needs being held in ail in-
starces paramount to supposed cor-
porate mdvantages. All the railway
property and facilities are to be fuily
utilized without regard to ownership,
snd the designation of routes by ship-
pers and fraffic agreements petween cat-
riers are to be disregarded when infer-
fering with the expedition of fraffic;
through routes are established. Exist-
ing rate schedules and outstanding or-
der: of the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission are to be observed until an.
nulied.

The Director General called upon all
railroad officials to take up vigorously
and immediately the matter of the com-
mon use of terminals and parallel lines,
wiping out all competitive prohibitions
and waiving competitive control or
solicitation of trafie. The terminal
facilities in the large cities are to be
treated as a unit when necessary. An

Adverse Railroad and War Con-

ELECTION OF OFFICERS SOON

The officers of the Electrical Saciety
bave decide to “cancel the proposed
mid-year trip of that organization fov
several reasoms. The railroad condi-
tions are so bad at present that it
was not possible to arrange for sleep-
ing cars on the trip. The chief ceason
was the fact that no arrangements could
be muade with New York zlectrical plants
to inspect the working methods of those
concerns, on account of the new Alien
Act passed by Congress, which bars all
visitors from waterfront manufacturing
plants,

A program of events has been
arranged for the first few weeks of
ihe second term which includes & bau-
quet and several meetings. The ban-
guet was to have been held during the
first term, but its oceurrence wasg pre-
vented by the meeting of the A. I E E.
which was held immediately after the
Christmas recess. Arrangements haye
row been made by the officers of the
society to hold this event during the
later part of February or the first purt
¢f March. Among the meetings which
are to be held, there will be addreszes by
prominent men in the electrical world
on electric railways, moior power sia-
tions and electric transmission lines.

During the second of February, Pro-
fessor Franklin of the Electrical De-
rariment will addresss the society om
“Mechapical Anilogs of Electrical Cir-
cuits.” In this lecture the speaker wil
show several devices by which the phe-
nomena of the cireuits employed in
power and transmission are easily made
¢lear. Professor Franklin has desigmed
ihesc anilogs for the use of the students
as part of work at the Imstifuts, and
this meeting is perhaps the one which
most  directly affects the under-
graduates,

Tebruary 26, the Electrical Soclety
will hold a smoker, at which President
Brush of the Boston Elevated Railway
Company will give a talk on the oppor-
tunities of the Technology graduate in
sireet railway operation. Among the
topics which he will discuss are tae
problems of speedy and efficient trans-
portation, a question of great import in
the present war conditions.

The senior departure at the eud of
the first term has greatly affected the
society, for several of the officers hiave
left the Institute to enter some branch
oi the Government war service. As a
1esult of this, the scciety has decid:d
to hLold an election of officers for the
rest of this term and the whole ef
nexi year. These elections have usnally
been held in March, but it has been
decmed necessary te hold them Juring
February instead. The society as a
whole elects an election committee,
whose duty it is to arrange the tomi-
nations, receive the papers and make
out the ballots. ‘This committee is
usually made up of four juniors and
¢ne senior. By means of this early
¢lection it will be possible for the
newly elected oilicers to become ac-
quainted with the duties connected with
the society.

During the third week of the second
term a trip will be made to the turbne
department of the (eneral Eleciric
Cempany at Lynn, Mass. Arrangements
are also being prepared to visit Boston
tireatres, such as the Boston fpera
House to investigate the apparatus and
operation of those eoncerns.

[ GMOKE- SAVING DEWIGE

Lehigh Professor Explans “Cot-
trell Process”

I 8 recent address at Lehigh Univer-
sity, Professor H. M. Fry of that in-
stitution told of the efficiency of mod-
ern boiler plants in relation to the
gases which esecape up the chimney.
These gases have for centuries teen
wasted in this couniry, but the neel
for ammonia and other things continued
in the escaping smoke of the modern
power plani, has caused the chemists
of the country to devise methods by
which these valuable gases may h2
saved. Many of these have consisted

in washing the smoke and thus adsorh-
ing the gasses in the water from which
they are afterward collected, but per-
baps the most efficient manner in pres-
ent day use is the one known as the
“Cottrell Process.”

This proeess consists of the passage
ol an eleetrical corrent through the
smoke, and thus depositing the gases
on the sides of the confaining tank or
tine. The process was discovered par-
tially by an accident, for a tall smoke
stack in the western part of the cour-
iry, which was {requently struck by
Iightning, was torn down and inside
tiie stack was found a heavy deposit
¢f ammonia and other valuable mate-
rials. After many tests and trinls it
was found that this deposit was esused
by the passage of the lightning dis-
charge through the smoke in the chim-
ney, causing the smoke to decompose
into its various gases, in the form of
solic matter.

After several unsuccessful tests were
carried out, a method was finally found
by which a spark was passed through
2 chamber, which formed a part of ise
flue system, and the gases were de-
rosited on the sides of the chamber
and later removed. This “Cottrell
Frocess” has been used to a large ex-
lent in the western part of the coum-
iry and is sald to be saving much of
materianl ordinarily wasted in the flue.

TECHNOLOGY MAN PROMOTED

J. Russell Putnam 01, was recently
promoted to the head of the Mechan-
ical Department of the Waterman Clock
Company located at Waterbury, Conn,
Since gradunating from the Institute he
has been conmected with the engi-
neering staff of the same plant, but
owing to sudden changes in the heads
of the various departments of the Wa-
terbury Colck Company, Mr. Puinam
was awarded this new and more re-
sponsible position.

RADID COMMUNICATION
COURSE AT INSTITUTE

To be Carried Out in Conjunc-
tion With Harvard Seniors in
Certain Courses Eligible and
Will Receive Commissions

MEN TO BE IN SERVICE

A course in Radic Communication is
to go in effect at the Imstitute at the
request of Major Sgnires, Chief of the
Signal Service of the United States
army. Professor Kennelly will be- at
the head of the new course, which will

“be tun jointly with Harvard University.

The course will deal chiefly with wireless

work and all branches of radio communi-

cation now in use in the Service,
Qeniors who have taken the work of

Courses IT, VI, XIV or XV,2 and those
who have taken equivalent subjects are
eligible to the course. The Institute is
to accept the work of the Radio course
in lieu of graduation. The standing of
the men in the course will be greatly
similar to that of the men taking the
intensive course im Naval Architecture
except that those in the Radio Course
will be considered as enlisted in Signal
Service of the United States Army.
The work will extend over a period of
fifteen weeks and upon completion those
who have been successful wili receive
commissions as lieutenants in the Signai
Service. )

The work of the new course will be
in charge of Professor Kennelly of the
Tnstitute, and Professor Chaffee _af
Tarpard University and numercus in-
gtructors to be appointed, and will be
considered government work.

AMERICAN CHEMISTS ADOPT
MEASURES AGAINST GERMANS

Meeting at Chemist’s Club to Prevent
German Control of Dyes

To prevent Genman interests in
America, from ever regaining control of
the dyestuffs industry was the object
of a meeting of American dyestuff man-
ufacturers and dealers at the Chemists’
Club in New York City last Tuesday.
Before the outbreak of the war Ger-
many practically controlled the manu-
fadturd and market of dyes in the
United States.

The assembly adopted a resolution
that all trade organizations fommed
should be rigidly restricted to American
citizens who are operating plants in
this country, and financed entirely with
American capital. Such action was
congidered necessary o prevent foreigm
interests regaining a foothold after the
war.

The chairman in ouflining the need
of such an organization as this, said—
“I hope this convention will give some
vomistakable expression of opinion
relative to the use of bribery to
effect sales of colors and to secure
monopoly of control. Bribery has been
distinetly a German practice and has
prostituted the dye industry not only
in this country but in all other in-
dustrisl centers, It has been ome of
the insidious and pernicions methods by
which the world wide German domina-
tion of the industry has been built up.
Tt has been a festering sore the more
dangerous’ in that it has been neces-
sarily secret and unseen, and this calls
for a ruthless and drastic application of
the knife.”

At the close of the meeting a com-
mittee was named to prepare plans of
organization and methods of procedure
for the new national association to
adaopt.

When, however, one sees giddy young girls and staid old ladies
knitting at a lecture with yarn of colors which no self-respecting
man would wear it is time to say something. Aside from the self-
ishness of these knitters, the discourtesy to the speaker and the an-
noyance to others is enough to make the most conservative indig-
nant.

URGES CO-QPERATION WITH
FRENCH UNIVERSITIES

Editor of Columbia Spectator,

Sir:—Since the beginning of the war
French Universities have been almost
deserted. Last year their complexion
WAas eommeneing to assume a different
aspect because of the few men who
have seen service at the front, been
wounded and honorably discharged, and
who have returned to work in another
way for their country’s prestige and
advance. These men have come back
with burning visions. They stood face
to face with the grim and ultimate
realties of life, and come home with
a stouter faith in the future, a broader
view, o more sympathetic heart, a ve-
doubled energy. A league of nations is
their grandest vision. Students musi
appreciate the high part they are to
play in the erection and the mainte-
nance of that league. Peace, good will,
must be based upon understanding, and
understanding must be founded upon
intercourse.
It is the especial ambition of these
men to come into closer contact, and
to work in more intimate collaboration
with their American friends, Many
articles calling for such contract and
such co-operation have recently ap-
peared. We ought to respond to these
appeals  The “International Federation
of Students of Allied and Friendly
Countries” has peen launched in Paris,
and our French friends ask us to lelp
cement the bonds between their coun-
try and our own,
Centers should be established in cach
American college and university, and
correspondents appointed in each insti-
tution to communicate with representa-
tives in the colleges and universities of
France, thus creating warm, personal
links between the two nations.
Jean Finelle is one of those who have
returned from the front and dedicated
thernselves to the work of friendship
between France and America.  Soon
after his arrival in Paris he founded
“l.e Journal des Etudiants et des
Etudiantes,” for both men and women
stundents. It s the organ of “I’Asso-
ciation Internationale des Etudiants et
des FEtudiantes des Nations Allices et
Amies” TIn addition to editing this
“Journal,” he conducts the column of
university news at home and abroad in
a daily newspaper of Paris
Are we to second these cfforts? Lot
the young men and young women in
American institutions of lcarning ox-
tend cordial hands across the seas.

The Director General appealed to the
reople of the United States to observe
the week beginning January 14 as
“Freight Moving Week,” urging the peo-
rle at large as well as the railroad
forces to make a siipreme effort to
unlcad all freight cars and remove
iteight from railroad stations and clear
tee deck for a more expeditious moving
cf freight. .

The Director General says that rvely

Secretary MeAdoo asked for the eco-
cperation of the railways, the railway
cificials and employees, and the people
at large.

English

The experience of the English Govern-
tient in railway control is of prime in-
terest to Amerieans at this junetme.
The following summary of the railway
control by the English Government is
tuken from a speech delivered in the
Senate January 4 by Senator Henry
F. Hollis, of New Jersey:

“The English Government took ntire
conirol of all railways in Great Rritain
cn August 14, 1914, agreeing to pay the
siockholders the same earnings as they
received in the year 1913.

“As traffic demands inereased while
facilities decreased, due to wear and
tear and the enlistment of thomsands
of railway workers, recourse was had
to reduction of service and the cmploy-

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AMERICANS TO BUILD
HIGHWAY IN CHINA

At a conference held recently between
the representatives in Peking of the
Rockefeller Foundation and the Chinese
director general of the flood relief and
conservancy, final arrangements were
completed for the building of the pro-

posed model highway from Peking o
Tungehow,

Important Cities Linked

Tungehow is an important provincial
lowr gbout fifteen miles east of Peking.
It is a great center for missionary work,
and several important eduneational n-
stitutions are located there. The scheme
¢f a road from Peking has been under
discussion for some time, and its adop-

tion in a practicable form at present is
due to the urgent need of finding em-
ployment at this season of the year for
some of the persons left destitute by tie
serious floods in the Province of Chirli
fast fall.

Red Cross Deposits $100,000

The American Red Cross has already
cleposited $100,000 in & Peking bank to
tuver the cost of this work, and the
Chirese Government has promised to
deposit an equal amount shortly. A
Chinese director of the work has been
eppointed and another Chinese—for-
merly techrical expert of the minisiry
of the interior—has been made chist en-
gineer; but close attention to the mat-
ter will be given by an American en-
gineer, who will probably be ¢ne of
those employed by the American com-
pany that is now engaged in railroad
building in China. 1t is proposed to
extend this road to Tientsin when ad-
ditional funds are available,

The Book Room

A policeman’s life may not be a happy
one, but it would be difficult to convince
the average rookie of today that the po-
liceman has anything of which to com-
plain. Our soldiers are working long
hours, for the mest part in alien sur-
roundings, and to many, particularly
to the better educated of them, the
amusements provided for their
time make small appeal Tt is for sueh
of these ;uen as come from Technology
that the work of the Book Room has
been carried on,

The Book Room has been open as a
sub-division of the M. I. T. War Auxili-
ary Workroom since the first of October.
Its equipment is simple Five sets of
shelves are filled with a shifting popu-
lation of magazines, books. and serap-
books; a table is covered with an “ex-
hibit” of the Book Room products: and
8 sodap box is freighted with such in-
dispensables as labels, glue. and twine,
But to an outsider the most interesting
thing in the room is the supply of neat,
wooden book boxes, stencilled “M. L. T.
Portable Book Case.” These are oblong,
carefully made, and capable of holding
twelve or fiftcen books, muelt after the
manner of a smail book shelf. Single
serews secure the sliding covers of these
boxes, and handles make them easily
poriable. Fach box contains a minia-
ture library designed to satisfy a va-
riety of tastes. Fiction predominates,
but poetry, essays, biography,. history,
travel and nonsense are included in vary-
ing proportion. When the boxes are
filled, they are tagged and sent off by
express to Technology men in training
camps,

But although more books have been
sent off in this way than in any other,
the shipment of boxes is not the Book
Room’s only activity. In response to
any request for them, either by the men
themselves or by their friends, single
volumes are wrapped up and sent to
soldiers at any address, whether in this
ccuntry or in wurope. The “exhibit”
table always has on it a row of books
any of which will be sent in this way,
and many men in service have already
received books selected for them by
their friends, _

These books, whether in box or pack-
age, are intended for those in active ser-
viee; the scrapbooks which are made by
Book Room workers and their friends
are designed for the monotonously in-
active on the hospital list. They are
light and easy to hold, and contain a
variety of things, anecdotes, jokes,
poems, and many pictures, plain and
colored.

The Book Room is supported by vol-
untary sobscription. Books and maga-
zines have been donated by many who
felt interested in the work; the paper
for scrapbooks wag supplied by a Tech-
nology alumnus; and money to pay
pustage on single books has been given.
That the activity of the Beok Room has
been and will be increasingly useful,
zhundant testimonials bear witness. To
all whe are interested in the work an
invitation to help is extended.

EXEMPTION CLAIMS AND
FITNESS OF DRAFTEES

The Provost Marshal Generalf in his
teport on the operation of the selective
service act, offers the following daia
on as to how many men went willingly
and how many endeavored {o evade tie
araft: Total number of men certified
tor service, 1,057,363; involuntary con-
scripts (failed to report or filed wnsuc-
cessiul exemption claims), 418,309; vul-
untery conseripts (mo claims for er-
emption), 639,054, -

The report also authorizes the follow-
ing: The common belief that the aver-
age of physical soundness is higher
among the country boys than among the
city bred is not supported by the
records of the selective draft. For tkc
purpese of comparison selection was
made of a typieal set of cities and a
corresponding set of counties, the toial
¢f both these areas aggregating about
315,000.

The comparison resulted in 28.47 per
cent. of the city men being rejected to
27.96 per cent, of the country men ra-
jeeted, This is virtually a tie.

The mext time you feel ineclined 4
giumble over the incomvenience of
whestless or meatless day (which i
not compulsory by law), think owe
these extracts from a recent Food AL
wministration builetin:

The sale and use of cream was
prohibited in Great Britain by Gov-
ernment order after December 8, ex-
cept for infants, invalids, and for
butter making. The retail price of
milk was raised under governmental
authority from 14 to 16 cents par
quart in Great Britain on the first
of December.

Switzerland is a neutral country,
but it is mone the less enduring the
usual food shortage prevailing in
war-stricken Europe. The people
there are now being rationed at ¢ne
peund of sugar per month per per-
som; tice cards are issued which sl-
low one pound per meonth per per-
son; the bread cards allow one-half
peund of bread per person per day.

Coffee now being sold in Germany
is of three grades only: one 50 per
cent coffee, one 25 per cent cofics,
and one 10 per cent coffee. A new
substitute has been found for tea
in the shape of dried pear and apple
peel. The milk ration of the chil-
dren of Berlin has been reduced one-
third.

In Hungary, in addition to the
mentiess days, Fridays and Mon-
days have mow been ordained fai-
less days.
