FIFTY-FIVE PRESENT

The' usual dinner wvhich. marks thin
advent of a newv class at Technolog-y
was held last Thursdav evening at six
o'clock in the faculty diining room of the
Walker Memnorials for the purpose oJ
bringing the members of the entering
class together that they mighit meet
each other and at the same timle acquire
and harmonize thenileslves to the "Tech-
nlolo,~y Spirit" lnuch sooner than they
possibly qould otherwise. W~ith this lat-
ter purpose ever in views the speakers
of the evening devoted their remarks to
the problems arid perplexities which con-
front the average student upon entering
thle Institute, and gas-e to the newv class
the infor mation,-practically the same,
bult yet invaluable,-that all freshman
classes hav e received at their first din-
ner. One precedeent was broken by the
new class, in that the dinner wvas held
in the facullt- dinin- room. for hereto-
fore no class has enJovedl this privile-e.

Coach 1Kanaly, the first speaker of the
evenlingt, briefl v outlined tile need of
leavinc, slleh a course in phylsical train-
in(, "Itthe Institulte, as is nv edlir~
of all freshmen. _'e alIs oexp lained the
nulnerolls advanta-es in connectioll asith
dailv life after -radulationl froim th-e Ini-
stitute derived from suhel a cours-e. as
well as- from other branchles of aithletics-
partielllarly ' raek, wvhieh mar be sub-
stituted for the reaular gymnnasium
wvorks.

Dean Burton, the -next streaker, at the
-ery outset. promised the newr students-

tlh-,,t thev bave a su ffieient numllber of
OXIlns an~d similar trials before thlem' Lo

qlleneh any enthusiasm that mighllt pos-
sess themn as to the ease of the :Institulte
culrriculum; for althoughl th-~ey lave been
admitted without examinations that does
not si-flnify that then wvill be similarly
treated-in thle the future. He pointed
lut, that thee very fact that they have

entered without the regI-ular r equire-
mients places llpoI there the respols-i-
bility of showving that tbey wrere wvorthys
of the bonor, for the eves of the educa-
tional world are centered upon the at-
tempt and its possible effect upon the
hi-~li standards of scholarship main-
talined here. In offering ,a solution for
this problem of keeping above the level,
llf, suages ted that, their learn eon een-
tration wvhen study ing annd that thley
should not neglect the exercise that is
nlecessary, to keep theml in good physical
condition. Dean Burtoll also gave a
brief sk~etcll of the H~istory of the Insti-
tutc and told of thle men woithl whose
lives the early annals of the Institute
are conlleeted, partielarly Francis Alnasa
11alkoer and W\illiam Barton Rovers, and
also of Runkle, Atkinson. Holman. and
-Nichlols.,

Kvenletll Reid, '1S, speakin-f as, a rep-
re>senltative of tile undei-radulates, told
of t]N.s various activities wX-icll offer un-
pzrecedented opportunities for adv ance-
nllent to the new class andl ulrged every
nlember to try out for at least one ac-
tivity in the coinpetitions nowv ill prog-
resIs. as some diversion from the intense
class r oom wvork is needed, and also
mllaeli practical expel ienee eanl lie oh-

tailledl by participation in activities.
lThere are lmtlsual adlvantas res for ad-
vanncemlent offered to the news freshmien,
as manyr npperelassmlen formerly active
in all lstuldei t affairs havre wvithdrawa

froml tlse Institllte to enter the service,
atd thus the responsibiity for tile con-
tinuance of these activities is placed up-
on the lower classes.

Professor H. C. Pearson next ad-
dressed the students from the point of
view of the teacller, and declared t~hat
the teachers are not only willing but
even anxious to know the men under
theem and that the new students should
nnake it their business to find out some-
thing of the men who are to teachl tlhein.

*tified in doing just enough work to keep on the right side of the danger
line in his studies;~ on the contrary, he should undertake all the work
be can, and then work diligently and tirelessly to accomplish that work.
This is a time when every- man must assume more than his share of
burden, and students are no exception to the rule. If a student is do-
ing his best in school and in utilizing his spare time to good'advantage,
'he has ria reason for feeling unpatriotic. If, however, he is conducting
himself in the same easy-going manner as in nor.-war times, he de-
serves to be criticied - he should either adopt a more, strenuous pro_
gram or enter militati, service.
