P. ¥ NICHOLS HERE TO
WORK UNDER MAJ. PRESCOTT

Paul F. Nichols, private in the medi-
cal department of the U. 8 Army is
carrying on laboratory investigations at
the Institute under the direction of
Major Prescott, concerning the preserv-
ing qualities of debydrated vegetables.
Mr, Nichols was a graduate student of
eourse VIT at Teehnology in 1917. After
ieaving the Tmstitute he filied the posi-
tion of assistant health officer at Sum-
mit. N.. J. In October, 1917, he was
drafted and sent to Camp Devens, where
he served, first in the depot brigade, and
later in the pathological laboratory at
the base hospital. FHarly this month he
wag transferred to the food division of
the Sanitary Corps and attached to the
Surgeon General's officer in Washingion,
On February 14 he received orders to re-
port to Major Prescott at the Tnstitute.

ON “SAFETY FRST”, .

‘M. E. Society Hears Interesting |

Lecture About Preventive
"Measures Employed to Lessen
Number of Acc1dents

UNIQUE METHODS USED

_One Tuesday evening‘the members
of the Meechanical Enginesring Society

-heard a very interesting lecture on|

“Bafety TFirst” delivered. by A, H
Young of New York. Mr. Young is a
director of the American Society for
the Prevention of Accidents, e iwas
also instrumental in founding fhe Amer-
ican’ Museum ‘for Accident Prevention.

This “Safety First” movement was
organized in 1912 “with a membershxp

of t]mty SIX men. By 1918 ‘the num-
ber of members has increased to three|
thousand. The organizaton has been of
suel benefit to the workingman that the
City of New York has been fit to give
them a building which hag served to
house their hcadqualters

Mr. Young stated that he began_ his
work of preventlon of aceidents with
the South Chicago Steel Corporation in

1906, When he enlened this concern, on

the average of forty-six men were killed
there every year. Mr, Young 1mme-
diately set himself to the task of 'in-
stituting means for the preventmn of
so many accidents. The results becpme
evident when he stated that a decrease
was shown in the fatilities among the
workmen of that concern. Ouly thlrty
man were: killed during the second y
after the corporation had expendefl
$250,000. The lowest death rate wais
in 1913 when only four men were re-
ported to have lost their lives. No
more than seven deaths in a year are
reported now.

This was only one instance of results
of the compaign for the prevention of
aecidents instituted all gver the coun-
try. There is now a committee which
investigates the working conditions in
concerns where too many accidents are
oceurring. o

Mr. Young spoke 'in general about
the wvarious preventive measures now
in vogue in large manufacturing houses
where there are many chances for ac-
cidents to oceur. The process is main-
Iy one of an educational nature. "Ad-
vertisement of & more radical type has
been resorted to in order to atiract the
attention of the workingmen. Ope of
the many unigque schemes originated.by
this investigating committee is that of
having animated moving-pictures made.
The purpose of these is to portray and
make more vivid the possibilities of
accident and the disastroys results in-
evitably arising from earelessness and
lack of thought.

Characters personifying carelessness,
indifference, and lack of thonght are the
principal actors in these movies. The
preventive measures are egnally em-
phasized in this novel method. Many
of these films are now in the process
¢f manufacture and are to be let out
to the priftcipal moving-picture houses.

The speaker stated that for every
dollar expended for preventive meas-
ures, one dollar iz saved. This dollar
saved may be considered to be divided
into the money saved from insurances
and time and labor saved which would
be lost 1f the men were disabled for
& congiderable length of time.

Refreshments were served when the
meeting was over.

made public within the next few -days.
The students in these classes are “to be
conseripted men under pay-and sub-
sistence; the courses are to be approved
by the Federal Board for Voecatiomal
Educatlon, and a reasonable allowance
to be ‘made to the 'schools ‘and colleges
to pay the cost of operation. . The board.
has complete¢ a census.of the available
training resources throughout the coun~
try, and it is clear that at least 175,000
men can be detailed, quartered, in-
structed, and sent back by Oct. 1 to the
army ready to perform the serviceg of
mechanics and technicians.

In all, 250,000 men are needed for
ship construetion; 200,000 wmgre are
needed for airplane work, and the
trades or occupatjons leading up to
girplane construction. 1In addltmn to
all these, an army of 1,500,000 men
needs in its own ranks in the field more
than 300,000 mechanics and - workess,
including almost every trade and ocels
pation, skllled and unskilled, manual
and professional

In the 'developroent of this tremen-
dous working force, hoth in the Army
and in shipbuilding, knowledge and ex-
perienca gained. in Massachusefts is be-
ing utilized by the Federal Government.

TECHNOLOGY WAR SERVICE AUXILIARY
" IS ACCOMPLISHING EXCELLENT WORK

Such as Comfort

Sends to the Institute Men in Service Many Luxuries

Kits, Books and

Knitted Clothing

From the first undoubtedly the most
pressing piece of work to be dome by
the Auxiliary has been the eard cata-
logue of Technology men in service, with
their grades, branch of service, present
location, and the name and address of
the nearest relative. In the effort to
get these facts correct, every least clue

is followd up, and constant reference is
made to the list in the elumni office,
THE TECH list, and that in the Tech-
nology Burean in Paris. No wonder the
upkeep of this list now occupies the
whole time of one person, who further-
more wmust often have assistance.

The men on this card eatalogue often
get in fouch with the Auxiliary, firsg
through being asked to fll out their
card. From this beginning or from the
folder, explaining the purpose of the
Auxilinry and of the Technology Bureau
and offering assistance of various sorts,
a man presently rezlizes that his wall.
being is & matter of solicitude to a
group of people other than the Govern-
ment and his family,—people who can
serve him often more efficiently than his
family and yet with a similarly personal
interest. If he has had the good for-
tune at any time to be at the Auxiliary
Headguarters and to talk with the
friendly workers there, who plainly do
not intend to forget him, he does not
need the final assurance of knitted
clothing, comfort kit, or books to con-
vince him that Technology, heretofore
apparently a somewhat cold though ad-
mirable personality, is one of the best
friends he has in the world.

‘Here are some of their written ex-
pressions of this feeling:

Says a young lieutenant: *“The com-
fort kit was just a dandy. I do not gee
how you people could think of all the
nier things which were included. The
111 tle pergonal toueh, which included pos-
tal eards, a Christmas card, and news-
paper clippings showing the New Tech-
nology Buildings, made the gift most

. acceptable.”

Another says: “Several of my fellow
officers ‘were_pregent when the. package
edte and: 'you -canbe 'sire’-we -lost- no
time’ in" opening it up. When we bad
everything laid out on my bunk, they
wanted. to know where all of it came
frem. Of course that was my chanee to
tell them about M. I. T. and@ her war
activities and great future, and you bet
I tried to do her justice. But what econ-
vinced "them was this kit from the wo-
men of M. I. T.” -

A private writes: “At first I hegitated
somewhat about asking anything from
the Auxiliary, ag I had never asked for
anything before in my life. However,
after reading your letter, T now realize
the true purpose and spirit of the or-
ganization and I feel that in any future
time of need I may quickly call for aid
and know there is a splendid organiza-
tion to back up all Technology men.?

Naturally these boys are eager to
spread the good mews and to supply the
Auxiliary when they can with names
and -addresses of other Institute men in
service.

If the young soldiers are thus heart-
ened and assured by the sense of Tech-
nology’s watehful care, one may easily
guess the gratitude of their families.

Not only are they happy in knowing
what is being done for the boy, if he
goes to France, they themselves receive
notice, through the Technology Bureau
and the Auxiliary, of his turning up at
the Union. This method saves meney
and increases the sense of cooperation.
Fathers, mothers, wives, sisters write
with eager enthusiasm, and often coffer
to keep the good work in any way they
can. Not infrequently comes & longer
letter, appreciative of what Technology
has dome for the hoy in the past and
full of gratitude for this latest proof
that she regards him as indeed her son.
A mother quotes her young officer's last
letter from France: he has not given up
his plan of going back to Tech: “I never
realized until now how very much I love
my work.” A. father reports from his
s0n, a lientenant in the coast artillery,
who is completing his training in Eng-
land: “his great expectations as to the
contribution of the Massachusetis In-
stitute of Technology to the cause in
which we are so vitally interested. He
is enthusiastic about your great insti-
tution, and T am indeed gratified at the
preparation he there received not simply
for general usefuless, but especially for
service to his country ir ifs present
need ,

“Your very preat work in hehalf of
these boys while engaged in Foreign
Bervice is a souree of immense satisfac-
tion to fond parents throughout the
Union, and especially are our women,
the mothers of these young men, pro-
foundly touched by your loyalty and in-
terest, so timely, go helpful¥

Proof of the confidence in the Aux-
liary felt by these relatives is given
daily by the increasing number of
them who apply for kelp in a dozen dif-
ferent ways. -The motto of Headquar-
ters is a friendly reception to every in-
quirer; and no matter how UNNECcessATY
the question or how much outside the
scope of the office work, the letter is
answered cordially, the troubled visitor
gets assistance and goes away as from
a group of friends. A problem beyond
its own solving the Auxiliary promptly
turns over to the agency best fitted to

handle it; when a-request s made for a4}

large quantity of things that the Red
Cross can provide, it suggests to the
local BRed Cross on the spot to supply
them; when the mother of a Harverd
man comes in-to ask how she ean find
out whether her boy -has reached
France, she is told about the University
Union in Paris and is directed to the
Harvard office in charge of the service
registry; and so on, through other ap-
peals too numerous and varied to mep-
tion.

When one understands what the M. L
T. Auxiliary is doing, one is not sur
prised at the testimony that constantly
comes in t¢ the effect that Technology
is leading in this kind of work. “The
work that is being done is far above
any college war organization of service
which T have heard of” writes a grad-
uate, “and being in close touch with
men representing all colleges in the
East, T am certain of my opinion”’ Qur
work will be copied by other colleges
end will itself go on developing and in-
creasing as long as the war lasts. The
hand must not be taken from the
plough.

Professor Franklin of Instltute Showed Many Inters|

esting Experiments on Properties of
Electrical Circuits

Last - Tuesday - evening . Professor
Frankin of the Electrical Depariment
of the Institute gave a talk before
about thirty members of the student
branck of A, I. E. E.,, on the methods
by which phenomena occuring in elec-
trical cireuits may be physically and
mechanically portrayed on laboratory
apparatus. Professor Franklin has given
this lecture before about thirty-five
eastern colleges in addition to several
sections of the American Institute of
Electrical Engineers,_having carried on
for the past six years a sclentific re-
seareh on electrical activity. Much of
his work was dome while at Lemgh
University, where he was a professor of
physics. The lecture has been’ edited
and printed as a pari 6f the Franklin-
Estey Series of references on electnca.l
engineering,

The lecture given by Professor Frank:
lin was one radlca,lly different from
thie géneral rud of electrical talks which
the Society has™ heard because of “the
urique manher" in- which “the subject
utider’ discussion “wids brought out’ by
the 'speaker. The- chief mammer in
which the points of the lecture were
niade evident was by -mechanical -devices
of sevetal sorts 'which gave those pres-

ent 'a clear view of the various phenom- |

This feat is ‘made ‘possible
because there are sent over the single
wire two' non-interfering currénts, -
high frequency high voltagé ome, a'udi-
ble"only in the ‘telephome’ circuit,” and
a' low frequency low voltage ome, af-
fecting only the telegraph circuit. Pro-
fessor Franklin illustrated this feat by
a mechanical device htaving springs in
