Forty-seven membeérs of the . Aero
Club went on the first trip of the elub
‘Jast - Wednesday morning to the fac-
tory of the Sturtevant Airplane Co. in
Jamaica Plajn, The meiiibers were es-
corted through the factory in two sec-
tions on accouni of the large size of
the party. The woodworking depart-
ment, where the wing frames are
made, was the first room inspected.
The channeled wing spars are made of
Alaska spruce and the ribs are lamin-
ated to give some time with light
pressed sieel girders for wing spars,
with a view to decreasing the amount
of woodwork on a machine and in-

creasing its strength, but up to the|

present time a satisfactory steel spar
has mot been developed, The smaller
plane frames, however, such as eleva-
tors, radders, etc., are made entirvely
of steel,

After the wing frames bhave been
assembled, they are taken to the cov-
ering room, where they are double
gurfaced with a very strong grey Irish
linen. This is sewed onto the ribs and
then ‘doped” with a cellulose varnish,
which shrinks the cloth to drum tight-
ness. The triangular fuselages or main
hodies of the airplanes are made en-
tirely of steel, welded wherever pos-
sible. The shaping of the steel is done
at the B. F. Sturtevant Company, an
affiinted concern. This company also
jakes the powerful eight-cylinder mo-
tors for the machines. Al tlie Sturte-
vant airplanes are equipped with the
well-Kiiowrn Deperdussin control, which

i has become almost world standard be-

cause of itz simplicity. An interesting
part of the factory was fhe assembling
room, in wkhich a nearly complete nia-
chine was receiving the finishing
touches: chassis, assembly, secondary
guying, propellor mounting, ete. Some
of the machines are mounted on pon-
toons, of which there were several dif-
ferent stvles ifi the assembling room,
although most of the machines are for
land service. At the time of the trip
ten machines were under construction,
but a great inerease in production on
account of the present war situation is
jinminent. The machines under con-
styuction are all of the tractor training
type for school use. .

DPrefessor
Woodman will talk on “Vitamines,” a
very new and important development
in food work. Little is known of fhis
subject except that the absence of Vita-
mines causes a disease kirown as *beri-
beri,” which is most prevalent in Ja-
yai. The other speaker of the evening
will be Mr. William Beach Pratf, one
of. the best known rubber experts in
the country. Mr. Pratt has dome com-
siderdble . work on tubber under -all
‘conditions, vaiying from the labora-
tories of Germany and the United
States to the jungles in South Ameri-
ea. _He :s a practical chemist, with
many new ideas, which he will pro-
pound for those studenis who are look-
ing forward to reseatch wark after
graduation. His subject will be a com-
parison of three sources of rubber:
plantation, reclaimed and svnthetic. He
is & great champion of chemical field
work.

This is the last regular meeting of
the term, and freshmen are therefore
admitted. Plans for the final banquet,
to De held May 16, have been practi-
cally completed, and.they will be an-
nounced at the meeting.

oHOW 15 GREAT SUCCEDS |
DEGLARES PERGY MARK

Much Credit is Due Author and
Managers -— Very Little Op-
portunity For Improvement —
Few Lags in Plot

«“NOT A CHANCE” FOR CRITICS

Mr. Percy Marks of the English De-
partment was very much pleased with
the show. He commented favorably on
the acting and staging although he does
not seem to have liked the scenery and
setting of the second act. His ideas are
expressed in the following criticism.

If you are looking, carping critie, for
subtle irony, eaustic sarcasm, and taunt-
ing mockery, throw this page aside and
read no further, for the Tech Show of
1917, “Not a Chance,” was a production
for which we have the highest admira-
tion. Taken all in all, the book, music,
lyrics, eostumes, and stage effects were.
far superior to those of the ordinary
college musical comedy, and they defy
adverse criticism in a fashion altogether
disconcerting. It is so much easier to
slander cleverly than to praise.

Of course, let us hasten to say, that
there were certain things that we did
not understand, for instance, the title.
\What relation did it bear to the ploti—
because, even if you didn’t happen to
notice it, there was a plot. True, we
heard, “Not a Chance,” flung boldly
forth two or three times, but then we
Lieard “Rasherry” quite as often. 1t
must be admitted that “Raspberry” is
a very beautiful and thrilling word, but
again we must confess our ignorance.
We even anproached the anthor for enm-
lightenment, and the only reply we re-
ceived to our timid query was a sphinx-
like smile. Is the man concealing some-
thing, or does the word mean only “the
fruit of certain species of Rubus, having
a thimble shaped berry separ:a:ble from
the receptacle?” We don’t know, but
some more loquacious—and perhaps bet-
ter informed—person assured us that
the word had something to do with
Blossom Seeley, the vaudeville actress.
Then we were more confused than ever.
Did she ever go to Tech? .

We are looking forward expectantly
and with high optimism to the day
when some ambitious aunthor will write
a Tech Show that will not. defy every
known law of dramatic composition. Mr.
MecDaniel produced an excellent first act.
It moved rapidiy, uncovered an amusing
plot situation, and offered plenty of op-
portunity for specialties. Then in the
second act he strippcd away all the il-
lusion of the stage and showed the audi-
ence tlie Show behind the scenes. It
55 an interesting trick and amusing for
a few minutes, but the novelty soon
wears off and the members of the cast
have the almost impossible task of get-
ting lines and songs over from a blank
stage. There isn't & spot where the eye
of the audience cam rest; the glaring
floodlights strain their eyes; the neees-
sary continuous stage business distracts
their attention, and, as a result, in spite
of every effort to eliminate the dead
spots, there were many of them in the
aet which certainly did not lend to the
finpl suceess of the Show. Ngturally
the plot had difficnlty worming its way
through the mass of irrelevant material
and “local color,” and in the third act,
if the audience remembered that there
was a plot by the tiite it reappearec, it

act. It is rather confusing, isn't it?

And yet, we repeat, that taking the
Show as a whole, Mr. MeDaniel did his
work well. His lines had plenty of smap
and life, his songs were bright and
catchy, individual situations were very
amusing, and the construction of the
first aet was decidedly better than most
of those we yawn through in the aver-
age professional musical comedy. Our
only regret is that he wrote “Not a
Chance” for the effectiveness of special
moments and separate acts instead of
for the effectiveness of the whole per-
formance.

The management is deserving of the
highest praise for its courage in at-
tempting to produce such an elaborate
entertainment. . Mr, Claudius H. M.
Roberts and his staff of assistants did
more than well in go smoothly handling
a production of such tremendous pro-
portions. Those of us who know Mr.
Roberts are not surprised at the success
of the Show; but are surprised that his
friends are not at the present moment
mournfully choosing between broken
columns and Gates Ajar.

Scenically the Show was very effec-
tive. Most of the sets were besutiful;
all of them were distipetive and inter-
esting, or, a8 one man put it, sub-Urban.
The ballet scene was lovely to the last
detail, and in designing it Mr, Clark
Robinson exhibited a true sense of seenic
values and slage artistry. He did quite
as well with the first set, and especially
with “A Street in Tokio” which was not
only hizarre and beautiful but truly
oriental without a single jarring west-
ern note, We found Mr. Walter Fra-
zier's set for the *“Scene Dansant” ex-
tremely satisfactory in its black and
gold simplicity.

He has unusual
poise and ease, which combined with lils
clever dancing and aptness in getting
songs over the footlights, gives one a
feeling that all’s well on the firing line
when he is on the stage.

We know that we voice a universal
opinion when we say that we regret ex-
tremely Mr. Parsons’ illness and his ab-
sence from the cast. He has his own
delightful way of deing things, and his
performance in rehearsal was remark-
ably clean-cut and finished. However,
let’'s not mourn, but look forward to
what he will do for us next year and
thank heaven that capable and cour-
ageous Mr, Henry Docley was there to
take the part. Mr. Dooley went on the
stage at Northampton after having had
the lines for one day only, with very
little coaching, and without a single re-
hearsal with the cast. He fought his
way through the first performance, did
very well at the second, and his work
at the National Theatre was remark-
ably spontaneous and easy, espegiblly if
one pauses to consider the gregt handi-
cap under which he was acting. We re-
spect his courage as much s we admire
his ability. J

We don't believe that be was
prompted once. .

Mr. Frederick 8. Brittor deserved ev-
ery bit of the acclaim that he got and
more. He was indeed a delightful “half
portion,” kis lisp and smile being enough
to fascinate a much less impressionable
man than Willie Kidder. We trust that
he will let us in on the secret when he
finds out what twonfath is—er, was—
are . ...

Mr. Elliot Harrington did everything
that could be done with a rather thank-
less role. It is always difficult to take
second lead, but he managed to squeeze
the last laugh out of his lines and to
make love to Jane as if he meant it.
Mr, Paui Peltier vested Oliver Van All-
ston with the proper dignity and world-
liness. His songs went well as did his
dialogues with Mr. James Wallis, whose
impersonation of Mrs. Van Allston was
so good that we are wondering if he is
concealing a dual personality. His vam-
pirish traits disappeared entirely, and
then broke out in a very violent form in
Mr, Frazier. Mr. Xenneth S, M. David-
son, Mr. George E. MecLaughlin, and Mr.
Walter L. Winant, filled minor roles
very satisfactorily, although the last
two are a little apt to indulge in elocu-
tionary tricks which arem’t altogether
natural

All of the music was bright and live-
Iy and most of the lyries were amusing.
“T Wonder” wias somewhat reminiscent
of “I Wonder Who's Kissing Her Now”
of Harry Woodruff fame, but it was
norie the less musical and Mr. Frazier
sang it well. “Tech Blues” has a fax
more catchy awing to it than most of
the tunes we are aceustomed to whistle,
and “Lady Butierfly” has a lovely mel-
ody. Mr. Williamson’s clear and well
trained voice showed to better advan-
tage in it than in any of his other
