The Mercantile Building on Massachu-
setts Avenue has been pleased by the In-
stitute for the use of the Naval Aviation
School. The Naval authorities plan the
use of the building as a reeciving ship
for their school. 3Men will be sent to
this receiving ship continuously and as
fast as they can be taken care of. The
number of men to be graduated from
the ground school is not to be increased,
ihe object of this preliminary training
heing to prepare the men for their work
in the greund school proper.

The building is being remodeled to
take cave of the three or four hundred
wen it is planned to guarter there. As
fast as these alteratiens will permit

Lo, e will begin to arrive. The men
will be kept on the Reeeiving Ship for
only a limited length of  time. During
this period they wilt be uniformed, vae-
cinated and will receive such other phy-
sieal attention as is neeessary to fit
them physieally to stand the strain of
the gronnd school traiping. This means
that they will be well grounded in the
fundacentala of drill and Naval Service
Leonlations, so that much of the un-
neecssary and tiring physieal training
mav be dropped from the ground schosl.
More time may then be devoted to their
studies in the Ground Sehool.  The
men will ecome to the Ground School
fully  prepared for their. schooling in
theory amd well drilled aund diseiplined.

In addition it will be possible for their
officers to weed out from the ranks
those men whom it is considered are
unfit for any reason to beeome Naval
Officers. The length of time the men will
be held is at present unamnouneed but it
is presumed that it will yary from two
to four weeks, This period will give
those in charge ample time to know the
men and their shorteomings

Thiz plan iz a somewhat radieal
change in the course of training which
the wmen take and under the new system
the ¢onree will resemble the (anadian
course of training for the aviators of
the Royal ¥Flyving Corps. The Canadinn
svatem is to give the wmen all the drild
in one perviod and the whole course of
theory and study in apother period.
Whether or not the government lis
thinking of taking up this plan, it is

at present imposaibie to state. The
present arrangement, hewever. is  ov-
peeted to frain the men much more

thoroughly and efficiontly than the old
method, and if it is a suceess, it will
ue doubl he continued.,

For a long time the Walker Memo-
rial has been overerowded and some en-
largement has been songht for. not only
to relieve the congestion which is al-
ready present. but also to take care of
the long waiting list which has grad-
uwaily acenmmulated. The wumber of men
in the eutering flights has beon com-
tinually inereasing and the accomoda-
fions of the Memorial have been crowd-
ed »to the limit in order to find place
fo bunk the men. Naturally under such
eonditions  the Dbest results could not
be obtained and it is with the present
arrangement the training will be much
more satisfactory,

NEAL E. TOURTELLOTTE °17 TELLS OF
EXPERIENCES IN EUROPE ON WAY TO FRONT

Prominent Course IV Man, Now a Commissiohed

Officer in Coast

Artillery Corps,

Tells of Army Life

Neal E Tourtellotte “17, who is now a 1st lieutenant in the Coast
Artillery Corps and already in France, has written a series of letters

which are to be published in The Tech.

While at the Institute

Tourtellotte was one of the leaders of his class and active in the

affairs of the Institute.

The second installment follows helow:

French Fond of United States i

“The French are certainly fond of]
the United States. At every oppor-!
tunity they express it also. In the
Place de la Concorde in Paris, there is
a row of statues representing the chief
different cities of France. One of these
is of Strassburg, capital city of the
lost (%) provinee of Alsace-Lorraine.
Tp to the start of the war this parti-
cular statue was always in mourning.
Shortly after the war began however
the mourning was removed and the!
statue gayly decorated with French
flags. Now as a tribute to the United
States however they have added a luge
American flag!  The statue is covered
with Freneh flags. On the top, side by
side, float the flags of the TUnited
States and France. None of the flags
of the other Allies are exhibited or
have been exhibited kere. When we
saw  this subtle compliment to the
good old TU. 8., it certainly heighten-

ed our own particular love for the
T'rench.
“Often while walking down the

strect. old gentlemen would stop us,
gravely safute, shake us by the hand
and then in slowly spoken French or
broken FEnglish tell us how glad they
were to see us ever liere to help them
aml how much they appreciated our
assistance in the great fight for

“Liberte.”

Have Interesting Trip to Camp

“We finally arrived at ecamp after
a very interesting journey down in the
company of some French artillery offi-
cers who happened to also occupy our
carriage.  As luek woul? have it the
oflice was not expecting us buf rather
27 other officers from amother place.
They did not come sd we piled into
their waiting machines and were royal-
Iy transported up to ecamp, fo a hot
supper. over a half mile of muddy road.
We were coertainly mighty lucky in that
we did not have to tramp the whole
distance in the dark!

“As before explained part of our
baggage, namely our bedding rolls had
been misdirected at the port of em-
barkation, and had not eaught up with
us yet. So we were placed in the
Charity  Ward Dbarracks room. Some
of the fellows claimed that the blankets
must have been donated by the Sene-
vadess  (negre)  troops by  the edor,
Anyway they were warm. We borrow-
ed enough sheets from some .other
fellows that were already bere to keep
the blankets away wrom our faces and
thus slept in peace.

“We wre quartered eight to a room in
stone barracks. They have been mobi-
lization barracks for the French troops.
We have a most excellent stove. The
weather is ideal. It is not cold and
most of the time we go around with-
cut even our overcoats om. At that
we are ouly a short distance from the
front and can hear the roar of the
cannon at times The mud is the only
thing that we don’t admire here and we
are even getting used to that. e
wear our rubber boots or high leather
ones all the time. Shoes would not
be any proteetion at all. Tt is hardly
mud, rather a slush or liguid dirt.

Drink Light Wine for Water

“Practieally every evening a large
ntmber of the fellows go down to near-
by wine rooms. TYou can get an ex-
cellent bottle of the best light wine
for about §1.00 with good cheese and
bread also. The fellows sit around and
spend an evening over the purchase.
Nobody drinks the water over here.
In the first place it is liable to be pol-
luted and in the second place. good
wine is.too cheap! Ome-is not able o
explain tue situtation over here as re-
gards the wine habit, It is true tem-
perance one wight say. They are drink-
ing the best thing for their health, I
ave never seen a drunk man since
I arrived They driuk only small
amounts of the light wine which is
practically  non-intoxicating. Cham-
pagne is prentiful but only fools Irink
it in the opinjon of the French.

*“We spend a good deal of our time
in tramping to nearby villages, They
all have some relic or antique of parti-
cular interest. Their churches are little
gems in most instances. I can't say
that I admire their arrangement of
the farm yards however, The manure

to the detriment of all its surround-
ings.

“Only a few kilometres from our
quarters is a large battlefield of this
war, We have strolled over it many
times and by aid of maps and des-
criptions, visualized the whole affair,
Graves of course are very numerous.
Every French grave iz marked with
a little fence, and erect cross and a
flag. The german graves are the same
except that they have no flag, simply
a card stating, ‘un allemand It
brings home the war to thus visit the
seenes of former battles and to see the
numercus graves. There are alse many
hiouses and bnildings that are in ruins
from shelling.

Find French Pronunciation Hard

"We now have a French poilu who is
“endeavoring” to teach us the language.
He pronounces a word and we all grunt
or whistle it back at him. Great sport
indeed! As one fellow said, Its all
right fo make those erazy noises when
you talk but T'li be darned if T knock
my two front teeth out as that poilu
ix fixed, so that I can imitate Fum!?
Perhaps there iz some truth in that
and that is the reason that we are
having such a time in getting the cor-
rect pronunciation. I'm not willing to
sacrifice my two fromt teeth either.

“As a matter of fact you can get
along practically everywhere by speak-
‘ng English, cexcept in the country. It
is rather cmbarrassing to go in a shop
to make a purchase and after iex-
hausting your French voecabulary with-
out any resilts, to finally in despera-
tiom ntter the English equivalent and
tave the clerk say “ves indeed, we
have it. One moment please” They all
know the price of their asrticles in
Ameriean money also.

"It was quite a trip down from our
port of embarkation to the rest camp
i Lngland, We were well weleomed
all along the wayv however by the
people at the stations. We met with
English coffee for the first time and
must confess that we were not very
well impressed. Tt has a far great-
er proportion of chicory than eoffee
in my opinion.

“It was owr first meeting with the
continental manner of railroading, with
the little engine and coaches, the eom-
vartments. the guards, ete  Notwith-
standing our doubts the train scemed to
make pretty good speed getting under
way very quickly.

“On arrival at camp, we were lined
up and marched up fe report. The
road was a climb most of the way. Our
(1 O. marched us all the way at at-
tention. in close file, and at about a
forty pace. We dropped men by the
wayside every minute it seemed to me.
It was a good two miles to the office
but it seemed as if we would never get
there. Atter our lack of sleep and
“eats” for the three preceding days it
was quite a hardship. As one man
sad. “I can be court-martialed for
what I think of that C. O!7 It's all
in the game however.

Quartered in Huts

“We were assigngd to huts that
contained about six rooms, two men to
a room. The stoves in each room were
our “pride and joy” however. In my
room all the back of the pipe had been
caten away. -There was a draft all
right but it never passed through tihe
stove. Finally I found an old Rameses
cigarette tin, bent it into shape and
placed it in the pipe so that it partial-
Iy covered the lhole. The fire seemed to
grow more hopeful then and the last
few days we were very comfortable.
The blankets on the bed were English
Army  Dblankets. One of the fellows
claimed they wers made of goat wool.
Anyway they had bristles on them so
long that they eut right through your
majainas—and we had thick flannel ones
teo. They were very warm however and
once you got to sleep you were all
right.

“We ate in an Fnglish mess. We

had mutter in some shape for every!:

meal, accompanied by jam and cheese.
Milk was so high that it was practie-
ally impossible to get it. We had war
bread and butter ‘margine’ both of
which were very good.

Made to Feel at Home

“We had an amusing little adven-
ture while buying part of our outfit in
the village near the camp. After we had
fitted our uniforms, the “boss” invited

dergraduates of one or two years ag.

ORDNANCE COURSES

The American colleges now offer spe-
cial six weeks’ courses to young men who
wish to study the technicalities of ord-
nance field serviee. Fifteen hundred
praduates of these institutions alveady
have been placed in the serviee, their
initial instruetion usually being supple-
mented by a detail at some arsenal
Applicants of from 18 to 40 years of age
are elizible, but those who come within
the draft regulations must have the ree-
ommendations of proper officials. The
colleges listed by- the ordnance departi-
ment include Dartmouth, Columbia, Uni-
versity of Pemmsylvania, State College of
Pennsylvania. University of Ditisburgh,
University of Michigan, Chieago, North-
western University and the Universities
of Oregon and California. o

The currienlum ineludes the principles

J of scientific store-handling and store-

control methods. The stuwdents visit
industrial plants to receive practieal in-
struction. They are taught army or-
sapization. the organization of the ord-
nace departmont and trained fhoroughts
in the orghnization, personal duties and
methods of operation of the ordnance
field depot. They are taught the meth-
ods of ordnance property acecounting,
military enrrespondence, military Iaw,
and infantry drill.

A registrant, not drafted, may receive
an authorization from the chief of ord-
nace to take the course. Cn the com-
pletion of his college course, the student
completes his training with a five-weeks’
eonrse at some arsenal,  All onlist-
moents or deductions must be nwiade n
the grade of private: and no bicher
grade is promised by the ordnanee de-
partment; but almost ™
imen upon going into the service have
good chance of being made non-com-
missioned officers with the opportunity
open to them, after three months® ser-
vice, of being selected to attrrd
training school at Camp Meade “ov
training of ordnance supply offteor-.
