The idea of camouflaging originated

by trying to reduce the visibility of
ships at the time when the submarine
menace was the greatest. If a ship is,
invisible under any one condition, un-
der practically all others it can ber
seen clearIv. Another reason why in-
visibility is not tried for is, because
from the periscope of a submarine all
ships arc, in silhouette. and no paint-
hip, whatsoever can make a silhouetteZ,
invisible.

The Enalish have tried the dazzle ef-
feet. Very little is known in this� coun-
try about this, except that black, white:
and pale blue are used.

In the United States there have been
three stations working on camouflage,
one in Washington under the Navy De-
partment, another in New York, and
a third at 44 BTOMfield street, the last
tjv,0 under the Tmergency Fleet Cor-
poration. The Navy Department and
the Emergency Fleet worked in perfect
harniony. These stations have experi-
mented with colors trying to disguise
the size and the direction that a shipr
is aoin-. At first it was painted neu-
tral -ray, but after several experiments.
tried on the Great Lakes, it was dis-
covered that compleinentary colors
painted in the cubist style -when seen
from a distance. give a neutral gray
efrect. This method was adopted.

In this country, especially in Boston,
the Emergency Fleet Corporation have
worked on th� theory of painting ships
wifli spots out, of perspective so as to,
make them seem to be goina in one di-
rection when in reality they are gpoing
in another. As a subinarine can go only
ei"lit 'knots an hour under water the
delav this error eeessitates is disastrous.
to the cause of the submarine.

The success of cainouflaging is not
definitely known. The Encrlisli have
�;ellt out their submarines to test their
own canioufla-ed vessels. but have -not
published the results. From the Ger-
mans. no knowledl(re is available. and
wmild mot be credited if it was.

S. Infantry-at
the Battle of the 'Iarle. On October 1
he returned to active duty with the
30th, and Tras wvith them in the Ar-
gonne fichtina,.

For extraordinary heroism in action
October 9-15, 1918, Captain Baker was
anwarded the Distinguislied Service
Cross. His citation from the Boston
Globe of -Aarch 7, 1919, reads:

"For extraordinary heroism in action
near B-is de Beuge and Bois de la
Pultiere, October 9-15, 1918. During
this period Captain Baker made several
trips through heavy shell, gas and ma-
elhine-gun fire, to repair broken tele-
phone and telegraph wires. and when
they could no Ionger be repaired, lie
personally earried nessages throu'g
the shell-swept area. On October 15
lie personally reconnoitered the Bois de
la, Pultierre. under heavy machine-gun
and shell fire, in an endearor to find
a suitable location for his regimental
post of command.''
