BEATH OF WASGATT 1§
Ao BEEN GONFERMED

War Department Officially Ad-
vises Father of Institute Grad-
uate of His Son’s Death in Rase
" Hospital

FORMERLY REPORTED

The death of Lient Harold C. Wasgatt
of the Aachine Gun Company, 59th In-
fantry, Regular Army, was officially
confirmzd this morning, when his fa.
ther, Ex-Mayor Herbert C. Wasgatt of
Everetf, received a dispateh from the
War Department, stating that Lieut,
Wasgatt died of wounds at a base hos-.
pital in France on July 25,

The confirmation of the death of
Lieut. Wasgatt relieves the suspense and
uncertainty of his relatives and friends.
He was once before reported dead and
later word was received that he had
only been injured. The first news stated
he had died from wounds; a second no-
tice which came two weeks later said
that he was injured, degree undeter-
mined, and in a base hospital.

‘Wasgatt was a member of the Everett
High School football team which claimed
the championship of the country in
1015, after defeafing Oak Park High
School, Chicago. He entered Technology
in 1915, registering in the Chemicak
Engineering course. At the close of his
freshman year he went to the officers’
training camp at Plattsburg, and the
following fall he returned to school,
After war was declared in 1917 he again
went to Plattsburg, where he received
bis commission as first lieutenant. He
was assigned to the 59th and left at
once for overseas duty.

Dr. Maclaurin So Urges

The Student Army Training
Corps utilizes the experience and
machinery of the colleges in the se-
lection and training of men. The
best men will be sent to Officers’
Training Camps or kept at college
until they have obtained sufficient
training to be of real service as doc-
tors, sanitarians, engineers or chem-
ist.s.  These techmical experts can
not be trained in a few months so
that the best students in fields such
as medicine, engineering and chem-
istry, may be kept at collede longer
than others, This, however, will be
done not as a privilege, but as a
matter of military necessity. It will
be noted that the student soldier
is on active duty and as such will
not only be paid, housed, and fed, |
but will receive his training withont [
expense to him., Under such circum-
stances, the young men of the coun-
try will natufally go to the best
colleges in so far as they can satis-
fy the entrance requirements. Lim-
itations of space and of teaching
facilities will make it necessary for
the best colleges to select their stu-
dents with unusual care.

The plan gives equal opportunity
to all, rich and poor alike, and abil-
ity and character should determine
the issue. I advise the patriotic
and able-bodied youth of the coun-
try to get as speedily as possible

When
pressed for reasons they could simply say they were too busy, that
they were not trained in this sort of work, or that it was displeas-
ing to them,

) The result was that a comparatively small number of men
shouldered the job and put it through. These men sacrificed their
time, comfort, and sometimes expense money. For several weeks
they worked at least part of the day and almost every evening. In
the course of this canvass they had occasion to call at the homes of
the very men who had refused to help, and sometimes they found
these men idling the evening in comfort.

T numerous instances people made promises apparently with
no intention of keeping them. Some of them promised to report by
telephone and name the amount of their subscriptions, but they
were never heard from. i

What we need especially in this country today is a great awak-
ening on the part of the people to the fact that we are at war, and
that our situation is serious. e need real patriots, not bogus ones.
It ought to be comparatively easy to put through the various cam-
paigns necessary to raise the money the government needs, and it
would be easv if the people themselves would take hold.

U. 8. NAVY ORGANIZES COAST
GUARD WORK AGAINST U-BOATS

In arder to maintain the full protee-
tion of the American coast the Navy has
epnst patrol that has been wonderfully
effeetive when the number of ships that
are  eenstantly  traversing the waters
adjacent to our coast iz con<idered, and
none of the disasters that has occcurred
off our shorps i in any way attributable
to the negleet of the Navy Departnent.
Whenever the presence of submarines
has Dbeen indicated, and that has been
frequently, a complete system of warn-
ing has leen sent out.  The extent and
character of this patrol has mever lLeen
discloged fully. but it comprises craisers,
destrovers. submarines and submarine
chasers,  Buat even with the most com-
plete patrol it is not deemed extra-
ordinary that an ocensional submarme
may ship in and destroy some shipping.
It is prebable that at no time have
there been more than three German sub-
marines off the coast of the United
States and one of these submarines has
probably been accounted for.

The report puldished that a ecom-
mander of a German submarine told
some of his vietims that he had visited
a theatre in New York is not an Im-
possibility.  The statement has cven
been made by the captain of one of the
wreeked ships tlat while in a saloon in
New York he recognized and was' rec-
ognized by an officer of the submarine
which suuk his ship.  The eaptain snia
that le was so unmerved by bis experi-
ence and surprised when he saw the
German that he allowed the man to
escape without attempting to apprehend
Iim. It is probable that the Navy De-
partment does not accept the statemens
of the U-beat vietim in its entirety. but
there is no rveason why a submarilc
might not occasionally send one of 1t
erew ushore, as some of the submarines
encountered off the Freneh and Enghisn
coasts have been equipped with collap=i-
hle Loats which were useid for boarding
purboses,  There is no denial frem ot-
fietal sources of the statement that the
(ierman submarines have twice cut the
vables along the coast,  In each case
the cable has been repaired within a
reasonable time and search made for
the subhmarine.

Navy Adds New Ships
Scarcely a day passes without new
ships of one type or another being added
to the American Navy and additional
ships being made available for patrol
duty. Devices with whick the new ships
are being equipped render it unlikely
that a submarine will successfully avoid
them once the submarine is located. but
the wast space to be covered indicates
the diffeulty, in fact, the impossibility.
of covering every foot of space. Each
day deereases the menace from German
submarines and increases the protection
against them, The total of accomplish-
ment. By the U-boats may be summa-
rized im the destruetion of fishing eratt,
stresinmg of mines and the sinking o1
one or two merchant ships, none ot
which accomplishments has any real
military value. Tt has not been dis-
closed how many mines the Navy craft
have swept up, but the main channels
of eommerce have been kept free trom
thom. The most serious loss caused
from that source was the sinking of the
L. 8. 8. San Diego. It iz a fact that
large numbers of ships leave Ameriean
ports every day and their progress has
not beenm retarded. There is no doubt
that the German naval officials know
they are going but the ecomplete protee-
tion atforded by our Navy convoys has
prevented any interference by the sub-
marines, That the lanes of travel fol-
lowed by ihe tankers from the Mexiean
oil fields and from the Texas oil field-
are guarded is proven by the prompt
and rvegularly maintained delivery ot
fuel at the supply bases in Kurope.
The line of patrol vessels may be said
to extend from Newtoundland to the
Isthmus of Panama, and with the com-
plete chain of maval acronautie bases
and const guard that has been main.
tained it i= wunlikely that o sulimarine
will be able to operate often with sue-
cers &t any point along this line.
Every day the line is being stremgthened
and the chances for successiul operation
of submarines are being lessened.

Many U-Boats Have Been Destroyed

There is reason to believe that approx-
imately 200 German submarines have
Leen destroyed sinee the beginning ot
the war. Oflicial figures have been pub-

Rules for Registration

All men within the new ages, wheth-
er eitivens of the United Stales or not.
must register. wnless they are diple-
matic or consular representatives of
foreign Nations.

In ease of illness on registration day.
arrangements for tardy e_nl'ullnu-ni may
he made with local beards and men
wha expect to e absent from theh
Liomes may register by mail. sufficiently
in advanec that the registration rec-
ol reaches the board by September
13th, If a man has ne permanent
residtence, he is to register at the place
he is on September 12ih.

Although the “work ov fight” elause.
which would have affected striking
workmen, was taken out of the bill be-
fore passage, Provost lMarshal Gen-
eral Crowder has planned to apply
vigorously existing regulations relating
to idle employment to the newly reg-
istered mem.

There has been no definite indica-

HOWARD ‘89 WANTS ENGINEERS
FOR U. 8, MERCHANT MARINE

Henry Howard '89, director of the
Shipping Board Recruiting Service, at
the headquarters in Boston. has decided
to accept 4000 men between eighteen
and thirty-five years old, inclusive, dur-
ing September, for the merchant marine
training service of the United States
Shipping Board.

Three thousand of these men will be
inducted into the fraining service at tne

Technology Shipping Board Schools and

will inelude 1500 for training as firemen,
600 sailors and 900 stewards, cooks and
niessmen,

These men may enroll through spe-
cial enrolling agents at drug stores.
There are now abeut 6300 druggists in
the forty-cight states acting as dollar-
a-year men for the Shipping Board Re-
cruiting Scrvice by enrolling wen for
sea training.  Their chief is Louls K.
Liggett of Boston.

Marine engineers holding land  jobs
are on a special list kept by the ship-
ping Board. which may =saon eall on all
such mariners to say farewell to ferr
firma and lend a hand in manning the
new ships of the merchant muuine. The
list wa- prepared Ly agents ot the sca-
service Lurean of the Shippire Boards
reeruiting serviee, who held a convention
at Boston,

The eonuvention notified Chajruan Hd-
ward N, Hurlev. of the Shipping Board,
that there is a shortage of chief and
first. assisiant marine engincers, reenm-
mended that men holding licenses tor
lower grades be nrged fo try for hicler
Heenses, nand sugaested that engincers
now ashore be drawn upon to 1ill herthis
now vaeant on ships at Atlantic ang
Pacific ports,  Chairman Hurley, of the
Shippine Beard, anthorized the sea-ser-
viee Dureau to take any Mmeasures neces-
sary to =ecure the engineers needed. in
addition to the 300 a month now being
specially trained at  Shipping  Teard
schools,

ARMY 0, T. C. A SUCCESS

The news from the Infantry Officers’
Training Schools is that the progress of
the student candidates has  heen  so
marked that the success of the system
of Central Training Schaols is assured,
Without attempting to foreshadow re-
sults in the present selools it may bhe
said that the percentage of camdidates
wha give promise of winning their eom-
miszions handsomely scoms now to ne
i hicher than at any previous cap.  This
fact is attributed fo two eauscs.  First,
the candidates from the Army have had
lonwer time in c¢amps than their prede-
cessors had when  they  entered  the
schopls; and gecond. the cencentration ot
experieneed training officers in the cen-
tral camps has given a degree of homa-
eeneity to the instruetion that hitherto
has heen wholly lacking.  The success
of the schools has proven that in cvery
way the present plan is hetter than {he
former method and that these schools
are likely to be extended for the pur-
posc of iraining the very large number
of officors that must be made ready for
the new Army that is to be placed in
France before next July.

The svstem for the central schools for
Engineers, Field and Ceast Artillery and
other branches is not quite the same as
that of the Infantry eamps. where classes
are formed and graduated in a large
bady. The Enginecrs and Artillery
Schools are graduating some students
each week. but orders prevent the inflow
of new men to take the places of those
who thus leave the camp. There is
great need of developing these schools
to the limit. Field Artillery is so much
in need of officers and enlisted men that
it was found necessary to break up the
fifteen regiments of calvary tc form the
bases of thirty regiments of Artillery.
The object of the order limiting the in-
flow of new students apparently is to
cut off the tush of men within the ex-
pected exiension of the draft ages so
that ]l coming from that source into
the Army may have equal chance in
winning commissions.

FLYING FIELDS ARE ENLARGED

For the extension of instruetion in
gunnery and in order that more fiyers
may be trained on this side of the
Atlantie;, the Division of DMilitary
Aeronautics, on the approval of the See-
retary of War, is now leasing land for
target practice near the larger flying
fielde. A fraet of 10,000 acres has just
bheen leazed outside of Fort Worth.
Texas, and not far from Taliaferro.
Barron, and Carruthers Fields, Within
a few miles of Hazelhurst Field, Min-
eola, Long Island. and fronting on the
South shore, another tract of V30 acres
has heen leased at Wantangh, known as
Lufbery Field. and additional marshy
land is being seeured. A piece of fifty
and one-half acres, adjoining 13Mineola
Field. has been leased and has becn
leveled for a drill and exerciseground. .

VAST PLANS PROPOSED FOR
MANNING MERCHANT SHIPS

Training Schools te Turn Out 36,000
Men for Crews

Plans are being made on an exten-
sive scale by the United States ship-
ping board and the navy to provide
man-power for the rapidly growing
fleet of transports and cargo, carriers,
and to make vast improvements at
port terminals to expedite the move-
ments of the ships.

The rapid strides which have been
made in increasing the ship output as
well as the increased troop movement,
which makes necessary the transporta-
tion overseas of huge shipments of
supplies, have served to bring about a

redoubled effort en the part of the
government.
To Supply 36,000 in a Year
The shipping board training schools

expect to provide not less than 36.000
trained 1men during the next 12 months,
wlho will be prepaved as civilian crews
to man the new vessels which are to
make commereial voyages through ihe
war zone and te all other parts of the
world.

These civilian ecrews will be supple-
menied by men of tiie maval reserve,
trained under the auspices of the navy
department, who will man boats carry-
ing soldiers, ammunition and other sup-
plies to France. The mnavy program
may go well over 100.000 men who
will be made available for such pur-
poses.

The plans which are now under con-
templation, it is stated on high au-
thority, have been carefully worked out
so that there may be no lack of men
to man the vessels for all routes as
soon as they are turned out, Confer-
ences are in progress with the war de-
partment concerning the men available
for the civilian merchant marine and
the naval reserve under the draft regu-
Jations, and anm extensive educalional
campaign soon will be started.

To Have All-American Crews

It is the hope of the shipping board
and the navy to lay the foundation for
a program which will make possible
the manning of the shipping now and
after the war with all-American crews.
“The division of tonnage is based on
an agreement between the shipping
board and the navy department dating
from last vear, which has ™ot been
changed.” said Chairman Hurley of the
shipping board today. “The ships used
by the navy for fransporting troops
and animals as well as eargocs of war
materials through the war zone. are
manned by naval crews. Ships making
commercial voyages through the war
zone and to all other parts of the
world are manuned by civilian crews.
“The shipping board tecently gave
the navy department an estimate of
the number of men the navy will prob-
ably nced for the merchant ships turned
over to it by the shipping board. It is
now wmeeting its own needs for the
country’s comrmercial vessels by re-
cruiting and training men for serviee
in the civilian crews of the merchant
marine,

“The shipping board. since the war
beagan. has been building up a fraining
system for merchant officers and crews
that will now be used to its full ea-
pacily for producing the men needed in
the merchant marine.

“Thizs svstem, under the direction of
the board’s reeruiting serviee, now lhas
10 training shipz and recruiting ships
actnally in eommission, and three oth-
ers authorvized, two of the latter for the
rovernment and the Great Lakes re-
spectively,

“The board’s Atlantie training squad-
rom, hased at Boszton. has three eruis-
ing training ships, which make regular
visits (o Philadelphia, Now York. Nei-
folk. and other ports. A receiving ship
is maintained at New York and an-
other at Norfolk.”

LIMITED FURLOUGHS APPROVED
FOR TEACHERS OF CHEMISTRY

The War Department has just ap-
proved the request of the Director or
Chemiecal Warfare Serviee to furlongh
back to approved instifutions a limited
number of teachers of chemistry. This
furlough will be administered by the
Committee on Education and Special
Training, old Land Office Building,
Washington, D. C., upon recommenda-
tion of the officer in charge of univer.
sity relations, Chemical Warfare Service.

Plan of Procedure
Approved institutions which have al-

| ready lost many of their instructors

through draft or enlistment may now
make application for the return of such
men, provided that the return is agree-
able to the men themselves, In the event
of failure to secure the men asked for,
the relations section mey be able te
provide for the assignment of other men
whose qualifieations would seem to flt
them to earry on the work of instrue-
tion.  Application for furlough of en.

listed men should be made to Chemicar
Warfare Service, University Relations
Section, Seventh and B streets.” Wash-
ington, D. C.

MONTHLY RED CROSS REPORT
SHOWS INCREASED ACTIVITIES

Work Includes Leans to Newiy Commis-
sioned Officers

The American Red Cross has supplied
1,100,000 surgical dressings to the Amer-
ican wounded during the past months;
12 hospitals are being operated; four
new hospitals are being built and con-
valescent lomes have been established
at Biarritz and other places.

The July meonthly report made public
recently shows also that the canteen
service has supplied 100,000 meals and
a million hot drinks to the weunded, to
whom “3.000.000 eigarcttes also  have
been distributed.

The American Red Cross is now oper-
ating farms for the eonvalescents, ag-
gregating 249 acres. The report dealing
with supplics shows that each division
of the army reccives 2500 daily papers
and 500 weekly magazines, Loans to
362 mewly commissioned army officers
have been made to assigh them in buy-
ing enuipment.

NEW AIRPLANE HAS WINGS
OF FIFTEEN FOOT SPREAD

The smallest British airplanes now
being manufactured are actually of less
span than the largest birds. The great
albatross lirs been known to measure
nearly eighteen feet from wing-tip to
wing-tip. A ceriain type of “midget”
airplane recently exhibited in London is
only fiftten feet in width.

“These arc the machines which we
may expeet to sce aiter the war carry-
ing our mails,” declared Maj. Orde Lees
of the British aviation service. “and
they will be almost as universal as the
smart avtomobile mail vans of pre-war
times. These small machines will be
largely used by the postal authoritics
on account of the existing limitations
of storage and starting grounds in our
egreat cities.  Postal aerodromes, like
railway stations, must be near the post-
offices, at least in the initial stapes ot
the development,

“Later the problem may be solved by
the use of pneumsatic tube communien-

tion between the central postoffices ang
the postal aerodromes. In delivey
letters to distances of 250 miles or my,
the big types of airplines will be ygy
but for local work small machineg ar;
