at the head of each bed is a wooden
box, in which the fellows can keep thelr
uniforms, ete. Some have a trunk or
guitease under their beds to hold more
of their things. In the daytime. the
canvag-covered mattresses are rolled in
half at the head of the bed, and the
folded Ublankets and the pillow are
placed on top of it. Needless to say,
they all look very neat. The rocms are
cleaned by the fellows and are kept in
good shape. Windows about eight feet
apart give plenty of air. Radiaters run-
ning all the way around the rooms will
ensure plenty of heat during the com-
ing cold months, Light is furnished by
overhead electrie lights. A piano on
each floor is a means for reereation
during the little time the men are in
the barracks. Between the barracks are
smaller buildings which contain wash-
rooms and a shower-room. although no
showers have beem installed yet, which
ig very inconvenient.

University of London, Head of the De-

i partment of English Literature at Bed

ford College, Fellow of King's Colleer
for Women, London, and Fellow of the
Royal Society of Literature.

Miszs Rose Sidgwick, a graduate of
Somerville College. Oxford. is now ILre-
turer in Ancient History at the Univer-
sity of DBirmingham. The Journal of
Edueation, in announcing her earlier
appointment as Assistant Lecturer, in
1505-1906, remarked: “The appointment
of Miss Sidgwick has perhaps a special
interest, as it has not wvet often hap-
pened that women lave been appointed
to academie posts after an open compe-.
tition with men.”

Sir Henry Miers has been for many
yvears 2 Fellow and Governor of Eton,
and Fellow of Magdalen College, Oxford.
He was knighted in 1912, and is a mem-
ber of the committee appointed by the
Prime Minister to report on Adult Tdu-
cation.

Th Rev. E. M. Walker has played a
large part in the life of the University
of Oxford during the past thirty years.
He has been developing post graduate
courses for foreign students in the B~
ish Universities sinece the war began.
He represented Oxford at the Confer-
enece of Universities, which, in May of
this year, met in London to consider
the whole question of post-graduate
studv amd its recognition by the con-
ferring of degrees.

Sir Henry Jones, Professor of Moral
Plhilosophy in Glasgow University, is,
ag his name jmplies, 2 Welshman. e
is one of Mr. Lloyd George’s oldest per-
sonal friends, and as the Prime Mlimis-
ter is the greatest living representative
of Weish political life, so Sir Henry

{ Jones iz regarded in Wales as the great-

est representative of literary and aca-
demic Wales..

Sir Henry's life story is as romantic
as that of any man in Great Britain.
Like Mr Lloyd George, he has won his
high position from very humble begin-
nings. His father was a cobbler in a
small North Wales village, and the son
was early apprenticed to his father's
trade. It is still his boast that he “can
make & shoe with any man in Glas-
gow.” . .. After a short period of study
in Germany he returned te his native
country, first as a leetuurer in the Col-
fege at Abefystwyth, and then as Pro-
fessor of Philosophy in the University
College of North Wales

John Joly, M.A, B.A. Enginecring.
D.S¢c., has been Professor of Geology and
Mineralogyv in the University of Dub-
lin for the past twenty vears. Tor
more than thirty wvears he has ecarried
on research in physics and especially in
the application of physics to engineer-
ing. One of his earliest inventions was
the steam calorimeter, by means or
which lie sueceeded in determining di-
rectly the specific heats of gases at con-
stant volume.

Distinguished as a physieist, he is
more widely known as a pioneer in the
niodern method of photography in col-

snecessful photographs in natural col-
ors by the use of a minutely subdivided
sereen carrying the three primary colors.
This experiment led, ten years later, to
the development of the well-known and
very efficient Lumiere proecess, on which
colored starch grains are substituted
for Joly’s colored lines.

will confer with each disabled man be-
fore his discharge from the hospitai. If
he is able to resume his former gecupa-
tion successfully or to follow some mnew
ocecupation without special training the
Federal Board will assist him, if he so
desires, to secure employment therein.

Should he clect, even, under these cir-
cumstances, to take additional {raining
for his occupation before he enters upon
employment, the law provides that he
may do so at the expense of the Gov-
ernment. under conditions determined
by the Federal Board. If, however, he
is unable to pursue his old occupation
or to enter successfully upon a new oc-
cupation, he may be trained by the Fed-
eral Board for any vocation or pursuit
that he desires to follow and in which
in the opinion of the board, he ig likely
to become proficient.

Tvery effort will be made to assist
tlhe disabled man toward that occupa-
tion in which he is most interested and
for which, beecause of his aptitude and
experience on the one hand and his
handicap on the other, he is hest suited.
In order to utilize previous knowledge
and skill the disabled man will be ad-
vised—other things being equal—to elect
training. should he need it. for the in-
dustry, business, or pursuit in which he
was engaged before the war or for one
akin te it.

The disabled man. with approval ot
the board, may elect to be trained in
agricullure, commerce, industry, trans-
portation or the professions. The

length and charaeter of the course or|}

instruciion will depend upon the reqnirve-
ments of the voecation, the ability and
interest of the man, and his previous
training and experience.”
